The City Council of the City of Raleigh met in regular session on Tuesday, April 3, 2001 at 1:00 p.m. in the City Council Chamber, Raleigh Municipal Building, Avery C. Upchurch Government Complex, 222 West Hargett Street, with the following present:

Mayor Coble called the meeting to order and invocation was rendered by Sally Bates, Associate Minister, Hayes Barton United Methodist Church.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor Pro Tem Odom.  The following items were discussed with action taken as shown.

RECOGNITION OF SPECIAL AWARDS

CERTIFICATE OF APPOINTMENTS – PRESENTATIONS MADE

Mayor Coble explained the Certificate of Appointment presentation and presented the following certificates: Arts Commission – Carole Sandlin Fisher Anders; Raleigh Transit Authority – Michael Summerlin and Human Resources and Human Relations Advisory Commission – Conway Brooks.

CITY PERSONNEL – ACTING CITY MANAGER CARTER, CITY ATTORNEY MCCORMICK AND ASSISTANT CITY MANAGER WRAY - COMMENDED

Mayor Coble indicated in the last nine months as the City has gone through a number of changes we have been very fortunate to have the leadership of some very important people upon the retirement of former City Manager Dempsey Benton.  He talked about the work of Lawrence Wray with the CIAA Tournament, the City Attorney’s work with the Legislature and Assistant City Manager Carter serving as City Manager.  He read the commendation and presented a framed copy to the three employees.

CONSENT AGENDA

CONSENT AGENDA – APPROVED AS AMENDED

Mayor Coble presented the Consent Agenda indicating all items are considered to be routine and may be enacted by one motion.  If a Councillor request discussion on an item, the item will be removed from the Consent Agenda and considered separately.  Mr. Odom requested the condemnation requests be withdrawn.  Without objection those items were withdrawn from the Consent Agenda.  Mr. Odom moved Administration’s recommendations on the remaining items on the Consent Agenda be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  The items on the Consent Agenda were as follows:

NORTH CAROLINA AMATEUR SPORTS – FEE WAIVER – INDIRECT COST - APPROVED

North Carolina Amateur Sports will be holding State Games Regional and Championship competitions in Raleigh during the weekends of June 8-10 and June 22-24, 2001.  This is the second year of a 3-year agreement between the City of Raleigh and North Carolina Amateur Sports to host these competitions.  Over 12,000 amateur athletes from across the state will have the opportunity to compete in over 20 sports.

North Carolina Amateur Sports has requested a fee waiver of all indirect costs due to the City associated with this event.  North Carolina Amateur Sports will pay all direct fees.

Recommendation:  Authorization be given to waive only the indirect costs associated with this event.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.

Recommendation:  That these annexation petitions be acknowledged and that Council request the City Clerk to check their sufficiency pursuant to State statutes, and if found sufficient advertise for public hearings on Tuesday, May 1, 2001.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.

ABC PERMITS – AUTHORIZED CITY OFFICIAL – RESOLUTION ADOPTED

A recommendation has been made by Dawn Bryant, Police Attorney, to pass a resolution that authorizes the City of Raleigh’s Chief of Police to submit the Local Government Opinion form on behalf of the City of Raleigh.  This would reflect a name change only from former Chief M. W. Brown to City of Raleigh’s Chief of Police.

Recommendation:  Approval.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.  See Resolution 945.

LAKE WHEELER – CLOSING ON APRIL 28 AND 29 IN CONNECTION WITH RALEIGH IN-WATER BOAT SHOW - APPROVED

Closing of Lake Wheeler to the public is requested for Saturday/Sunday, April 28 and April 29, 2001, for the In-Water Boat Show.  This is an all day event for both days, which involves closure of the entire park.  The City will receive $3,000 in rental fees, 20% of the gate receipts, 20% of the rental fees charged to other boat and/or accessory dealers and 20% of the gross revenue generated by food vendors.  Lake Wheeler’s Season Boat Pass holders will be given free gate admission for one day of this event

Recommendation:  To approve the closure of Lake Wheeler for the 3rd Annual Raleigh In-Water Boat Show on April 28 and 29, 2001.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.

ROAD RACES – PEACE RUN AND RACE FOR CURE - APPROVED

Mary Gail Walker requests permission to utilize roadways within the City of Raleigh on Saturday, April 21, 2001, from 2:00 p.m. until 7:00 p.m.  Ms. Walker is requesting a police escort while the runners are within the Raleigh city limits.

Jim Young requests permission to hold the annual Race for the Cure on Saturday, June 9, 2001, from 8:00 a.m. until 10:30 a.m.

Recommendation:  Approval of the road races subject to the conditions outlined in Administrative reports included in agenda packets.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.

STREET CLOSINGS – MILLION MOM MARCH AND RALEIGH RIB FEST – APPROVED CONDITIONALLY

Beth Berngartt requests permission to close the 00 block of Edenton Street and one travel lane of the 00 block of South Wilmington Street on Saturday, May 5, 2001, from 11:00 a.m. until 6:00 p.m. to facilitate ceremonies for the Million Mom March which promotes public policy to strengthen gun laws.

Doug Grissom, representing the Rib America Raleigh Rib Fest, is requesting permission to close the 00 block of both South Street and Lenoir Street from Wednesday, May 2, 2001, at 10:00 a.m. until Monday, May 7, 2001, at 2:00 a.m. to facilitate festivities for the Rib Fest.

Recommendation:  Approval subject to conditions noted on the report included in Council members agenda packet.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.

TEXT CHANGE – HISTORIC DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS – PUBLIC HEARING AUTHORIZED

The historic development standards currently being used by the Raleigh Historic Districts Commission for reviewing exterior changes in the historic overlay districts were adopted in 1983.  The commission has completed a major revision and update to these standards to make them easier for the public to utilize in planning projects, and to reflect current preservation practices.  The proposed zoning code text change was included in the agenda packet.

Recommendation:  Council authorization for a public hearing on Tuesday, May 15, 2001.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.

EASEMENTS – CP&L/WALNUT CREEK AMPHITHEATER - APPROVED

CP&L is requesting a ten (10) foot easement area across City property at the Walnut Creek Amphitheater site to provide electrical service to a traffic sign on the I-440 Outer Loop.  The requested  area is  minimally used and has very little vegetation.  The asphalt walk from the parking area will not be disturbed as the plan is to bore under the walkway

Recommendation:  That Council approve conveyance of this easement to CP&L, without monetary consideration due to minimal impact to City property.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.

EASEMENT EXCHANGE – THE RALEIGH SCHOOL – RESOLUTION OF INTENT ADOPTED

A request has been received from Harriet Lasher, Director of The Raleigh School, to exchange an existing 20-foot sanitary sewer easement for a new 20-foot sanitary sewer easement to allow for relocation of the existing main and for future development.  The property owner is responsible for all costs of the easement exchange.

Recommendation:  That Council approve the easement exchange and authorize the City Clerk to advertise.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.  See Resolution 946.

PUBLIC UTILITIES – GARNER NORTHSIDE AND CP&L/ADAMS BRANCH UPGRADE AND WATER MAIN EXTENSION PROJECT – ADMINISTRATION AUTHORIZED TO NEGOTIATE CONTRACT

Proposals were received for the Garner Northside and CP&L/Adams Branch Upgrade and Garner Road Water Main Extension.  The three top firms are listed in ranking order:

Stearns & Wheler

WK Dickson

Recommendation:  That Administration be authorized to negotiate a fee and contract with Withers & Ravenel for the Garner Northside and CP&L/Adams Branch Upgrade and Garner Road Water Main Extension Project.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.

FIRE STATIONS 26 AND 27 – BROWN AND JONES ARCHITECTS, INC. AMENDMENT #1 - APPROVED

The City currently has an agreement with Brown and Jones for architectural design and construction administration for $95,000.  Amendment #1 of $94,900 is for additional architectural design and construction administration associated with Fire Stations 26 and 27.

Recommendation:  That Council approve Amendment #1 and the associated administrative transfer.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.

E. M. JOHNSON WATER TREATMENT PLANT – CAMP DRESSER AND MCKEE/AMENDMENT #3 - APPROVED

The City currently has an agreement with Camp Dresser & McKee for the engineering work for the E. M. Johnson Water Treatment Plant Electrical Switchgear Project.  Amendment #3 in the amount of $200,000 is for the addition of a Laboratory Information Management System at the E. M. Johnson Water Treatment Plant.

Recommendation:  That Council approve Amendment #3 (budgetary accounts to be handled administratively).  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.

LOWER LONGVIEW LAKE DAM – AMENDMENT #3/LAW ENGINEERING - APPROVED

The City currently has an agreement with Law Engineering for design of the Lower Longview Lake Dam Upgrade.  Supplemental Agreement #3 covers the next step in the overall scope of the project to include design services to complete construction drawings, provide easement mapping, and wetland permitting.  A sum of $17,300 has been negotiated for these services.

Recommendation:  Approval of Supplemental Agreement #3.  Funds to be transferred administratively.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.

ENCROACHMENT – PF.NET NETWORK SERVICES -APPROVED

PF.Net Network Services Corp., a Delaware Corporation, desires to encroach on the rights-of-way of various public roads located within the City of Raleigh corporate limits with the installation and/or construction of a telecommunication infrastructure system.

Recommendation:  Approval of the right-of-way use agreement between PF.Net Network Services Corporation and the City of Raleigh.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.

BUDGET AMENDMENTS – VARIOUS – ORDINANCE ADOPTED

The agenda presented the following recommended budget amendments:

Information Services - $34,000.00 – to provide funds to purchase printing and bindery services for City departments that cannot be completed in the Print Shop.

Parks and Recreation - $10,000.00 – to increase expenditures and revenues to accommodate the N.C. State Youth Council Conference offered by the Raleigh Youth Council on May 4, 5 and 6, 2001.

Parks and Recreation - $10,000.00 – to reflect increased revenues to provide funds to accommodate greater program interest and participation within Lake Wheeler revolving budget.

Public Utilities - $4,000.00 – to provide funds from sponsorships received for WaterFest 2001.

The agenda outlined the Code Accounts and the amounts involved in the various budget amendments.

Recommendation:  Approval of the budget amendment as outlined.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.  See Ordinance 971TF41.

PARKING DECK BLOCK A8 – CHANGE ORDER #1/D. H. GRIFFIN - APPROVED

This change order is for an increase $196,999.

Reason:

Add glass screen wall along the South Street frontage (this item was included in the original design but was not included in the contract as awarded), revise foundation design, revise canopies, revise metal finishes to galvanized, revise metal stair and glass block framing, revise waterproofing.

History:

Original contract amount:
$3,427,100.00

New contract amount:
$3,624,099.00

The date of beneficial occupancy is revised to September 22, 2001, the date for substantial completion remains unchanged.

Budgetary accounts to be handled administratively.

Recommendation:  Approval of the change order as outlined.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.

TRANSFERS – WITHIN VARIOUS DEPARTMENTS – ORDINANCE ADOPTED

The agenda presented recommended transfers in departments of City Manager, Convention Center, Parks and Recreation, Police and Public Utilities.  The agenda outlined the code accounts involved and the reasons or the recommended transfers.

Recommendation:  Approval of transfers as outlined.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.  See Ordinance 971TF41.

PU 2001-2 AND 3 – VARIOUS LOCATIONS – RESOLUTION OF INTENT ADOPTED

PU 2001-2 calls for the installation of approximately 4,200 linear feet of 8-inch sanitary sewer main to abandon Farmington Woods sanitary sewer pump station from existing Big Branch main.  The estimated cost is $210,000 and the project is inside and outside the City and would be assessed on an acreage/front footage basis.

PU 2000-3 calls for the installation of approximately 5,000 linear feet of 18-inch sanitary sewer main and 1,200 linear feet of 8-inch main from existing 18-inch main in U.S. 70 northward along western prong of Turkey Creek at an estimated cost of $350,000.  The project is located outside the City and would be assessed on an acreage/front footage basis.

Recommendation:  That the Council adopt a resolution of intent and schedule public hearings for May 1, 2001.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.  See Resolution 950.

TRAFFIC – VARIOUS CHANGES – ORDINANCES ADOPTED

The agenda presented recommended changes in the traffic code relating to stop sign installations at newly constructed streets and change of speed limit on Charny Drive to 25 mph per petition.  The agenda also recommend the establishment of a police vehicle parking zone for police vehicle parking on public streets.  Council members received a proposed ordinance in their agenda packet.  The agenda outlined the locations of the newly constructed stop signs and police vehicle parking zones.

Recommendation:  Approval of the changes in the traffic code as outlined.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Shanahan – 8 ayes.  See Ordinances 972 and 973.

END OF CONSENT AGENDA

CONDEMNATION – BUFFALOE ROAD – RESOLUTIONS ADOPTED; FALLS OF NEUSE NORTH PART B – REFERRED TO COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

Efforts have been unsuccessful to obtain needed easement in the Buffaloe Road Phase I project in the following locations:

Coley L. Wilson, 3917 Buffaloe Road; Robert N. & Yoko K. Black, 3716 Buffaloe Road and Nassef A. Gawargy, 3933 Buffaloe Road.

Falls of Neuse Road North Part B – 0 Durant Road – ownership unknown.

Recommendation:  Adoption of resolutions of condemnation.  Mr. Odom pointed out he withdrew this item from the Consent Agenda to speak to the 0 Durant Road item.  He stated it is his understanding the ownership maybe known and there is a possibility the owner will dedicate the property to the City; therefore, he would move approval of the resolutions of condemnation for Buffaloe Road as outlined and refer the 0 Durant Road – Falls of Neuse North to Comprehensive Planning Committee.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolutions 947, 948 and 949.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE PLANNING COMMISSION

PLANNING COMMISSION CONSENT AGENDA – APPROVED AS AMENDED

Mayor Coble presented the Planning Commission Consent Agenda indicating it would be handled in the same manner as the regular Consent Agenda.  Mayor Coble reported a request from Mr. Odom to withdraw Z-32-2001 and SP-13-2001 from the Planning Commission Consent Agenda.  Without objection those items were withdrawn from the Planning Commission Consent Agenda.  Mr. Shanahan moved the Planning Commission recommendation on the remaining items on the Consent Agenda be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  The items on the Planning Commission Consent Agenda were as follows:

CP-13-2001 – THOROUGHFARE PLAN – DELETION OF LAURELBROOK STREET - APPROVED

To delete the alternative alignment of the Six Forks Road Extension Major Thoroughfare along Laurelbrook Street between Hodges Street and Capital Boulevard at Crabtree Boulevard, and to continue to show Crabtree Boulevard to Raleigh Boulevard as a collector street.

CR-10224 from the Planning Commission recommends that this CP-13-01 be approved.  Planning Commission recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Shanahan/Kirkman – 8 ayes.  See Resolution 951.

TC-4-01 – APPROVAL PROCEDURES FOR RETAIL USES WITHIN FOCUS AREAS – APPROVED – ORDINANCE ADOPTED

This text change proposes to eliminate the one-year sunset date, April 24, 2001, established with the adoption of TC-3(a)-00.  Eliminating this sunset date would retain the special site plan approval process established by TC-3(a)-00.  That text change allows for the approval of retail uses locating within a City or Community Focus Area that exceeds the maximum retail amount recommended by the Comprehensive Plan.

CR-10225 from the Planning Commission recommends that this Text Change be approved.  Planning Commission recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Shanahan/Kirkman – 8 ayes.  See Ordinance 978TC205.

FP-1-2001 – CRABTREE CREEK - APPROVED

This request is to approve an amendment to the Flood Insurance Maps, as follows:  Amend the Flood Insurance Map to reflect revised floodway and floodway fringe boundaries resulting from a proposed greenway trail and associated bridges and walkways

CR-10226 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved.  Planning Commission recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Shanahan/Kirkman – 8 ayes.  See Ordinance 978.

FP-2-2001 – BEAVERDAM CREEK - APPROVED

This request is to approve an amendment to the Flood Insurance Maps, as follows:  Amend the Flood Insurance Map to reflect revised floodway and floodway fringe boundaries as indicated in the Beaverdam Creek Watershed Study which includes four (4) culvert replacements.

CR-10227 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved.  Planning Commission recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Shanahan/Kirkman – 8 ayes.  See Ordinance 979.

END OF PLANNING COMMISSION CONSENT AGENDA

REZONING Z-32-2001 – WEST MILLBROOK ROAD – REFERRED TO COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

This request is to rezone approximately 3.99 acres, currently zoned Residential-4.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Residential-6 Conditional Use.

CR-10223 from the Planning Commission recommends that request be denied.  Mr. Odom asked that the item be referred to Comprehensive Planning Committee.  Without objection the item was so referred.

SP-13-2001 – NEUSE CROSSROADS LAND USE MASTER PLAN REVISION – REFERRED TO COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

This request is to amend a Master Plan that was approved by the City Council on April 14,1998 in accordance with condition #6 of Z-62-95, and in conjunction with condition SP-3-97. The Master Plan includes 260 acres of Thoroughfare District Conditional Use zoning, of which 47 acres at the corner of Perry Creek Road and Capital Boulevard was approved for a shopping center (SP-3-97).   25 acres is shown for what is now an existing Wake County school site, and the remaining acreage was shown for residential development with densities ranging from 6-20 units per acre.

This proposed change from medium density residential to commercial is located on the northwest portion of the site.  It is approximately 36 acres.   Except for this 36 acres, all of the residential acreage has been approved as a single family subdivision, group housing, townhouse, or condominium development.

To date, the shopping center has not been constructed and the preliminary site plan will sunset April 14, 2001; however, the land use will still remain as part of the approved Master Plan of Z-62-95.

This amendment requires a recommendation from the Planning Commission and final consideration by the City Council.

CR-10228 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be denied.  Mr. Odom asked that the item be referred to Comprehensive Planning Committee.  Without objection the item was so referred.

REZONING Z-25-2001 – EAST MILLBROOK ROAD – REFERRED TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

This request is to rezone approximately .51 acre, currently zoned Residential-6.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Residential-10 General Use.

CR-10229 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be denied.  Planning Director Chapman explained the location, the request and the Planning Commission recommendation.  In response to questioning from Mr. Odom, Planning Commission Chairman Hunt indicated this property is basically in a big hole and it is felt the development will just exasperate the flooding problem.  Mr. Odom stated he understands the concern and the Planning Commission recommendation but questioned what is going to happen with the water.  He stated to just simply deny the rezoning doesn’t give any opportunity to study the situation and try to help the situation.  He stated the right-in and right-out on this property no matter what the development is a given because of the traffic.  He asked that the item be sent to Comprehensive Planning Committee to give an opportunity to see what could be done on this property.

Ms. Graw pointed out the findings and reasons for the Planning Commission recommendation talks about a lot of fill.  She questioned if the entire property is in the floodplain.  Mayor Coble pointed out he is inclined to support the Planning Commission recommendation for denial.  Mr. Scruggs questioned if it would be legal to bring in the amount of fill that would be required for the development.  Planning Director Chapman explained about 40 percent of the site falls under the Neuse River guidelines and explained the amount of fill that would be allowed.  Mr. Odom stated development of this property is a challenge and that is why he would like an opportunity to study it further.  Without objection the item was referred to Comprehensive Planning Committee.

SPECIAL ITEMS

SU-8-2000 – SADLACKS HEROES - APPROVED

During the March 20, 2001, Council meeting, following an evidentiary hearing the City Council voted to approve SU-8-2000 with certain conditions for one-year.  The item is on this agenda to consider approving the proposed findings of fact and conclusions of law as follows:
FINDINGS OF FACT

1.
All parties necessary to the determination of this request were properly notified and were or had the opportunity to be represented at the hearing.

2.
Raleigh City Code §12-5003 requires the following conditions be satisfied before an amplified entertainment permit may be issued.

a.
The establishment’s proximity to residential areas, schools, churches, and health care facilities.

b.
The establishment’s history of compliance or noncompliance with noise and nuisance law.

c.
Access with respect to pedestrian and automotive safety, traffic flow and emergency service.

d.
Intensity including such considerations as size, location, hours and/or conditions or operation, and number of participants.

e.
Landscaping, screening, fencing with respect to protecting affected properties from anticipated noise, loss of privacy, and glare; preserving of important natural features; or harmonizing the request with affected properties.

f.
Control or elimination of noise, dust, vibration and lighting.

g.
The proposed use will not adversely impact public services and facilities such as parking, traffic, police, etc., and that the secondary effects of such uses will not adversely impact on adjacent properties.  The secondary effects would include but not be limited to noise, light, stormwater runoff, parking, pedestrian circulation and safety.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1.
The requirements of the Raleigh City Code have been met and the applicant is entitled to a Special Use Permit. 

2.
Pursuant to the provisions of G.S. 160A of the North Carolina General Statutes, the City Council is empowered to place conditions upon a special use permit.  These conditions are as follows:

a.
Music shall begin no earlier than 3:00 p.m. and shall conclude no later than 9:30 p.m.

b.
Music will be restricted to Friday and Saturday night performances.

c.
Exceptions to this would be limited to Sunday performances for the purpose of raising money for local charities (e.g. Food Bank, Interfaith Food Shuttle, etc.).  These performances will begin no earlier than 3:00 p.m. and will conclude by 9:00 p.m.

d.
Acoustical (non-amplified) performances will take place on Tuesday evenings between 6:00 p.m. and 830 p.m.

e.
All musicians will be required to use the sound system owned and operated by Sadlacks.  A sound engineer will design the system with a “cap” on decibels and a limit on the bass “thumping”.

f.
This Special Use Permit expires on March 20, 2002.

3.
The request made in SU-8-00 is hereby granted.

Mr. Shanahan moved approval of the findings of facts and conclusions of law as submitted.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Scruggs and put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE CITY MANAGER

TRAFFIC – CITY MARKET TIME LIMIT PARKING – ORDINANCE ADOPTED

At the March 20 Council meeting, Kathy Decker addressed the Council to request parking time-limit changes in and around the City Market area.  The request was referred to staff for a report and recommendation.
The City’s parking contractor for the downtown area has completed a survey and recommends that the time limit on the streets within the City Market and along Davie Street between Blount Street and Person Street be increased from one-hour to two-hour parking.  No change is recommended in the current one-hour parking along Person Street, Blount Street, and Martin Street.  Ms. Decker concurs in this recommendation.
Recommendation:  That 2-hour time limit parking zones be established on the following streets in the City Market area.

Davie Street, both sides, between Person Street and Blount Street.

Parham Street, both sides, except where other zones are ordinanced, in its entirety.

Wolfe Street, both sides, except where other zones are ordinanced, in its entirety.

Blake Street, both sides, except where other zones are ordinanced, in its entirety.
Interim City Manager Carter explained the item and the recommendation.  Mr. Congleton moved approval of the recommendation as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 972.

TRIANGLE TRANSIT AUTHORITY – FUNDING – MANAGER TO WRITE LETTER OF CONCURRENCE AND EXECUTE AGREEMENTS

Triangle Transit Authority (TTA) is eligible to receive $494,267 in Federal Transit Administration (FTA) Section 5307 funds.  They wish to submit a grant application to FTA to use these funds for continued planning staff support of regional rail, eligible preventative maintenance costs for their buses, and bus stop signs and shelters.
The City of Raleigh is the designated recipient for FTA funding in this urban area and Raleigh’s concurrence is required for the distribution of these funds.  This is consistent with FTA funding formulas and does not impact on the City of Raleigh’s share of this funding source.
Recommendation:  Authorize the City Manager to write a letter of concurrence and execute appropriate agreements with FTA for TTA to utilize $494,267 in Section 5307 funds.  City Manager Carter explained the proposal and pointed out the City of Raleigh is held harmless.  Ms. Graw moved approval of the recommendation.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

TRIANGLE TRANSIT AUTHORITY – RIDING TOGETHER PAYS – INFORMATION RECEIVED

The Triangle Transit Authority (TTA), our regional transportation provider, is sponsoring Riding Together Pays, with the help of the Capital Area Management Planning Organization.  The purpose of this campaign is twofold: first, to raise awareness among commuters of existing alternatives to the single-occupant vehicle and, second, to gather information about commuter patterns and preferences that can play a vital role in planning for growth and alleviating future congestion.

David Ramp, Assistant Personnel Director, has been named the transportation coordinator for the City of Raleigh.

Recommendation:  Receive as information.  City Manager Carter explained the proposal.  Mr. Odom moved approval.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Coble and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

DOG PARK PROPOSAL – INFORMATION RECEIVED – ADMINISTRATION TO CONTACT COUNTY

At the January 2, 2001, City Council meeting, two people representing “People for Unleashed Parks” requested that a part of Lake Johnson Park be used for a dog park.  The Administration was asked to review this request.  The City Attorney’s office was asked to review liability considerations.

The proposition to use the particular area in question at Lake Johnson Park has been reviewed by the Administration.  A report is in the agenda packet along with copies of the City’s 1979 thirty-year agreement with the Wake County School Board for joint use of the area proposed to be a dog park.  The 1979 agreement provides that “full supervision and management of the property shall be with the Board” and requires the City to seek the concurrence of the school board for uses other than school purposes.

The site is currently used for parking and band practice by Athens Drive High School under the terms of the agreement with the Wake County Public School System.  Band practice is daily September through December and there are many athletic events which require the use of this area for parking.  This area is also used for parking for the N.C. Senior Games.

A change in the use of this area would require the concurrence of the Wake County School Board. 

Recommendation:  To receive this report as information and if it is desired to be pursued further, refer it back to Administration for discussion with the Wake County Public School System to determine if this proposal might be feasible.  City Manager Carter explained the item.  Mr. Odom moved approval of the recommendation.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman.  Mayor Coble questioned if the motion includes Administration going to the school system to determine if this is feasible.  He pointed out the back-up information indicates the school system is using the property quite a bit and the 1979 agreement allows full supervision and management of the property to be with the school board.  Mr. Odom stated he just wants Administration to have further discussions with the Wake County Public School system concerning the proposal.  The motion as stated was put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION F THE BUDGET AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE

GREATER RALEIGH CHAMBER OF COMMERCE – REPORT - RECEIVED

Mayor Coble reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee recommends acceptance of the report from the Greater Raleigh Chamber of Commerce and removal from the agenda with no action.  On behalf of the Committee, Mayor Coble moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

SOUTHEAST RALEIGH ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT – REPORT APPROVED – FUNDS APPROPRIATED – ITEM RETAINED IN COMMITTEE

Mayor Coble reported the Budget and Economic Committee recommends approval of the proposed staffing, $27,500 budget and work plan for Administration of the Southeast Raleigh Assembly as outlined in report dated March 29, 2001.  Copy of report included in the agenda packet.  The item will remain in Committee for continued monitoring.  On behalf of the Committee, Mayor Coble moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom.  Ms. Graw stated she has been following this work closely and it would be good if Mr. West could speak to the proposal.  She stated she thinks this helpS define and realigns commitments to Southeast Raleigh.  Mr. West agreed pointing out this allows much more inclusiveness, partnerships in Southeast Raleigh as well as other areas of the City.  He stated the work plan he feels is right on target and he appreciates the City Council commitment.  Ms. Graw stated she is very pleased that staff is doing the work plan and is including the larger city neighborhood.  She stated many have a vested interest in Southeast Raleigh.  Mayor Coble pointed out this fits right in with the press conference earlier today involving Pepsi and Governor Easley.  Pepsi announced an expansion plan in bringing more jobs to the Southeast Raleigh area.  He expressed appreciation to Pepsi.  The motion as stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 971TF41.

EASTSIDE REDEVELOPMENT AREA – SALE OF PROPERTY – APPROVED CONDITIONALLY

Mayor Coble reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee recommends the Interim City Manager be authorized to execute necessary documents to amend the contracts for the Hargett/Swain redevelopment project with R. D. Construction, Inc. to allow for the purchase of the lot at 604 East Hargett Street and authorize an application to the Board of Adjustment for a variance for side yard setback for this lot with the understanding the lot sale would be contingent upon approval of the variance.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Congleton moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

EASEMENT – MARTIN LUTHER KING, JR. BOULEVARD/MARSHALL PROPERTY - GRANTED

Mayor Coble reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee recommends staff be authorized to record an access easement from City-owned property at 638 Martin Luther King, Jr. Boulevard to the land lock parcel (PIN 1713-04-4484) to allow for Warren Marshall Holmes Street development project to proceed.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Scruggs moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

GREENWAY DONATION – AVENT FERRY/GORMAN STREET INTERSECTION - ACCEPTED

Mayor Coble reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee recommends the Council accept donation from the Sol Kaplan Estate of fee interest in 8.6 acres of property located approximately .2 miles southwest of the Avent Ferry Road/Gorman Street Intersection.  Mr. Scruggs moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – 500 EAST DAVIE STREET – CONDEMNATION AUTHORIZED

Chairperson Coble reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee recommends the Council authorize condemnation procedures for 500 East Davie Street in order for the redevelopment of the property.  The property is located in the Thompson-Hunter redevelopment area.  Mr. Congleton moved approval of the Committee recommendation.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom.  Mayor Coble stated he had received a request from the property owner who lives out of town to hold this item over but he decided against doing that as additional negotiation could be worked on after this action is taken.  The motion as stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – 225 COOKE STREET – CONDEMNATION AUTHORIZED

Mayor Coble reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee recommends the Council authorize condemnation procedures for property at 225 Cooke Street in order that the property may be utilized for planned redevelopment purposes.  The property is in the name of Barney G. Joyner Family Trust and is located in the New Bern/Edenton redevelopment area.  Mr. Congleton moved the Committee recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

NEUSE RIVER – PARKLAND PURCHASE - AUTHORIZED

Mayor Coble reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee recommends that the Council approve the purchase of property from John T. Massey (JMBDG, Inc.) located at 0 Tarheel Clubhouse Road.  The property is adjacent to the Neuse River and consist of 30.32 acres in fee for $393,300 which includes a $2,700 square foot dwelling.  The property would be used for park purposes.  On behalf of the Committee, Mayor Coble moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan.  Mr. Odom pointed out the City of Raleigh has accumulated a tremendous amount of greenway and park land along the Neuse River and the City should be very proud of what it has done over the past 6 or 7 years.  He expressed appreciation to all involved for the efforts for this greenway park land acquisition along the Neuse River.  The motion as stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance  971TF41.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

ANNEXATION – RIVERKNOLL AND HARRINGTON GROVE AREAS – RESOLUTION AMENDING REPORT ADOPTED; ORDINANCES ANNEXING PROPERTY ADOPTED; QUESTION OF ROADS MAINTENANCE REFERRED TO STAFF

The agenda pointed out a motion was made in Comprehensive Planning Committee to not proceed with the annexation of the Riverknoll and Harrington Grove areas as advertised.  The motion did not receive a second.  As only two members of the Committee were present, it was agreed to place the item on this agenda for Council consideration.  Mr. Odom pointed out there was a lot of discussion concerning this in Committee and the main question related to acceptance of the roads and road maintenance.  He stated it is his feeling that once the City annexes these areas we will need to except the roads as they are; that is, put the roads in our jurisdiction and then deal with the problems.  He stated with that comment he would move approval of a resolution amending the Harrington Grove/Dominion Park/ACC and Leesville Industrial Park/Mount Herman Road annexation report to include utility extension requests, adopt ordinances annexing the properties effective June 30, 2001 and adoption of a resolution placing the annexation area in the appropriate electoral districts.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan.

Mr. Shanahan pointed out the road question is something that has always been a concern to him.  He stated a number of neighborhoods within the City including his own has streets that are not up to City standards as they have no sidewalk, curb or gutter.  He stated he has always contended the City should take care of the roads and if the motion is that he could support it.  Mayor Coble stated he thought Mr. Odom was just expressing concern about the road acceptance and maintenance issue but he did not believe he included that in his motion.  Mr. Odom stated his intent is that we move forward with the annexation of the property as advertised and then address the road situation.  Mr. Shanahan asked that Mr. Odom amend his motion to refer the matter of roads to staff with Mr. Odom accepting that amendment.  Mayor Coble indicated this is not a unique situation.  It is not a situation that is only in newly developed areas.  He pointed out Country Club Hills has the same situation.  He asked that staff look at the issue.  

Mr. Kirkman pointed out in Committee he voted in favor of the annexation.  He stated he shares some of the concerns mentioned by Mr. Odom however.  He stated there is only a small portion of the streets in Harrington Grove that are not up to our standards and he believes there is a good chance of bringing them up to standards.  Mr. West indicated he attended the Committee meeting and there seemed to be strong opposition based on the road maintenance question.  He stated if that question is going to be addressed he could support the annexations.  The motion as amended to include referring the matter of the roads to staff was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolutions 952 and 953 and Ordinances 975 and 976.

REZONING Z-12-99 – STRICKLAND ROAD – APPROVED ON FIRST READING; TO BE PLACED ON APRIL 17 AGENDA FOR SECOND CONSIDERATION

Chairperson Odom pointed out there were two Committee members present at the Committee meeting and they could not reach a consensus; therefore it was agreed to place the item on this agenda without a recommendation.  Mr. Odom pointed out Council members received a memorandum from the Deputy City Attorney outlining the various agreements in association with this rezoning and with those agreements he would move approval of Z-12-99 with conditions dated June 9, 1999.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan.

Mr. Kirkman spoke in opposition to the rezoning citing the precedent setting effect it would have as there are other areas in the general vicinity he feels will come in and follow this lead.  He expressed appreciation to the petitioners for raising the bar with their conditions and agreements but he is still not comfortable.  He stated his other concern is with the process pointing out this rezoning case has been around over two years.  The petitioners put in conditions that were fairly opened ended the would allow them to come back with various agreement etc.  He stated the petitioners could have withdrawn the case, worked with everyone involved and come in with a new case would address many of the concerns.  He stated however, we have a case with private covenants and expressed concern about the City’s inability to enforce those covenants.  He stated he realizes what is being proposed may give us clear or better water in the area.  He is very concerned about the precedent and process.  He talked about recent newspaper articles concerning this case.  He stated a mistake was made.  The City arbitrarily picked Strickland Road to protect Falls Lake, and this site clearly drains to Falls Lake.  He stated if people had gone out and walked the area they would see that.

Mayor Coble talked about the location of the ridge lines and Mr. Kirkman’s remarks concerning the precedent setting nature of this case.  He pointed out we are talking about a long held planning tool that is Strickland Road being the line of demarcation which has been used.  He talked about actions of previous councils and this Council on zoning cases north and south of Strickland Road.  Mr. Shanahan pointed out this case has sparked some healthy debate.  He stated he was disappointed to hear Mr. Kirkman make some of the remarks he did concerning the unenforceability of covenants and referring to the newspaper as being an authority etc.  He pointed out science has shown that if we go ahead with this rezoning and subsequent development with the associated agreements, we will have a better water situation.  He pointed out only a small corner of the property drains into Falls Lake.  The present R-4 zoning if developed has the potential of creating a much worse situation and he feels the protections will be in place with the proposal.  Ms. Graw stated Mr. Kirkman made some valid remarks and she feels confident about his background and knowledge of this case.  She stated she is still not comfortable with bio-retention cells as they have not been tested long enough.  She expressed concern about the State’s ability to monitor and inspect because of the budget crunch.

After other discussion on the pros and cons, the motion as stated was put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Ms. Graw, Mr. Congleton and Mr. Kirkman who voted in the negative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  Since the ordinance received only 5 votes it will be placed on the April 17 agenda for a second consideration.  See Ordinance 977ZC496.

STRATEGIC PLAN – STATUS REPORT RECEIVED – ADDITIONAL FUNDING REFERRED TO BUDGET WORK SESSIONS

Chairperson Odom reported the Comprehensive Planning Committee received the status report from the Planning Commission on the strategic planning initiative and recommends extending the effort as recommended with the direction that the work continue on schedule and that the request for the additional $10,000 for FY 2001-2002 and $225,000 in FY 2002-2003 be considered during budget deliberations.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Odom moved approval.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE

UNSAFE BUILDING DEMOLITION – 315 EAST LANE STREET – DIRECTIONS GIVEN

Chairperson Kirkman reported the Public Works Committee recommends that the property owner, Mary Lucretia Wooten, provide documentation to the Interim Inspections Director on the architectural contracts and funding by May 3, 2001, and show substantial progress within six months on the rehabilitation of the structure located at 315 East Lane Street.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Kirkman moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Congleton and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

STORMWATER – WOODBRIDGE SUBDIVISION – REMOVED FROM THE AGENDA

Mr. Kirkman indicated many times the City does not waive the flag to let people know of good things that are being accomplished and asked the Council to view a brief presentation by our stormwater people showing the corrections in the Woodbridge Subdivision.

Marty Bizzell made a brief presentation of slides showing the goals of this project, description, relocation of the stream, current status, existing channels, rock grade control structures, explaining the project utilizes bio-engineering techniques and the newly constructed channel is performing well.  He pointed out some the rocks came from the Triangle Center construction site.  He explained the project is working well.

Mr. Scruggs indicated there is no excuse for a brand new subdivision to be dipping into the City’s stormwater repair funds.  He explained in this situation we had a creek that went from a 3 to 5 foot channel to 10 to 15 feet and explained what occurred in this situation.  He stated it is hoped we can do a better job of catching these situations before the City has to step in and do a project like was done here.  He pointed out the Committee was told part of the problem is understaffing in the Engineering Department and he hopes that is something the Council will look at during budget.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out in addition the City has upped its standards not because the State said so, but because it was the right thing to do.  He stated if we could have prevented this particular situation it would have saved everyone a lot of money and he hopes staff can make some recommendations to the City Council so we do not get caught in this situation again as the developers should bear this type cost.  Mr. Kirkman moved the item be removed from the agenda with no further action taken.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Scruggs and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REPORT OF MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS

SAINT AUGUSTINE’S COLLEGE – PRESIDENTIAL INAUGURATION – COMMENTS RECEIVED

Mr. Kirkman expressed appreciation to Mayor Coble, Mr. Congleton and Mr. West for participating with him in the inauguration of President Diane Suber at St. Augustine’s College.  He expressed appreciation to the Mayor for his comments and congratulated President Suber and St. Augustine’s College.

PLANNING AND DESIGN WORKSHOP – REFERRED TO COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

Mr. Kirkman presented some information on Raleigh/Wake Durham Planning Group and The Center for Regional Planning and Design Workshop.  He asked that the item be referred to Comprehensive Planning Committee to take a look at the proposals and to provide comment.  Without objection the item was so referred.

REVENUE SOURCES FOR LOCAL GOVERNMENT – PROPOSED RESOLUTION – TO BE PLACED ON APRIL 17 AGENDA

Mr. Kirkman presented a proposed “Resolution Requesting Governor Michael F. Easley to Remit Obligated Funds to Cities and Counties and Requesting the General Assembly Enact Legislation Authorizing A Menu of Revenue Sources for Local Governments including But Not Limited To A Local Sales Tax of Up To One Percent.”  Mr. Kirkman indicated this proposed resolution was submitted to Triangle J and he would propose that the Council consider adopting the resolution, pointing out the Council may want to make some amendments.  He indicated it is felt the real impact of the proposed resolution relates to the toolbox it would provide any; however, any proposals would be subject to local referendum.  He talked about the money from the NCLM taxes that has been “borrowed” by the State.  Mr. Congleton pointed out he is on the FAIR Committee and they are meeting soon, pointing out he would take this resolution and say it has been presented to the Raleigh City Council.

Mayor Coble spoke about the State’s action as it relates to revenue sources affecting local government but he feels adoption of this proposed resolution would say to the State that what they have done is okay and he feels it would be better to simply say to State to deal with its own problem and not pass the problems on to local governments.  He stated the best thing to do is ask the State to deal with its own problems.  Mr. Congleton spoke about the position of the North Carolina League of Municipalities and the need for them to have some type fall back position if the State moves forward or continues the freeze of revenue sources for local governments.  The opposition to raising any tax burden because of the State’s problems was discussed with Mr. Shanahan pointing out the taxpayers money belongs to the taxpayers, not the City nor the State.  The desire to not be a donor city and the desire to have money collected in our jurisdiction come back to our jurisdiction was discussed.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out this is the proposed resolution is simply a way of trying to get the “toolbox” available if needed.  It was agreed to hold this resolution and place it on the next agenda for consideration.  In response to questioning, Mr. Congleton indicated he would present this to the FAIR Committee but would emphasize to them the proposed resolution has not been adopted by the City of Raleigh.

COMMUNITY RELATIONS WORK – REFERRED TO LAW AND PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE

Mr. West indicated he had met with Major Knox and others and he was provided some information on the community work relations and he would like to have that information shared with the Law and Public Safety Committee.  Without objection the time was referred to Law and Public Safety.

TAX CREDIT HOUSING – COMMENTS RECEIVED

Ms. Graw talked about a 90 unit senior housing development recently announced.  She talked about the project pointing out construction will begin in some 14 months.  The Appearance Commission has been engaged by the Housing Authority to work out architectural and landscaping plans.  She expressed appreciation like pointing out she hopes to see this redevelopment effort go full speed ahead.  The comments were received.

REDISTRICTING – REFERRED TO LAW AND PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE

Ms. Graw pointed out the Council received a memorandum concerning the 2000 census data and the significant undercount.  She talked about the appeal period and the affect that may have on the City of Raleigh’s redistricting effort.  Mayor Coble indicated he, Mr. Odom, Acting City Manager Carter and City Attorney McCormick have been discussing this issue and will continue discussions and will keep Council members in the loop especially District Council members.  City Attorney McCormick pointed out we are not required to use the census data if we have better data.  The comments were received.

Later in the meeting Mr. Shanahan suggested redistricting be placed in the Law and Public Safety Committee and that way there will be a formal way to keep all Council members involved.  The item was referred to Law and Public Safety Committee.

POTHOLES – REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION

Mr. Congleton indicated he is beginning to see a lot of potholes and questioned if our pothole repair program is ongoing.  He stated there is a large pothole just outside of the Municipal building and he has seen many others around town.  He asked staff to look at the roads very carefully and maybe double our efforts in getting the potholes corrected.  Mayor Coble pointed out there is one at Stough School parking lot exit onto Edwards Mill Road.  The comments were received and referred to Administration.

JET SKIES – COMMENTS RECEIVED

Mr. Congleton passed out some information outlining Harkers Island and Cape Lookout recent ban on jet skies.  He stated he was providing this information due to the conversations held concerning the prohibition at Lake Wheeler.  He pointed out jet skies are being ban in many other places.

PLANNING – BIG BOX STORES – COMMENTS RECEIVED

Mr. Scruggs talked about a recent newspaper article concerning big box stores in Raleigh and how they fit in the scheme of planning.  Do we feel that these big box stores go into an area develop large asphalt areas then pull up roots and move to another location leaving the stores empty.  He stated he understands Charlotte has about 20 locations where the big box stores have moved and there is difficulty surrounding the vacant stores.  He questioned how this phenomena fits into Raleigh’s planning efforts.

LEGAL PAPER – COMMENTS RECEIVED

Mr. Shanahan indicated this is a very minor point but indicated he had seen where some City documents are on legal size paper rather than the 8 ½ x 11.  He stated he feels there could be tremendous efficiencies if the City would standardize all of our information on 8 ½ x 11 rather than using different size papers.  The comments were received.

SIGN ORDINANCE – PROPOSED TEXT CHANGE – PUBLIC HEARING AUTHORIZED

Mr. Odom presented a proposed text change relating to the City sign ordinance.  He stated this has been worked on with CP&L.  After brief discussion, Mr. Odom moved that the proposed sign ordinance text change be authorized for a public hearing.  Without objection it was agreed to follow that course of action.

ELECTION – CITY COUNCIL FILLING FEE – INCREASED TO $100.00

Mr. Odom spoke briefly about the filing fee for Raleigh City Council.  He pointed out the City Council can by a simple vote to increase the fee.  He stated it has been $5.00 for many many years and he feels it is time for an increase and moved that the filing fee for City Council election be increased to $100.00.  This motion was seconded by Mr. Congleton.  Ms. Graw asked about the benefit of increasing the fee with Mr. Odom pointing out he feels it would be fair to all.  He indicated many times when candidates go to various forums there are so many candidates who many feel applied or are running simply to get their names in the paper.  He stated it he feels it would just make it fair to all involved if everyone was serious about their candidacy.  Mr. Shanahan pointed out the people at the Board of Elections say it cost more than a $100.00 to process a filing application.  It is a burden on the system and it is felt it would be better if the cost is increased.  Ms. Graw stated if the fee must be raised she feels it should be raised incrementally rather than going from $5.00 to $100.00.  She stated everyone has the right and privilege to put their name on the ballot and she thinks a $100.00 filing fee could become a deterrent to some people running.  Mr. Kirkman stated he had no problem one way or the other, pointing out he always pays his own filing fee.  He stated he has had a problem with some candidates in the past who said they simply filed because they could and it only cost $5.00.  He stated if a person files for an office, they need to be a serious candidate.  Mr. West stated he did not feel the Council should do anything that will make this exclusive.  He wants running for Council to be inclusive but at the same time he feels it is necessary to make sure people are serious and we get credible candidates.  He feels we do need to find a balance somewhere, he is not sure what the correct amount would be.  The motion as stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 970.

HUMANS RESOURCES AND HUMAN RELATIONS ADVISORY COMMISSION – VACANCIES DECLARED

Council members received a letter in their agenda packet from Gayle Robinson expressing concern relative to lack of attendance of Lowell Briggs and Aura Camacho-Mass.  Mayor Coble suggested that two vacancies be declared and appointments considered at the next meeting.

BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT – VACANCIES ANNOUNCED

The term of John Miller on the Board of Adjustment is expiring.  He is not eligible for reappointment as he has served since 1995.  In response to questioning, the City Clerk indicated the normal practice is to raise one of the alternate members to a regular member and then declare a vacancy for an alternate.  The City Clerk indicated she would provide Council members with information on the alternates and the present make-up of the Board.

DOWNTOWN HOUSING IMPROVEMENT CORPORATION – VACANCIES ANNOUNCED

The terms of Joyce Moorman, Sarah Lynn Wood, Tony Misenheimer and Chris Dillon are expiring.  Ms. Moorman and Ms. Wood are not eligible for reappointment as they have served since 1995.  Mr. Misenheimer has moved out of the City so is not eligible for reappointment.  Mr. Dillon is eligible for reappointment, has a good attendance record and would like to be considered for reappointment.  Mayor Coble nominated Mr. Dillon for reappointment.  The item will be carried over until the next meeting.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE CITY ATTORNEY

SWIFT CREEK INCORPORATION – COMMENTS RECEIVED

City Attorney McCormick gave a brief report on the Swift Creek efforts.  He reported on a recent meeting pointing out Mayor Coble made some remarks on behalf of the towns in Wake County.  There were a number of citizens who are opposed to the incorporation who spoke pointing out the Committee received a lot of negative comments.  The comments were received.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE CITY CLERK

SURPLUS PROPERTY – 1909 EAST HADLEY ROAD – RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING SALE ADOPTED

During the March 6, 2001, Council meeting, the City Council declared property at 1909 East Hadley Road surplus and directed that it be sold through the upset bid process.  All legal procedures have been followed and it is recommended that the Council adopt a resolution authorizing the sale of the property to Crystal Y. Kay-Andrews for $47,900.00 subject to a restrictive covenant that restricts the use of the property to single-family owner occupied use.  Mr. Odom moved approval as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 954.
EASEMENT EXCHANGE – UNIVERSITY SUITES – RESOLUTION ADOPTED

During the March 20, 2001, Council meeting, the City Council adopted a resolution of intent to exchange City of Raleigh sanitary sewer easements relating to University Suites LLC property in the vicinity of Rannette Street.  All legal procedures have been followed and it is recommended that the Council adopt a resolution authorizing the exchange as advertised.  Mr. Odom moved approval as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 955.
ELECTIONS – CONTRACT WITH WAKE COUNTY – REVISED CONTRACT APPROVED

Council members received in their agenda packet a letter from Cherie R. Poucher and a revised contract for holding elections in Wake County.  It would be appropriate for the Council to consider the revised contract.  Mr. Odom moved approval as included in the agenda packet.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

The Council of the City of Raleigh met in regular reconvened meeting on Tuesday, April 3, 2001 at 7:00 p.m. in the City Council Chamber, Raleigh Municipal Building, 222 West Hargett Street, Raleigh, North Carolina, with all members present.  Mayor Coble called the meeting to order and the following items were discussed action taken as shown.

REQUESTS AND PETITIONS OF CITIZENS

TRAFFIC – REQUEST FOR EXEMPTION TO CODE SECTION 11-2176 – REFERRED TO LAW AND PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE

Charles Phandeuf, Chair and Equipment Rentals, was at the meeting to request an exception to Code Section 11-2176 as it relates to the loading zone on Snow Avenue, north of Hargett Street to allow overnight parking of a delivery truck.  He stated he would like to be able to park his delivery truck in the loading zone at night.  Mayor Coble stated the only solution he knew is to delete the loading zone and the owners of the delivery truck could compete for the space with everyone else.  It was pointed out the Code doesn’t allow this size truck to park on any street.  The history of the ownership of this business was discussed.  Mr. Phandeuf indicated he has been parking there since September when he purchased the property.  He stated the issue is with the larger truck as he has no problem with parking his vans.  He indicated the truck doesn’t impede traffic in anyway.  In response to questioning the City Attorney indicated the Council could not grant an exception.  It could only change the ordinance and any change would apply citywide.  Mr. Scruggs stated he would like to put this in Committee to see if there is something that could be done to help the situation.  Mayor Coble stated he did not see a whole lot of hope but had no problem with the item going to Committee.  Mr. West stated he had no problem studying the item but he does get a lot of calls from his constituents concerned about large trucks parking on the street.  Brief discussion took place as to how this item came to the City Council with Mayor Coble questioning if there had been a complaint or a citation issued.  Without further discussion the item was referred to Law and Public Safety Committee.

STREET CLOSING – UNNAMED ALLEYWAY OFF DAISY STREET – RESOLUTION ADOPTED

Brad Harrold requested to appear before the Council to request an extension of the deadline and permission to record a memorandum relating to the closing of an unnamed alleyway off Daisy Street.  The resolution closing the alleyway was adopted December 1996.  City Attorney McCormick indicated the map was recorded two days late and in order to clean up the public record, he would recommend the Council amend the resolution closing the street to extend the date for recording the necessary documents to December 10, 1997.  Mr. Odom moved approval.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Coble and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 961.

TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM – REQUEST FROM THE CENTER FOR VOLUNTEER CARE GIVING – REFERRED TO BUDGET AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE

Steve Bishop, Center for Volunteer Care Giving, provided Council members with a 9 month report on their transportation program.  He briefly explained the program and the funding, pointing out he was before the City to request continuation of their funding in next year’s budget.  Mr. Shanahan explained the funding of this program last year and pointed out some reason they were not allowed to go through the normal process to request funding and he would recommend the Council appropriate the continued funding of $30,000 from Council contingency.  Mayor Coble indicated it is a good program and did come to the City’s rescue and he would like to see it grow but feels it would be better to send the item to Budget and Economic Development Committee to see if we could find a different source of funding.  In response to questioning, Mr. Bishop indicated last year they received their funding in July and that is when the renewed funding would be needed.  He stated they would be glad to work with HRHRAC or continue to work with the Transportation Department.  They would just like to receive the continued funding.  Without further discussion the item was referred to Budget and Economic Development Committee.

MATTERS SCHEDULED FOR PUBLIC HEARING

CONSOLIDATED ANNUAL PLAN – HEARING – COMMENTS RECEIVED

This was a public hearing on the proposed budget and activities for the Consolidated Annual Plan for FY 2001-02.  The proposed plan and budget will allocate funds for the CDBG, HOME and HOPWA program to support acquisition, relocation, demolition, in the New Bern/Edenton, Downtown East, South Park, Thompson-Hunter, College Park and Jamaica Drive redevelopment areas.  Other eligible activities include public services, public improvements, site planning, housing rehabilitation, CHDO funds, rental housing production and funds to assist persons and families with AIDS and HIV.  City funds will provide HOME match funds, and funds for Joint Venture Rental, and SRO Joint Venture Rental projects.  The Mayor opened the hearing to the public.
Octavia Rainey, 315 ½ North Carver Street, asked for $40,000 of CDBG funds to establish the Southeast Raleigh Nuisance Abatement program.  She talked about crack houses which become blockbusters.  People do not want to invest their money in an area where there are crack houses.  She stated there is a Nuisance Abatement program on the table and she would like to see that move forward.  She again stated crack houses are a very serious problem pointing out there is one next to her.  She called on the City to develop a program which would shut the houses down and take the houses from the landlord.  She talked about the problems of predatory lending and called on the City to continue their activities in fair housing.  Brief discussion took place on a nuisance abatement program that is being developed with Ms. Rainey pointing out she had submitted a proposed program which involves the police and other departments.  She talked about the need for people being willing to go to court and the need to have some action.  She talked about daily shootings in her area and called on the Council to move forward with its Southeast Raleigh Nuisance Abatement Program.

Jeanne Tedrow, Executive Director of Passage Home, Inc. and a member of the Weed and Seed Steering Committee and its Neighborhood Restoration Subcommittee expressed appreciation for the interest and work being done in the Weed and Seed area.  She stated they also look forward to the efforts of the Southeast Raleigh Assembly to consider and plan for revitalization in the area.  She stated it is their hope that some of the issues will be addressed within that planning group as well as when the Council reviews and plans for this year's budget.  She asked the Council to encourage interdepartmental cooperation in addressing some of these intractable challenges.  She stated her groups have been working to initiate and establish partnerships they believe will leverage City resources to implement their strategies and achieve their visions.  A number of banks, churches, Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac are committed to working with them to help increase home ownership and overall revitalization goals.  She stated they are concerned about issues that arise directly and indirectly from the number of boarded up buildings within the area.  Last year they counted about 80 boarded up buildings within a one-mile radius, which constitutes over 100 units of housing.  She expressed appreciation for the efforts of the Inspections Department but recognizes more must be done to reduce this number.  She asked for the City's support as they looked at ways to address nuisance abatement issues.

Mr. Tedrow talked about the designated Weed and Seed area, its proximity to the Garner road industrial or Brownfield site pointing out the two groups got together and formed an Economic Development Subcommittee to review and collaborate on related economic development in projects that impact both.  She talked about this substantial contributions the City has made in the South Park Redevelopment area but pointed out few of the resources have been expended in the area of South Park that is south of Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd.  She stated there are areas outside the South Park Redevelopment area that are part of the Weed and Seed area but are not currently included in the designated redevelopment plan.  She suggested that the City consider broadening its scope to include more of the Weed and Seed area in the redevelopment area.  More specifically those areas that are in close proximity to the Bragg and State Streets intersection and those areas along Bragg Street due west along Garner Road for those areas not already included.  She also requested as the issue of expanding the existing redevelopment area progresses that there be a proactive approach to include community residents in the evolution of any plans that would affect the existing housing stock.  She indicated they are also requesting the following in the Economic Development Budget:  1) target funds are already made available toward Weed and Seed area such as "I believe I can soar" and the "Home Builders" Association Carpentry training program; 2) that the City appropriate $1,500 to Passage Home directly to support a home buyer education economic literacy program for up to 20 individuals living in the Weed and Seed area; 3) that the City make available $20,000 to support operation and restoration of the Weed and Seed Safe Haven and that in acquisition and rehabilitation funds, they request that the City designate up to $25,000 each (total $125,000) at below market rates for the rehabilitation cost of five single-family dwellings in the Weed and Seed site that will be sold to first time homebuyers with propriety for residents from Weed and Seed area.

Melvinna McKenzie, coordinator of the Wake Housing Resource Center, told of the work of their program, which began operation in December 2000.  She presented a prepared statement which talked about their program, who is involved and the location of the facility, which is 418 South McDowell Street.  She explained the Center compliments the City's housing program.  She explained since they opened in December, they have served over 500 consumers, 95% of those sought affordable housing within the City limits of Raleigh.  She explained how they work pointing out their goal is to quickly link consumers to housing resources and supportive services.  She expressed appreciation to the City's Community Development Department which joined in partnership with other agencies at their Center.  She stated they look forward to developing the Center through stronger financial partnerships, improved services and enhanced technology to support an online housing database that would significantly increase the dissemination of housing information.  She invited Council members to visit their center and observe their work.

Cathey Ector, Neighborhood Improvement Action Committee, indicated that group supports the proposed action plan submitted by the City of Raleigh Community Development Department.  She stated however they request that the funding for the paint program be reinstated in the proposed budget.  She stated it has proven to be a valuable assistance to low to moderate income homeowners in the redevelopment area, has helped numerous residents maintain the quality and appearance of their housing, investment, and the community.  She stated they understood that the funding was terminated due to the lack of administrative staff but they believe that the value of the service to homeowners and the City and Federal funding that have already been invested in those communities for attracting low to moderate income homeowners should be maintained.  Ms. Ector's statement pointed out the Neighborhood Improvement Action Committee consist of over 200 block captains living in Raleigh's redevelopment areas.  

The Wake County Housing Director talked about the City/County planning and talked about the need at the lower end of the economic scale.  He talked about joint projects that have both City and County loans and tax credits such as Leonard Chase.  He talked about the needs and further work that must be accomplished.  In response to questioning from Ms. Graw, he talked about the amount of money Wake County has in its proposed budget and the commitment on the part of the County Commissioner's to address this issue.

No one else asked to be heard thus the hearing was closed.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT - ANNUAL ACTION PLAN - PROPOSED AMENDMENTS - COMMENTS RECEIVED

A public hearing on a proposed amendment to the FY 2000-1 Annual Action Plan to allocate approximately $305,961 to program activities in the Downtown East and Jamaica Drive redevelopment area.  Activities will include acquisition, relocation and demolition of properties in these areas.  Both activities will encourage revitalization efforts in the area in accordance with the adopted redevelopment plan.

Public comments will also be received on amending the Citizen Participation Plan to conform to HUD consultation guidelines.  The Mayor opened the hearing no one asked to be heard thus the hearing was closed.

STC-1-01 - FLINT PLACE/UNNAMED ALLEY - HEARING - REFERRED TO COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

This was a hearing to consider the permanent closing of portions of Flint Place and an adjacent Unnamed Alley.  The hearing is pursuant to petition, resolution of intent, advertisement and notification as required by law.  The Mayor opened the hearing.

Planning Director Chapman pointed out the location of the streets in questioned.  The staff has reviewed the proposal and has made recommendations about facilities that would probably require easement dedication.  He indicated it is also recommended that cross access agreements be approved as well as pedestrian easement to provide access to the public and recommendations about recombination and actions that would be required by the adjacent property owners.

Bill Mullins, 3301 Landover indicated he is a member of the Board of the YMCA, stated it is his understanding that members of the YMCA have met with representatives of the neighborhood and have talked about granting the necessary utility easements and pedestrian right-of-way.  He stated he did not feel that the YMCA has any intention of blocking any access.  It is also his understanding that members of the Board have met with Melanie Iversen and have offered her position on the Board so that she will be informed and can keep the neighbors informed of any of the Y's plans.  He stated at the request of the Executive Director of the Y, he had attended the CAC and heard that there are a lot of concerns therefore he would suggest that this request be referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee to try to work out these concerns.

Melanie Iversen, 123 Ashe Avenue, indicated 25 years ago she lived in a house on Ashe Avenue and with many others, used this area as a connector to NCSU.  She still lives in the area and is raising her four children there and they are using this as a way to get to campus.  She asked that the petition be denied because the street/alleyway serves as an important vehicular connector, an important pedestrian path, has a role in the Pullen Park master plan, provides access for public safety and public service such as police, fire, and public utility vehicles and pointed out if it is closed the block face connectivity would be compromised.  It is a public street that the City owns and has maintained for many years and closing it would create a negative precedent.  Her statement also indicated it is a physical boundary as well as a policy boundary line delineating their special Residential-30 neighborhood from adjacent O&I areas.  She stated since this area has obtained the Special R-30 zoning, they have more than doubled the number of owner occupied homes, have worked with the City and the Parks Board developing the Pullen Park Master Plan and have actively worked with the City to extend the Hillsborough Streetscaping from Oberlin Road to the Morgan Street split.  She stated earlier City Councils took the wise action of approving the small area plan and the Special R-30 zoning which is providing the stability necessary for the revitalization of the neighborhood.  The plan is working.  They are restoring their neighborhood and would like the public right-of-way of their streets to remain and improve with the community.  She asked the Council to reaffirm its commitment to the neighborhood by denying the request.

John Farnum, 213 Park Avenue, asked that the petition to close the street be denied and that the Council ask the petitioners to work with community members such as Pullen Park, Theater in the Park, NCSU, Pullen Park neighborhood and the Hillsborough CAC to develop a firm proposal which addresses the very legitimate concerns set forth by Ms. Iversen and then resubmit the request to close Flint Place with the support of the community rather than community opposition.

Fran Roberts, Hillsborough CAC indicated that group took a vote which resulted in a 27-0 to oppose the street closing.  Approximately 25 people stood in support of the opposition to the street closing.

Sam Olsen, Cox Avenue indicated he heard Mr. Mullins say that the YMCA would let people walk through their parking lot or across their property.  He stated we could do better than that.  The Community has a number of design professionals who would be willing to work with the YMCA on this issue.

No one else asked to be heard thus the hearing was closed.  Brief discussion took place as to the action of Council and which Committee this issue should be addressed in.  By general consensus; the item was referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee.  Mr. Odom pointed out the policy boundary line in this area is very important.

ASSESSMENT ROLLS - VARIOUS LOCATIONS - HEARING - RESOLUTIONS ADOPTED

This was a hearing to consider adoption of a resolution confirming the charges for the local improvements as described below.

Street AR821 – Beaufort Street – According to charges outlined in Resolution 2001-915 adopted on 3/6/01.  No on asked to be heard.  

Sidewalk AR301 – Beaufort Street – According to charges outlined in Resolution 2001-920 adopted on 3/6/01.  No one asked to be heard.  Chief Engineer Sykes indicated staff had a lot of discussion about Lots 4 and 5 and research indicated that a fee in lieu of street improvements was made in September 1996.  The staff thought it was for street only but the staff determined late this afternoon that the fee in lieu of included the cost of sidewalks also.  Therefore, this assessment roll should be amended by deleting Lots 4 and 5 as an assessment in lieu of has been paid.  Mr. Shanahan moved approval of AR 821 and AR 301 as amended.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolutions 962 and 963.

Street AR822 – Beauty Avenue  - According to charges outlined in Resolution 2001-916 adopted on 3/6/01.  A resident questioned if she would be assessed for Merrywood improvements as well as Beauty.  It was pointed out she will be provided a corner lot exemption when the improvements are made on Merrywood.  Mr. Shanahan moved approval of the assessment roll as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 964.
