CITY COUNCIL MINUTES

The City Council of the City of Raleigh met in regular session on Tuesday, May 21, 2002, at 1:00 p.m. in the City Council Chamber, Raleigh Municipal Building, 222 West Hargett Street, Avery C. Upchurch Government Complex, Raleigh, North Carolina, with the following present.

Mayor Meeker called the meeting to order and invocation was rendered by Ralph Puccini, City Clerk’s office and the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Deputy Mayor Kirkman.  The following items were discussed with action taken as shown.

RECOGNITION OF SPECIAL AWARDS

PROCLAMATION – WALK OF HOPE DAY – PROCLAIMED

Mayor Meeker recognized Norman Ball who is a 59-year old grandfather who has undertaken a walking journey of 8,500 miles in an effort to raise awareness and to help rescue severely at risk children living in the streets, sewers and garbage dumps of major cities in the world.  Mayor Meeker read a proclamation proclaiming May 21 as the “Walk of Hope Day” in the City of Raleigh.  In accepting the proclamation, Mr. Ball told of his efforts to help save severely at risk children.  He told of the number of children who die untimely deaths each year.  He told of his walk and pointed out every day on this day he will remember the City of Raleigh.  He stated he and his efforts will be back to give back to the community.  He stated 50 percent of all of the funds they raise will be shared in local communities.

PROCLAMATION – POPPY WEEK IN THE CITY OF RALEIGH – PROCLAIMED

Mayor Meeker recognized “Little Miss Poppy” Jessica Nichole Clement and read a proclamation proclaiming May 24 through 30 as “Poppy Week” in the City of Raleigh.  Little Miss Poppy gave all Council members and staff a poppy.

RALEIGH GOOD GUYS – DEWBERRY DAVIS RECOGNIZED

Mayor Meeker explained the Raleigh Good Guys Program and recognized representatives of Dewberry Davis.  It was pointed out they have undertaken efforts to cleanout the east fork of a stream running from Morning Dove over to Six Forks Road.  They have been doing this for a couple of years.

BIRTHDAY – CITY MANAGER – CONGRATULATED

Mayor Meeker congratulated City Manager Allen who celebrated his 50th birthday on May 20.

COUNCIL MEMBER ODOM – COMMENTS RECEIVED

Mayor Meeker stated Council Member Odom would not be at the meeting as he is with his first granddaughter who was born on May 20th.  He congratulated the Odom family.

PERSONNEL – FINANCE DIRECTOR PERRY JAMES – COMMENDED

City Manager Allen pointed out Finance Director Perry James has been a CPA for 26 years.  Mr. James was recently recognized by the North Carolina Association of Certificated Public Accountants as the Outstanding Member in Government.  He stated Mr. James has been the Finance Director for the City of Raleigh for the past eight years and during that time the City of Raleigh was one of the first to achieve a Triple AAA bond rating from every bond rating company.  He pointed out the City Council just approved a two-thirds bond issue and the interest rate was approximately 4.65% which is at least ½ percent below the average.  He expressed appreciation to Mr. James for his work and pointed out he is happy Mr. James has been recognized by his piers and is happy Mr. James works for the City of Raleigh.

CONSENT AGENDA

CONSENT AGENDA – APPROVED AS PRESENTED

Mayor Meeker presented the Consent Agenda indicating all items are considered to be routine and may be enacted by one motion. If a Councillor requests discussion on an item, the item will be removed from the Consent Agenda and considered separately.  Mayor Meeker stated the vote on the Consent Agenda will be a roll call vote.  Mayor Meeker stated he had received a request from Mr. Kirkman to withdraw the request for a temporary street closing in connection with a Ray Price Harley Davidson event.  Without objection that item was withdrawn from the Consent Agenda.  Mr. Kirkman moved Administration’s recommendations on the items on the Consent Agenda be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  The items on the Consent Agenda were as follows.

FIRE DISTRICT – ORDINANCE TO AMEND – ADOPTED

North Carolina General Statutes require the City Council to establish and define a fire district.  It is requested that the City Council amend the fire district to remove property north of Hillsborough Street to the State Capital and north of Morgan Street from Salisbury Street east to Blount Street.

Recommendation:  Approval.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Kirkman/Cowell – 7 ayes (Odom absent).  See Ordinance 207.

ENCROACHMENT – TRAFFIC CIRCLE DUNN ROAD/FALLS RIVER AVENUE – APPROVED CONDITIONALLY

A request has been received from Brandywine, L.L.C. to encroach on City right-of-way for the purpose of installing a decorative water fountain, brick wall with sign, lighting and landscaping.  A report was included in the agenda packet.

Recommendation:  Approval of the encroachment subject to conditions outlined in Resolution 1996-153 and the following:

1. The encroachments are approved contingent upon final drawings being sealed and certified by a professional agency/engineer certifying adequate sight distance.

2. The Owner shall obtain a “Right-of-Way” permit from the Inspections Department prior to installation.

3. The Owner shall contact “NC One Call Center” 48 hours prior to excavation and shall remain 10’ from existing utilities.

4. The Owner/Homeowners Association shall maintain the landscaping and all other encroachments installed within the traffic circle right-of-way.

5. The encroachments shall meet the approval of the City of Raleigh Transportation Department for sight distance and maintained accordingly.

6. The City of Raleigh Urban Forester shall approve all plantings.

Upheld on Consent Agenda Kirkman/Cowell – 7 ayes (Odom absent).

BUDGET AMENDMENT – VARIOUS – ORDINANCE ADOPTED

The agenda presented the following recommended budget amendments:

Emergency Communications Center - $427,014.30 – to appropriate wireless 911 funds received from the State for the ECC 911 project for updates to the Computer Aided Dispatch (CAD) System.

Parks and Recreation - $66,000.00 – to increase revenues and expenditures accordingly to access revenue from prior years needed for supplies and services associated with hosting the PONY National Fast Pitch Tournament scheduled in July.  This is year two of a three-year event.

Police - $2,854.80 – to appropriate interest earned on US Department of Justice Block Grant for additional grant eligible expenditures.  Grantor requires interest to be posted on grant funds advanced and to be utilized for grant purposes.

The agenda outlined the revenue and expenditure accounts involved in the recommended budget amendments.

Recommendation:  Approval of the budget amendments as outlined.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Kirkman/Cowell – 7 ayes (Odom absent).  See Ordinance 208TF70.

TRANSFERS – WITHIN VARIOUS ACCOUNTS – ORDINANCE ADOPTED

The agenda presented recommended transfers in the departments of Central Engineering, Convention Center, Emergency Communications and Public Utilities.  The agenda outlined the reasons for the recommended transfers and the code accounts involved.

PW 2002-6 – PULLEN STINSON ROUNDABOUT PROJECT – BID AWARDED TO NARRON CONSTRUCTION COMPANY – BUDGET ACCOUNTS ADJUSTED

The City and North Carolina State University (NCSU) have agreed in principle to jointly fund the construction of a traffic roundabout at the intersection of Pullen Road and Stinson Drive.  A draft funding agreement with NCSU calls for its $180,000 share of the project cost to be paid in three equal installments due at the beginning, mid-point and end of the project.

The project includes construction of a new access drive to serve Pullen Park.  A $40,000 budget transfer is proposed to allow the park access drive to be constructed as a part of this project utilizing 2000 Park Bond funds as approved by City Council on Tuesday, February 5, 2002. 

Bids were received for constructing this project.  Narron Construction Company submitted the low bid in the amount of $336,337. Through value engineering and negotiation on bid quantities with the contractor, the contract amount has been reduced to $298,432.  The MWBE participation is (83.7%) of the total contract amount.

Recommendation:  Authorization for City Manager to approve funding agreement with NCSU.  Contingent upon the NCSU funding agreement being executed, approve the low bid of Narron Construction Company in the amount $298,432 and the following budget actions:

BID REQUEST–2001-21 STREET FLUSHER – BID AWARDED TO A. E. FINLEY & ASSOCIATES

Pursuant to advertisement as required by law bids were received and publicly opened by the Purchasing Department on April 30, 2002, for the purchase of one street flusher for street maintenance.  Council members received a full bid tabulation in their agenda packet.  A. E. Finley and Associates submitted the lowest bid at $82,055.

BID – CRABTREE CREEK IA SEWER PARALLEL PROJECT – BID AWARDED TO PARK CONSTRUCTION COMPANY

TRAFFIC – HARGETT STREET – ORDINANCE ADOPTED

It is recommended that a no stopping, no standing zone be established on the north side of Hargett Street between Dawson Street and McDowell Street.

This request has been reviewed by the Raleigh Police Department following their assessment regarding public safety. This zone would prohibit vehicles from being left unattended adjacent to the 222 W. Hargett building and the 110 S. McDowell building.

Upon Council approval we will erect appropriate signage and remove the safety traffic cones.

STREET CLOSING – SOUTH SAUNDERS STREET SERVICE ROAD/RAY PRICE HARLEY DAVIDSON, INC. – TO BE PLACED ON JUNE 4 AGENDA

Chris Haddock, representing Ray Price Harley Davidson, Inc., requests permission to hold a street closure on Thursday, June 13, 2002, from 8:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m. to facilitate a NC State Harley Group Rally.

Mr. Kirkman stated he withdrew this item from the Consent Agenda pointing events at this location has been a sore point for the neighborhoods and the businesses in the area.  The last event had some 2,000 participants and he received quite a number of calls from the neighbors and the businesses.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out one of the requirements or conditions of closing the street was that there would be no parking in the median and the applicant would agree to pay for any damages to landscaping, etc.  He stated he understands the show bikes were displayed in the median.  Mr. Kirkman stated he had expected that the Council would get a different type report from the Police Department pointing out he has talked to a couple of the high ranking officers who explained the problems they had.  He stated he doesn’t see any requirement for additional off-duty police officers or security.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out he has tried to tell all involved that they may need to look for another location for this type of event as there have been problems and it has caused traffic problems in the area.  He stated the group has been told if there were further problems the Council would deny the next request.  He stated he would just have to vote against it on general principles.

Mr. Shanahan moved approval of the request with the comments being sent to the event sponsors.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Isley.  Mr. West pointed out Mr. Kirkman had made some very valid points.  Mayor Meeker stated the item could be held and discussed further at the June 4 meeting when someone representing the event could be present.  Ms. Cowell made a substitute motion to place this item on the June 4 agenda as a special item and invite a representative of the group to come in and make comments.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE PLANNING COMMISSION

PLANNING COMMISSION CONSENT AGENDA – APPROVED AS AMENDED

Mayor Meeker presented the Planning Commission Consent Agenda indicating it would be handled in the same manner as the regular consent agenda.  He stated he had received a request from Ms. Cowell and Mr. West to withdraw SP-25-02 – Horse Nose Villa.  Without objection that item was withdrawn from the Planning Commission Consent Agenda.  Ms. Cowell moved the Planning Commission’s recommendation on the remaining items on the Consent Agenda be upheld.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Hunt and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  The items on the Planning Commission Consent Agenda were as follows.

REZONING Z-1-02 – GARNER ROAD – 60-DAY EXTENSION GRANTED

This request is to rezone approximately 1.58 acres, currently zoned Residential-10 (0.53 acre) and Shopping Center (1.05 acres).  The proposal is to rezone the property to Shopping Center (0.53 acre) and Residential-10 (1.05 acres).

CR-10396 from the Planning Commission recommends that approval of a 60-day time extension (July 16, 2002) to allow additional review by the Planning Commission.  Planning Commission’s recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Cowell/Hunt – 7 ayes (Odom absent).

REZONING Z-16-02 – CARPENTER POND ROAD APPROVED AND ETJ MAP TO BE AMENDED

This request is to rezone approximately 51.8 acres, currently zoned (Durham County) Rural District.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Rural Residential Conditional Use (13 acres) and Residential–6 Conditional Use (38.82 acres).
CR-10397 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved in accordance with conditions dated May 14, 2002, and that the Official ETJ map be amended to include these 51.8 acres.  Planning Commission’s recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Cowell/Hunt – 7 ayes (Odom absent).  See Ordinance 210ZC518.

SP-118-01 – ALEXANDER PLACE RETAIL CENTER – APPROVED WITH CONDITIONS

This is a request to approve a 433,315 square foot shopping center on a 47.36 acre site, zoned shopping center CUD (Z-57-00).  This shopping center site is part of the Glenwood Avenue – TW Alexander Master Plan and is therefore subject to conditions of Z-57-00 and MP-1-00, where applicable.  (The conditions of MP-1-00 are only applicable where they are more restrictive than the underlying SC-CUD zoning.)  2,018 parking spaces are proposed.  216,256 square feet are in a large anchor store, 169,200 square feet are proposed for three miscellaneous retail stores (56,200 square feet, 90,000 square feet, and 23,000 square feet), and 47,859 square feet are proposed for small-scale retail and restaurant uses fronting the pedestrian boulevard and Glenwood Avenue.

CR-10398 from the Planning Commission recommends that approval with conditions.  Planning Commission’s recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Cowell/Hunt – 7 ayes (Odom absent).

STREET NAME CHANGE-8-02 – COOSAWATCHIE WAY/KANAWHA COURT – PUBLIC HEARING AUTHORIZED

This request is to. This request is to approve a street name change from Coosawatchie Way to Kanawha Court, pursuant to Standard Procedure 900-9(D) regarding 100% property owner approval of non-duplicative street name.

CR-10400 from the Planning Commission recommends that the name Coosawatchie Way be changed to Kanawha Court.  That this item be forwarded to City Council for authorization of public hearing on June 4, 2002; and, that this name change be made effective June 28, 2002.  This request is to approve a street name change from Coosawatchie Way to Kanawha Court, pursuant to Standard Procedure 900-9(D) regarding 100% property owner approval of non-duplicative street name.  Planning Commission’s recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Cowell/Hunt – 7 ayes (Odom absent).  See Resolution 405.

END OF PLANNING COMMISSION CONSENT AGENDA

SP-25-02 – HORSE NOSE VILLA – REFERRED TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

This request is to construct a triplex on an existing lot of 13,069 square feet (0.3 acres) zoned Residential-10 with Historic Overlay District.  This is a preliminary site plan requiring review by the Planning Commission as defined in Raleigh City Code Section 10-2132.2(c)(1)h: “Multifamily dwelling developments and group housing developments which are located within a residential district, which are less than five (5) acres in area, and at least sixty-six (66) per cent of the “periphery” of the development, including public right-of-way, abuts existing residential building lots containing a single family detached dwelling or a structure which was originally constructed as a single family detached dwelling.”

CR-10399 from the Planning Commission recommends approval with conditions. No evidence was presented to the Planning Commission at its public hearing showing how the proposed site plan fails to conform to standards of approval contained in section 10-2132.2(d).  By using a joint driveway with adjoining property to the north, the site plan saves trees and no additional driveway connection to North Bloodworth is made.  The building has a similar orientation and setback as the surrounding lots.

Planning Commission Chairman Thompson pointed out this was unanimously approved by the Planning Commission as the development met all the requirements and procedures set forth by the City.  Ms. Cowell pointed out it sounds like there could have been some procedural issues as well as issues relating to development on the fringe of an established neighborhood.  She asked that the issue be referred to Comprehensive Planning Committee.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Hunt.  Planning Director Chapman explained the adjacent property owner did appeal and staff would review with the Committee the issues involved.  The motion as stated was put to a vote which passed unanimously (Odom absent).

REZONING Z-103-2000 – MILLBROOK ROAD – REQUEST FOR WAIVER OF WAITING PERIOD – APPROVED

This request is for a waiver of the 2-year waiting period to allow the property owner to file a rezoning petition prior to the November, 2002 public hearing.

CR-10401 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved.

Planning Commission Chairman Thompson pointed out there were some concerns about stormwater but the Planning Commission felt that those issues could be addressed when the case comes back through the process.  Planning Director Chapman explained the previous case was denied and the request is supported by the applicant providing new and improved conditions.  Ms. Cowell moved the Planning Commission’s recommendation be upheld.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman.  Mr. Kirkman stated he wanted to be sure that there are substantial changes on this request with Planning Director Chapman pointing out the Planning Commission felt there were substantial changes.  The motion as stated was put to a vote which passed unanimously (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REZONING Z-2-02 – GROVELAND AVENUE – REFERRED TO COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

This request is to rezone approximately 0.69 acre, currently zoned Residential-10.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Residential-6.

CR-10402 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be denied.

Planning Commission Chairman Thompson pointed out the Planning Commission voted 9-1 in favor of this denial.  He stated basically the Planning Commission objects to anyone trying to reduce the zoning on someone elses property.  The Planning Commission does not feel that is proper.  Mr. Kirkman stated he knows this property well and he would like for the Council to take a hard look; therefore, he would suggest that the item be referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee for review.  He stated there have been many problems with this property.  Mayor Meeker stated he is in favor of the proposal.  Discussion took place on the City’s process of allowing someone to request rezoning on another’s property.  City Attorney McCormick explained the process and pointed out from what the Planning Commission Chairman is saying that evidently the Planning Commission doesn’t agree with the philosophy of requesting rezoning on someone elses property.  Planning Director Chapman stated there are two additional cases on adjacent properties that will be before the Council at the July public hearing.  One would be a Residential-6 and the other a Residential-10.  The motion to refer the item to Comprehensive Planning was put to a vote and passed unanimously (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

CP-1-02 – CRABTREE SMALL AREA PLAN – REFERRED TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

This request is to approve the small area plan as amended by the Planning Commission.

CR-10403 from the Planning Commission recommends certain revisions to the draft plan as presented at the January, 2002 public hearing.  The draft, dated May 15, 2002, contains these revisions.
Planning Director Chapman explained this came about as a part of the strategic planning initiative to look at areas hosting large retail or retail amounts that exceed the guidelines.  He explained the process that was developed.  Mr. Shanahan moved the item be referred to Comprehensive Planning Committee.  He stated he feels the Council should take a further look at this issue pointing out we are at a strategic crossroads for Raleigh and talked about critiquing the Comprehensive Plan.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell and put to a vote which passed unanimously (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

SP-17-02 – ECKO INTERNATIONAL EXPANSION – DENIED

This request is to approve a 4,970 square foot addition to an existing 10,392 square foot retail store on a 1.77 acre site zoned Thoroughfare District.  The total retail space on site after this 48% expansion would be a combined 15,362 square feet. This site is within the Millbrook/Lynn Road City Focus Area and requires Planning Commission approval of additional retail space.  This site plan would have been approved administratively had it not been within this focus area.

CR-10404 from the Planning Commission recommends denial.

Planning Commission Chairman Thompson explained the location which is Millbrook City Focus area in which the amount of retail has been exceeded.  He stated for retail to be increased there have to be certain guidelines or criteria met and the Planning Commission did not feel it had been met in this particular situation; therefore, they recommended denial.  Planning Director Chapman spoke briefly about discussion at the Planning Commission.  Mayor Meeker moved the Planning Commission’s recommendation for denial be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell and put to a vote which passed unanimously (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE CITY MANAGER

INTEREST RATE SWAP AGREEMENT – VARIOUS ACTIONS TAKEN

After consultation with financial advisors to the City and with Local Government Commission staff, City Administration has determined that the City will achieve economic benefits from entering into an interest rate swap agreement.  The swap agreement to be negotiated with a qualified provider will have the effect of exchanging the fixed interest rates on certain of the City’s general obligation bond indebtedness for lower variable interest rates resulting in substantial savings for the City.  Because of the City’s current low level of variable rate debt, the City is in an excellent position to increase this exposure without exceeding recommended levels.

To proceed with the proposed swap agreement, it is necessary for the Council to adopt a resolution making certain findings and determinations, authorizing the City to enter into an interest rate swap agreement, authorizing the City to file an application with the Local Government Commission for the approval thereof, approving the selected finance team to effect the swap and authorizing City officials and staff to execute closing documents in connection with the swap agreement.

Recommendation:  Approval to proceed with the above actions.  City Manager Allen explained the proposal pointing out this has not been done in a lot.  He has done some in other jurisdictions and he feels it works well.  Mr. Kirkman moved approval.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 406.

MUNICIPAL REVENUE SOURCES – RESOLUTION – ADOPTED

Included in the agenda packet is a proposed resolution from the North Carolina League of Municipalities (NCLM) regarding legislation for the protection of local revenues.

Recommendation:  Adoption of the resolution.  Mayor Meeker moved approval.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman.  Mayor Meeker stated he feels this is one of our top priorities and we will be contacting local legislatures to see who would co-sponsor.  Mr. Kirkman stated he is scheduled to have breakfast with Representative Black and Senator Basnight and he would be happy to deliver the proposed resolution.  The motion as stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 402.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION

OF THE TRIANGLE TRANSIT AUTHORITY

TRIANGLE TRANSIT AUTHORITY – ANNUAL REPORT – RECEIVED

Don S. Carnell, Interim General Manager of the Triangle Transit Authority, presented a detailed history of the Triangle Transit Authority beginning with their organization in 1989.  He touched on the organization which is run by a board of trustees, programs, how they are funded, the bus service which includes some 100,000 annual hours, 16 routes or limited express routes, 50 peak buses with 15 minute headways and 3,300 projected daily riders.  He talked about vanpooling and ridesharing, the number of transportation demands specialists and how they are paid for.  He touched on the three phases of the Regional Transit Plan explaining Phase 1 construction from 9th Street in Durham through to the Government Center in Raleigh.  He talked about the number of stations in Phase 1 and their locations.  Mr. Carnell went over the implementation schedule including right-of-way, station location and acquisition.  In response to questioning from Mr. Shanahan, Mr. Carnell talked about the source of funds which is 50 percent Federal, 25 percent TTA and 25 percent State.  He explained TTA has developed a capital and operating plan and they see sufficient funds to cover the plan.  Mr. Shanahan questioned what would happen if there is a shortfall that is would the City be responsible with Mr. Carnell indicating that is not a possibility.  He explained the source of funding is the $5 rental fee, $5 ad valorem tax fee, Federal funding from 5307 and 5309.  He pointed out the phasing of the construction is somewhat limited based on TTA being able to show that they have funds to do what is proposed.  Mr. Shanahan questioned if one of the cities wanted out of the TTA if that would leave the others holding the bag with Mr. Carnell pointing out TTA is a creature of the State and he thinks it would take a State action in order for one of the entities to pull out of the proposal.

Ms. Cowelll stated she would be interested in the return on investment for the Triangle Transit Authority as compared to other forms of transportation.  Mr. Shanahan expressed concern that TTA is spending millions of dollars to develop a system that will serve at best 1 percent of the population.  He is concerned about benefits versus impact let alone cost.  He pointed out the City Council continues to support the TTA’s efforts even giving TTA authority to condemn land.  He stated we are looking at a system that will dramatically change the character of Raleigh and we are looking at a budget that is some $20 million short and the whole philosophy just concerns him and questioned what will happen if there is a worse economic downturn and a shortfall and the City has to pay.

Mr. Carnell talked about the Phase II projects, long-term projects, etc.  Mr. Shanahan stated he sees the TTA buses every morning and sees only a few people on the bus.  He stated for the Capital Area Transit buses it is the same thing with exception of a few routes.  He questioned if anybody had looked at combining these two systems and asked whether any consideration had ever been given for TTA taking over the CAT System.  He pointed out it may be good to look at something of that nature pointing out he does not know what the fare box return is for the CAT system nor TTA but it maybe a good time to look at that and he would like to see the numbers side by side.  Ms. Cowell suggested taking a look at all of the bus systems the CAT, TTA and Wolfline to see if they could work together.  Mr. West questioned the percentage of ridership that uses the system as he would like to compare it with what he saw in Ottawa.  Mr. Carnell talked about the Ottawa system being a demonstration project to illustrate to the people the technology that is available.  He explained the Ottawa system doesn’t penetrate any high density markets.  They were looking at it as a means of getting something on the ground.  He talked about the numbers of ridership in Ottawa.  Mr. Isley talked about the ridership in Ottawa which is 1 in 4 people but in the Raleigh area it is 2 percent of the population at the best.  He talked about the dedicated base lanes and the cost of those.

Discussion followed about who pays for the system and who is riding the system and what would happen if there is a shortfall of funds.  Mr. Shanahan spoke about changes in the proposal, how North Raleigh is included and the funding mechanism and schedule.  The number of riders as compared to cost was talked about.  Ms. Cowell stated she wanted information on return on investment not necessarily cost.

Carter Worthy pointed out since 1995 when the Raleigh City Council became involved in the TTA a North Raleigh Station has been included.  She pointed out the North Raleigh station is still in Phase I.

The possibility of having a work session to look at all of the issues and questions brought up was discussed briefly with Mayor Meeker stating at some time after budget deliberations the item could possibly be considered in a work session.  It would be brought up at that time.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION

OF THE CIAA STEERING COMMITTEE

CIAA TOURNAMENT – COMMENTS RECEIVED

Former Mayor Paul Coble, Co-chair of the CIAA and Dr. Prezell Robinson were at the meeting to give a report on the activities of the CIAA over the past three years.  Mr. Coble pointed out the tournament broke every record it had ever set in its previous sites.  He pointed out the success of the tournament was a huge boom to the arena, the tournament and the area in general.  He talked about the number of alumni in the area.  Mr. Coble presented the video that was used to try to land the tournament at the Entertainment and Sports Arena for the next three years pointing out they were successful in that effort.  He expressed appreciation to the funding committed by the City and matched by the County in the past and the commitment for the future.  Mr. Coble went over the estimated revenue generated by the tournament starting with year 2000 in which there was an estimated $7,783,307 which would bring a tax revenue of some $562,292; 2001 - $8,825,315 – tax revenue of $641,377; 2002 - $9,755,016 with a tax revenue of $770,120.  He pointed out the money put up by the City and County over the three year period produced a $1.6 million return on the investment.  He stated the money the City and County commits goes to scholarships at the University.  The money f or the parties, advertising, etc., is raised privately.  Mr. Coble pointed out at the championship game this year there was 19,000 attendees and expressed appreciation to all involved in getting the tournament in place and keeping it in the area.  He stated it is a very good deal for the City of Raleigh and the County as well as the tournament and talked about the private fundraising.

Dr. Prezell Robertson expressed appreciation to the Mayor and the City Council for the support given to the tournament over the years.  He stated he had attended some 50 tournaments and the ones that were held in Raleigh have been the best he has ever observed in the 50 years.  He pointed out that says something about Raleigh and its leadership.  He pointed out the tournament will be in the ESA for 2003/2005 and everyone is very pleased.  He expressed appreciation for all involved pointing out four of the colleges are in the Raleigh/Durham and Fayetteville with the fourth being in Fayetteville.  He stated of the three institutions in the Raleigh area there are between 7,000 and 8,000 students.  He expressed appreciation to the City of Raleigh who took the leadership role and to Mr. Coble who had served as a co-chair for the last two years and had agreed to continue the service this year.  He expressed appreciation to the City of Raleigh for the efforts of Assistant City Manager Lawrence Wray pointing out he did an outstanding job.  Dr. Robinson pointed out there was an 88 percent increase in attendance compared to attendance in Winston-Salem and gave the attendance records for each of the three years in Raleigh ending in 2002 at which he stated there were 80,446 people.  He expressed appreciation to the Greater Raleigh Convention and Visitors Bureau and again expressed appreciation to the Mayor and the City Council of the City of Raleigh.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION

OF THE CONVENTION CENTER COMMISSION

BTI CENTER – ART PURCHASE – APPROVED

Gilliam Nicholson, Convention Center Commission and Kathleen Reider, Arts Commission, were at the meeting and presented art work by Chandra Cox which the two Commissions unanimously recommend purchasing for hanging in the BTI Center.  Ms. Reider gave Ms. Cox’s background and briefly explained the art work.  Mayor Meeker moved approval of the purchase of the art work as recommended.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

BTI CENTER – NAMING OF MEYMANDI DONOR ROOM – TO BE PLACED ON JUNE 4, 2002 AGENDA AS A SPECIAL ITEM

Convention and Performing Arts Center Commission Chairperson Nicholson pointed out Council members received information in their agenda packet relative to the naming of the Meymandi Donor Room and arrangements relative to fund raising and naming of interior rooms.  The information requests that the City Council approve the name of the Meymandi Concert Hall Donor Room as the Martin Suite, permit the appropriate lettering for signage and installation of a 16 by 22 commemorative plaque.  Mayor Meeker moved approval.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan.

Mr. Kirkman pointed out naming of the facilities has come up recently and he wants to make sure that we are going through the correct process.  City Attorney McCormick indicated this is a little different process than the City used in naming the actual building and theaters.  He stated he was not aware that the City had an arrangement with the North Carolina Symphony about naming of the internal areas of the concert halls.  Mr. Kirkman suggested that the item be placed on the June 4, 2002 agenda and allow the City Attorney to check on the procedures.  Without objection, it was agreed to follow that course of action.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE HUMAN RESOURCES AND HUMAN RELATIONS ADVISORY COMMISSION

HUMAN RESOURCES AND HUMAN RELATIONS ADVISORY COMMISSION – ANNUAL REPORT – INFORMATION RECEIVED

Eugene Weeks, Human Resources and Human Relations Advisory Committee, presented the annual report outlining the work of the Commission.  He talked about the recent banquet in which awards were presented in three categories: organization, citizen and youth.  He explained the award winners and touched on the highlights of their activities.  He told of their annual retreat pointing out he is the chairperson elect.  At the retreat they discussed their goals and objectives for the upcoming year and they look forward to the continued support and will be making recommendations back to the Council at the appropriate time.

Ms. Cowell expressed appreciation for the work of the group.  The comments were received.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE RALEIGH TRANSIT AUTHORITY

RALEIGH TRANSIT AUTHORITY – REQUEST FOR ALTERNATE MEMBERS – REFERRED TO THE CITY ATTORNEY FOR REPORT

Council members received in their agenda packet a report which indicates the May 10, 2002 meeting the Raleigh Transit Authority voted to request the City Council to amend the City Code to allow the appointment of two alternate members.  Mayor Meeker stated he understands the biggest reason for this recommendation is to give perspective Authority members an opportunity to gain education and experience prior to becoming full members.  Transit Authority Chairperson Tart explained attendance and problems in getting a quorum does cause some problems but the main objective is to give the experience.  She stated it is a very complex Authority and there is a lot to learn.

Brief discussion took place with the City Attorney pointing out he would like an opportunity to look at the request and the enabling authorities and make a recommendation back to the City Council.  Mr. Kirkman stated he thought there is some real merit to the request pointing out he would be inclined to support the request as it does provide an opportunity similar to the Board of Adjustment.  Ms. Tart pointed out she thinks the suggestion to have a work session on transit relative to the TTA and transit in general would be a good idea and the Transit Authority would be willing to help in any way.  After brief discussion on the merits of having alternate members by general consensus it was agreed to refer the item to the City Attorney for report back to Council.

REQUEST AND PETITIONS OF CITIZENS

DEVELOPMENT – LARGE SCALE IN RESIDENTIAL AND WATERSHED AREAS – REFERRED TO COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

Kimberly Calhoun, North Raleigh Coalition, stated that group has concern about the current zoning rules and regulations and are requesting the Council to change and upgrade the zoning rules and laws to better define the criteria, standards, density and size of development to ensure the preservation of the watershed and neighborhoods.  She explained a red flag was raised recently over a development being proposed for Baileywick Road pointing out the area is in the secondary watershed.  She stated after investigating this issue the group feels that the Council should take steps to define the criteria of scale of development not just in the watershed but in residential areas in general.  We need to upgrade the laws to make it more effective for today’s needs.  She stated in this particular situation it is a church.  It is what is now defined as a mega church.  She presented a prepared statement which explains the current situation.  She talked about CP-4-99 which speaks to the Falls Lake Watershed plan and the Secondary Watershed Protection Area policies.  She talked about the existing laws and pointed out the current project proposes to remove what is currently an 82 percent tree canopy leaving a 27 percent tree canopy and replacing this with only 300 trees.  Once the tree cover is gone it cannot be replaced.  She talked about the damage this can do to our environment as well as what all of the asphalt coverage would do to the area.  She stated they are asking the City to upgrade the laws and rules to make them in effect for today not tomorrow; upgrade the law defining the scale and criteria of development for residential zoning; better define scale and criteria of development in the watershed and upgrade the law to meet those standards; redefine churches based on scale and their needs for development; define better criteria and standards for the watershed and in neighborhoods and existing development areas, confirming that it meets a like of appearance of the area and preserves the environment; define areas for larger facilities to be developed in that currently have the road improvements to meet their current needs, not permit development that requires better roads and improvement of roads before the roads are improved; enforce road improvements before any major development and not allow development that will increase traffic in the watershed zone at a high capacity.  She stated they just feel it is better to prevent fires than always trying to put them out.

Keith Wielder, North Raleigh Coalition, 10320 Baileywick Road, pointed out he went to the first meeting about this proposed plan with an open mind, but over the last five weeks he has learned a lot.  He stated the group is before the Committee to request that the Council look hard at this issue before moving forward on SP-28-02.  He stated they are asking the Council to take steps to prevent large commercial scale development in any watershed under Raleigh’s jurisdiction or in any residential neighborhood.

Mr. Wielder presented a prepared statement which talked about watershed changes such as limiting impervious surface to 12% maximum, require capture of a 100-year storm if the current percentages are still allowed, not accepting any locally unproven engineering technique to meet the requirements and establishing criteria to quantify the intent of commercial scale development like mega churches which are currently allowed in residential areas.  He talked about revising the parking requirements to require 100 percent of the actual parking requirements to be met on site.  He stated in the particular case that brought this to light there will be some 1,600 parking spaces originally and that is similar to what is currently at North Hills Shopping Center.  He stated this is a residential area and it will have a dramatic negative impact on the area.

Mr. Wilder pointed out we are talking about a residential area and they are asking for protection.  He pointed out they do not have the ability to rezone their property commercial.  He talked about the number of churches within a 1 mile area of the proposed church and potential traffic problems.  He questioned how big an area this mega church will impact pointing out it is a 72-acre site.  Once the initial phase is approved the doors will open and the impact will start.  He stated it is a great location but an inappropriate location as it is in the watershed.

Discussion took place as to what to do with the larger facilities and how these large facilities are treated generally in the City and how they should be treated in the watershed.  Mr. Hunt stated it is his understanding that this particular project has complied with every letter of the law and the impervious surface is below what is required.  They are addressing tree preservation, etc.  Mayor Meeker pointed out it is not this particular site but overall how to deal with this type facility.  The item was referred to Comprehensive Planning Committee.

SUBDIVISION S-27-02 – UMSTEAD PARK – REFERRED TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

Mark Mintz, Umstead Coalition, pointed out S-27-02 is a subdivision that will allow up to 420 condominium units next to Umstead Park.  He stated the Umstead Coalition thinks the proposed subdivision is violation of the agreement between the City of Raleigh, Wake County and the State of North Carolina signed in the mid 80’s to protect Umstead State Park from high density adjacent development.  He asked that this issue be referred to Comprehensive Planning and that the Council stop the current administrative review of this project.  Brief discussion took place on the process and the status of the development after which Mayor Meeker moved that the item be referred to Comprehensive Planning Committee and that final administrative approval not be given until the Comprehensive Planning Committee deals with the issue.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Hunt.  Mr. Kirkman stated he feels the real issue is the intent of the original agreement and talked about the Council’s empowerment to interpret the intent of the agreement with City Attorney McCormick pointing out if there is ambiguity in the agreement there are ways to try to determine the original intent.  The motion as stated was put to a vote which passed unanimously (Odom absent).

CLAIM – PERSONAL INJURY – REFERRED TO LAW AND PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE

Ellen Pleasant presented the Council a packet of information concerning a personal injury she received and the City’s denial of her claim.  She explained she was represented by an attorney but after limited conversations with him and representatives of the City of Raleigh she chose to represent herself.  She explained she fell at the corner of Morgan and Salisbury Streets on June 15, 1999.  She explained the accident in detail and what had occurred to this point including her conversations with the City Attorney and the City’s adjusters.  She stated she just does not know where to go at this point as she feels the claim should be paid.  Mayor Meeker suggested the item be referred to Law and Public Safety Committee.

FOXCROFT COMMUNITY – ADJACENT NEIGHBORING SUBDIVISION – REFERRED TO COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

Brenda Coleman, Foxcroft Community, explained development on a subdivision neighboring the Foxcroft community.  She explained clear cutting that has occurred and the proposed extension of Skycrest Boulevard and development that is occurring and the feeling that a buffer that was promised to the Foxcroft community has or is being destroyed.  She pointed out time is of the essence and explained efforts the community has been making to find out what is occurring to resolve the issue and make sure the buffer remains intact.  She talked about the Comprehensive Plan, transitional areas and pointed out in her feelings somewhere, somehow some mistakes have been made and the buffer will be destroyed.  She pointed out the developer is moving ahead but the doesn’t have his final building permits so she feels she would request the Council to stop the issuance of the building permits until this issue can be resolved.  She asked the Council to stop construction of the subdivision until the full engineering and investigation into a possible solution.  She stated they have 92 signatures supporting her request to stop the construction while this investigation occurs.  Approximately 25 people stood in support of Ms. Coleman’s remarks.

Discussion took place as to the status of the building permits with the City Attorney pointing out he understands some building permits have been issued.  He stated from what he knows about the situation there must have been a private agreement.  Ms. Coleman stated they have been told by Attorney Clyde Holt that there was an agreement for the buffer; however, they are investigating trying to find the agreements.  After brief discussion, Mayor Meeker suggested the item be referred to Comprehensive Planning Committee and that no additional permits be issued until the issue is resolved.  His motion as seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

VEHICLES FOR HIRE – PORTABLE UNITS – NO ACTION TAKEN

Jim Babson was at the meeting to request permission to sell more than six handheld portable units to a taxi company and not be required to permanently install the radio units in a vehicle.  City Attorney McCormick pointed out he had briefly investigated this and he does not know why Mr. Babson is at the meeting as there is no requirement for permanent installation of the radios.  After brief discussion it was agreed that the item would be referred to the City Attorney to help resolve the issue.

PUBLIC NUISANCE – 4724 HIDDENBROOK DRIVE – REMOVED FROM THE AGENDA

Donald K. Prillman, Jr. and Susan L. Prillman would like to appeal the findings of the Inspections Department concerning the Public Nuisance located at 4724 Hiddenbrook Drive.  Inspections Director Ellis pointed out the issue has been resolved; therefore, the item could be removed from the agenda with no further action.  Without objection the item was removed.

MATTERS SCHEDULED FOR PUBLIC HEARING

UNFIT BUILDING DEMOLITION – VARIOUS LOCATIONS – HEARING – ORDINANCE ADOPTED

This was a hearing to consider the adoption of an Ordinance authorizing the demolition of the unfit buildings as listed below and pursuant to the provisions of Section 10-6131 of the Housing Code of the City of Raleigh.  The Mayor opened and closed the hearing on each case.

204 Maple Street – Cecil N. Coble, Heirs – 192 days.  No one asked to be heard.  Mr. Hunt moved adoption of the appropriate ordinance.  His motion was seconded by Mr. West and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

830 Coleman Street – Lawrence Williams, Heirs – 152 days.  No one asked to be heard.  Mr. Hunt moved adoption of the appropriate ordinance.  His motion was seconded by Mr. West and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

Mr. Kirkman moved adoption of a resolution confirming the charges as outlined with the exception of 1439 Garner Road and 202 Linden Avenue which have been removed.  His motion was seconded by Mr. West and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  See Resolution 407.

PU-2002-4 – WEATHERGREEN ROAD – HEARING – RESOLUTION DIRECTING PROJECT ADOPTED

This was a hearing to consider the installation of approximately 420 feet of 8-inch sewer main from the existing 8-inch main off Weather Green Road south to Friendly Builders, Inc., property on Falls of Neuse Road.  Assessments will apply on a front footage/acreage basis (PU 2002-4).

The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard; thus the hearing was closed.  Mayor Meeker moved adoption of a resolution directing the project as advertised.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 408.

EASEMENT EXCHANGE – VASBINDER SUBDIVISION – HEARING – RESOLUTION ADOPTED

This was a hearing to consider a request from Mark D. Vasbinder to exchange a 20-foot wide sanitary sewer easement in the Vasbinder Subdivision according to plans drawn by Bass, Nixon and Kennedy.  The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. Kirkman moved adoption of a resolution authorizing the exchange as advertised.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 409.

HISTORIC LANDMARK – 2121 LAKE WHEELER ROAD – HEARING – ORDINANCE ADOPTED

This was a hearing to consider the designation of Dr. E. N. Lawrence, 2121 Lake Wheeler Road as an historic landmark.  Ellen Turco explained the proposal.  The Mayor opened the hearing.  Rufus Edmisten explained he has lived in this home since 1979.  He talked about his experiences in living in the house, his gardening efforts and his delight if the house is designated a historic landmark.  No one else asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mayor Meeker moved adoption of an ordinance designating 2121 Lake Wheeler Road a historic landmark.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 212.

STREET NAME CHANGE-7-02 – MIDWOOD DRIVE/BROOKVALLEY DRIVE – HEARING – RESOLUTION ADOPTED

This was a hearing to consider changing the name of Midwood Drive to Brookvalley Drive.  The hearing is pursuant to petition, resolution of intent, advertisement and notification as required by law.  The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. Kirkman moved adoption of a resolution authorizing the name change as advertised.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  See Resolution 410.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION

OF THE BUDGET AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE

STREET TREE PROGRAM EXPANSION – VARIOUS ACTIONS TAKEN

Mayor Meeker reported the Budget and Economic Committee recommends that the report entitled the “Raleigh Street Tree Program – Recommended Program Options” be accepted adopting a first year goal of 2000 new trees as funding permits; that Administration review #5.1-Short Term (next 12 years) check-off options #1-7 with the Street Tree Committee; that the Street Tree Committee remain intact for the next 4-6 months to provide assistance to City Administration in the development of the Raleigh Street Tree Program; and, that a radio campaign be pursued (report included in agenda packet).  On behalf of the Committee, Mayor Meeker moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman.  Mr. Kirkman stated there was an on-going budget item of some $10,000 and there was a State match.  He questioned if that is an on-going item and this would be an addition to the on-going budget appropriation.  Mayor Meeker pointed out this would be supplemental to what is in the proposed budget.  The motion as stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

POE CENTER FOR HEALTH EDUCATION – LAND ACQUISITION – APPROVED

Mayor Meeker reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee recommends approval of the purchase of a one-acre parcel from the Poe Center for $300,000 from bond funds for land acquisition to be paid over a 3-year period in equal $100,000 payments per year to develop a learning playground as part of the Alice Aycock Poe Center for Health Education.  On behalf of the Committee, Mayor Meeker moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 208TF70.

POLLOCK PARK PLACE – COMMITMENT OF FUNDS – SUPPORTED; CRITERIA OR POLICY – REFERRED TO PARKS, RECREATION AND GREENWAY ADVISORY BOARD

Mayor Meeker reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee recommends that the Council support the commitment of $25,000 currently in the CIP for the development of a neighborhood park in the Pollock Park area bounded by Meredith College, Dix Campus and Wade Avenue.  On behalf of the Committee, Mayor Meeker moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman.

Ms. Cowell stated she would like to see criteria developed to deal with this type issue that is if people in an area come forth with private funding how the City would support that effort.  She suggested that development of a standard or a policy for this type issue be referred to Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board.  Mayor Meeker suggested moving forward with this issue and then refer the policy to the Advisory Board.  Discussion took place as to whether this is a match for the private community fundraising, whether the Council should move forward with approving this recommendation prior to developing a policy.  Ms. Cowell stated she would like to see the Council adopt a policy before moving forward.  She stated she did not want to get into in to a situation where if a neighborhood raises some private funds the City would automatically match it or move the park in that area up.  She stated she does not want the City to get in a situation where the more affluent neighborhoods could get development of the park in their area moved forward and the less affluent neighborhoods would left behind.  Mr. West talked about fundraising efforts for a park on Bragg Street.  He stated he knows there are many situations out there like that and he feels it would be good to develop a policy.  After brief discussion the motion to approve the Committee’s recommendation was put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Ms. Cowell who voted in the negative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

Mayor Meeker stated without objection he would refer to Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board the issue for developing criteria or a policy on how to deal with situations when a neighborhood raises private funds and asks for a City match or support.

CAPITAL AREA PRESERVATION – SALE OF CITY PROPERTY – APPROVED

Mayor Meeker reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee recommends that Council authorize the sale of the existing building at 420 South Bloodworth Street to Capital Area Preservation for $1.00 after a 30-day due diligence period from the date of Council approval; the sale of the parcel at 416 Morson Street to Capital Area Preservation for $33,072 for cash on closing; provide any additional required off-street parking spaces that cannot be provided on-site, on City-owned property rent free until the City needs the land for redevelopment; and, that the City grant a 10-foot buffer easement on the City-owned property immediately to the south of 416 Morson Street for the project if necessary.  On behalf of the Committee, Mayor Meeker moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

ASSESSMENT – 0 CAPITAL BOULEVARD – PROPERTY ACCEPTED

Mayor Meeker reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee recommends that the Council accept the parcel at 0 Capital Boulevard as payment for an assessment placed against the property with the understanding the use of the property is potential future right-of-way.  On behalf of the Committee, Mayor Meeker moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION

OF THE LAW AND PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE

STATE WITHHELD REVENUES – CITY RESPONSE – REFERRED TO THE CITY ATTORNEY
Chairperson Shanahan reported the Law and Public Safety Committee recommends that the City Attorney research and prepare information that may be used should the Council decide to pursue legal recovery of revenue currently being held by the State.  This information should include law firms that are prepared to handle such action, the cost involved and any terms and conditions that may be included.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Shanahan moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

LAW ENFORCEMENT – ETJ AREAS – REFERRED TO THE CITY ATTORNEY TO DRAFT BILL

Chairperson Shanahan reported the Law and Public Safety Committee recommends that the City Attorney prepare a bill for legislative review that would extend law enforcement authority into our ETJ area by two miles.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Shanahan moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Hunt.  Mr. Shanahan pointed out the main reason for this relates to the City’s growing role in the airport area.  He stated the City of Raleigh police doesn’t have jurisdiction in part of the terminal and the Police Chief had made this recommendation and the City Attorney felt it is appropriate.  The motion as stated was put to a vote and passed unanimously (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

LEGISLATIVE AGENDA – INFORMATION RECEIVED

Chairperson Shanahan reported the Law and Public Safety Committee recommends the following as it relates to our proposed legislative agenda:

a) Tree Conservation – that the City seek enabling legislative authority to amend the Charter of the City of Raleigh as it relates to regulation and prohibition of tree removal and replacement.  Council members received a proposed ordinance in their agenda packet;

b) Fair Housing and Stormwater Utility – no action required;

c) Clean Smokestacks – no action required as this has been addressed by a state-wide effort;

d) Local Funds – the City Attorney is being asked to explore possibilities;

e) Highway Trust Funds Study Committee – held in Committee.

On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Shanahan moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker.  Mayor Meeker stated he understands no action is required that relates to clean smokestacks but the City will support the state-wide effort with Mr. Shanahan pointing out that is correct.  By general consensus the Committee’s report was approved.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE

TRAFFIC – NORTH HAVEN – ADMINISTRATION TO CONTACT NCDOT; ITEM RETAINED IN COMMITTEE

Chairperson Kirkman reported the Public Works Committee recommends that the Administration request that the North Carolina Department of Transportation review the possibility of the removal of the leading green left turn signal at the intersection of Six Forks Road and Westbrook Drive.  This item will remain in Committee.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Kirkman moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Hunt.  Mr. Kirkman briefly explained the discussion that took place in Committee.  The motion as stated was put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion in the affirmative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

UTILITY CONNECTION – 10924 LEESVILLE ROAD – DENIED

Chairperson Kirkman reported the Committee recommended that this item be reported out of Committee without a recommendation and for the Council to receive a report analyzing the request to allow a convenience store at 10924 Leesville Road to connect to an existing water line.

Planning Director Chapman explained this is the location of an existing service station in the County’s jurisdiction.  It was approved by the County in 1998 and was built without public water and sewer.  Since that time a water line was installed to serve the area in the City’s jurisdiction.  He explained there are several ways to approach extending utilities in the area.  He pointed out the first would be to extend the planning jurisdiction which would be the best solution.  He stated, however, the County would have to grant that right and it is the City and the County’s policy not to extend the jurisdiction in this area.  The second alternative would be to annex the property without the extending the jurisdiction.  He stated if the City does that the City would have to place zoning on the property.  The property is already developed in a way that the City would not permit so the use would become a nonconforming use.  He stated the third alternative would be to extend water to the service station as an emergency measure.  In order to do that the City Council has to make a finding that the existing station is a threat to the public safety and welfare.  The City does have a policy by which to extend utilities into the County’s jurisdiction under an emergency situation but the City would have to seek concurrence from the County and to make a finding that it is done so because of a threat of public health and safety.  There is a series of findings that the Council would have to make.  Planning Director Chapman explained the Public Utilities Department and Planning Department recommends that the Council not consider this extension.

Mr. Kirkman pointed out there seems to be an opportunity for the service station to get water by digging a deeper well and they could also look at an off-site well pointing out here we have a use in the watershed that would not be allowed by the City and if it becomes a nonconforming use it could not be expanded.  He stated he feels the property owner does have some options that could be pursued.  Mr. Hunt stated from a practical point of view, the water line is already there.  There is an emergency the station is having problems with its well.  He pointed out if the station is allowed to hook onto the City’s water the City would get double revenue as the user would be outside the City.  He stated to couch it in those terms he does not see a problem with allowing the tap.  In response to questioning, City Attorney McCormick explained the policy of emergency extensions was put in place to address some low pressure systems that were leaking.  Mr. Kirkman moved that the Council deny the request for connection.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and a put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Shanahan and Mr. Hunt who voted in the negative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

SIDEWALK IMPROVEMENTS – 2000 BLOCK MILBURNIE ROAD – RESOLUTION OF INTENT ADOPTED

Chairperson Kirkman reported the Public Works Committee recommends that Council adopt a Resolution of Intent to authorize a public hearing for the June 18, 2002 City Council meeting for the installation of a sidewalk on the south side of the 2000 block of Milburnie Road.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Kirkman moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 411.

CISTERN SYSTEM – MILLBROOK ELEMENTARY SCHOOL – APPROVED ADMINISTRATION TO LOOK AT OPTIONS RELATING TO CROSS CONNECTION AND SEWAGE BILLING ISSUES

Chairperson Kirkman reported the Public Works Committee recommends approval of the request for a rainwater collection cistern at Millbrook Elementary School, and for the Administration to look at options to address both the cross connection and sewage billing issues.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Kirkman moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker.  Mr. Kirkman spoke briefly to comments made at the Public Works Committee.  The motion as stated was put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REPORT OF MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS

SOLID WASTE – MAYOR’S PROPOSAL – NO ACTION TAKEN

Mr. Shanahan pointed out he was not at the last work session but he understands there was discussions and directions of staff to look into a tiered system of billing Raleigh’s citizens for solid waste collection based on the amount of waste and income.  He stated that raises a lot of questions for him and he has received a number of calls relative to older people who live in a large home who generate very little waste having to pay more for their solid waste collection.  Mayor Meeker stated he simply asked Administration to take a preliminary review of the possibility of instituting a tiered system based on income.  Mr. Shanahan stated it looked to him as it would be almost impossible to have a tiered payment system based on income.  In response to questioning, City Manager Allen pointed out developing a system based on income would cause enormous work developing data basis, etc.  He stated he has never heard of that type system.  He stated there are some pay as you throw systems that are workable.

Mr. Shanahan moved that the Council table discussions on any tiered payment schedule at this time.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell.  Mr. Shanahan stated he does not want staff spending a lot of time at this point as the Council is trying to develop the budget.  He stated after adoption of the budget if there is interest in reviewing our system and charges, he would have no problem but we are in a very difficult situation now trying to get a balanced budget passed.  Ms. Cowell pointed out the news article mixed the two proposals economic tiering and volume tiering.  She stated she is fine with tabling the discussions until sometime later.  Mayor Meeker indicated to just say no the City is not going to spend any time looking at alternatives he feels is wrong.  Mr. West stated he is not sure a tiered payment is the solution but he does feel we need to look at the options as we do need revenue.  He stated he also has big concerns about balancing the budget on the backs of those who cannot afford to pay.  Mr. Shanahan stated we do need to avoid taxes that are regressive and there may not be problems with charging fees based on usage and he would not mind looking at that but he feels it should be tabled until after budget discussions.  Mayor Meeker stated it is important that questions about the budget be asked and answered.  Mr. Kirkman stated he does not want to over extend staff but he knows that staff is looking at different options as it relates to solid waste collection.  He stated the larger issue of some type tiering system may be appropriate for discussion at a later time.  Mr. Shanahan pointed out the Council is approaching some very complicated weeks and he does not feel we should bring in issues like this at this point.  He stated he feels it should be set aside and the Council focus on other issues.  The motion to table the request for information on tiered solid waste fees was put to a vote with results as follows:  Ayes-4 (Shanahan, Kirkman, Isley, Hunt); Noes-3 (West, Meeker and Cowell) (Odom absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion defeated.

RALEIGH PROFESSIONAL FIREFIGHTERS ASSOCIATION – LETTER CONCERNING BUDGET – REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION

Mr. Shanahan pointed out Council members had received a letter from the Raleigh Professional Firefighters Association and read from that letter.  Mayor Meeker pointed out the letter was received by Council and was briefly discussed at the last budget work session and referred to Administration for comment.  Mr. Shanahan pointed out there are concerns about the purchase and acquisition of specific or special equipment.  He stated he feels we need to look at what is going on in the Fire Department and pointed out the Council has not given the Fire Department the time and attention that it has to the Police Department.  He pointed out the Fire Department is somewhat a stepchild in terms of attention it gets as they haven’t been the squeaky wheel.  He stated he wants to make sure that Council does address the concerns of the Fire Department and make sure the City is providing top equipment and look at the issues that were raised relative to purchasing, procurement, switching equipment out, etc.  Mayor Meeker pointed Administration will be providing comments.

BUDGET – PERSONNEL – COMMENTS RECEIVED

Mr. Hunt pointed out in reviewing the budget a question came up relative to operating expenses and personnel.  He talked about the need to look at who is doing what job.  He explained in the eight years he has been involved in local government, he has been very impressed with the quality of the personnel and the work they do.  He stated, however, he feels that it would be good to go back and look at each department and make sure everyone is pulling their load in getting the job done.  He stated for example one of the major areas is the Public Utility Department.  He feels they are doing a good job but he feels we should look at it and each department to make sure they are accomplishing their mission.  He asked that the Council be provided a report on the process that Administration went through and how they arrived at the recommendations as to what should and should not be funded and look at each position and justify those positions.  City Manager Allen pointed out that can be done but it is very time consuming.  Mr. Hunt asked about the reluctance of going back and looking at each department doing a total evaluation.  He questioned how long it has been since that has been done.  City Manager Allen pointed out he understands the City did some of that in the early 1990’s.  He stated the employees do work at a very high level and we do take a look at what it takes to get the job done.  Mr. Hunt questioned if there is any information or if the Council just takes the report at face value.  City Manager Allen pointed out almost every department head made a case for more employees than is recommended.  They only made a case for what they felt they desperately needed.  He stated he feels that an evaluation has been done and that every employee is justified.  Mr. Hunt stated he would withdraw his request and he was encouraged to hear the Manager’s comments.

Mr. West questioned if the City ever does any type of efficiency study of the various employees and departments that is do we have some type of on-going operation analysis.  City Manager Allen explained we have an on-going operation analysis and we will be doing some analysis starting with the BTI Center.  We do have performance reviews and performance measures and standards.  He explained we will be looking at other departments.  We will be looking at Solid Waste.  He talked about technology and the needs we have and how that was scaled down.  He stated each department runs their department as businesses and he asks those type questions of the departments almost every day.  Mr. West questioned if the City uses any type quality improvement type tools.  City Manager Allen stated he is not a big fan of some of the tools.  He looks more towards customer service assessments and satisfaction.  No further action was taken.

TRAFFIC – HILLSBOROUGH, MORGAN, BOYLAN

Mr. Kirkman asked Administration to look at the traffic flow in the Hillsborough, Morgan, Boylan and Glenwood Avenue area.  He pointed out there seems to be some discrepancy in the signage and where the cars are parking.  He stated he thought the City removed all of the parking during the construction period but cars seem to be parked in the area.  The item was referred to Administration.

KEEP AMERICA BEAUTIFUL – JOHN STOKES – COMMENTS RECEIVED

Mr. Kirkman indicated that he, Mr. West and Mayor Meeker attended a birthday celebration honoring John Stokes.  He expressed appreciation to the Wake County Keep America Beautiful, the Police Department and all of the other City employees involved in putting together the event pointing out it was a wonderful event.  He stated if Mr. Stokes is able he feels it would be good to invite him to a Council meeting to be recognized for all of his work.

HEALING PLACE – COMMENTS RECEIVED

Mr. Kirkman pointed out last week he attended the graduation ceremony at Healing Place in which four people graduated.  He stated there were about 40 of the previous graduates in attendance.  He talked about the success of Healing Place and stated everyone should take an opportunity to go down and tour the facility and if anyone has an opportunity to attend a graduation ceremony they should take that opportunity as it is quite enlightening.  He pointed out Healing Place is breaking records set by the original Healing Place in Louisville and has been open only a little over a year.  He stated it is improving the quality of life for many people and he is extremely pleased with the program.

AGGIE EAGLE CLASSIC – CAPITAL BROADCASTING COMPANY PROPOSAL – REFERRED TO BUDGET AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE

Mayor Meeker asked that an item be referred to Budget and Economic Development Committee to consider the proposal made by Capital Broadcasting Company to be a partner in efforts to keep the Aggie Eagle Classic in Raleigh.  The item was referred to Budget and Economic Development Committee.

PERFORMANCE STANDARDS – COMMENTS RECEIVED

Ms. Cowell pointed out she feels the City functions very efficiently.  She stated if the Council had some type matrix that reflects the operation of the City she feels it would help the Council make better decisions.  City Manager Allen pointed out the City does have a performance indicator and Council members would be receiving a copy shortly.

Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board – One Vacancy - Tina Covington – 4 (Isley, Shanahan, Hunt, West).  Later in the meeting, Mr. Shanahan suggested suspending the rules and appointing Ms. Covington.  Mayor Meeker stated he had a nominee which he would present at the next meeting.

ELECTRICAL EXAMINING BOARD – NOMINATIONS MADE

The term of Roger Turner is expiring.  He is eligible for reappointment and would like to be considered for reappointment.  Mayor Meeker nominated Mr. Turner.  The item will be carried over until the next meeting.

PARKS, RECREATION AND GREENWAY ADVISORY BOARD – DR. NORMAN CAMP REAPPOINTED

The term of Dr. Norman Camp is expiring.  He is eligible for reappointment, has a good attendance record and would like to be considered for reappointment.  Mayor Meeker, Mr. Kirkman and Mr. West nominated Mr. Camp.

Later in the meeting, Mr. Shanahan moved that the rules be suspended and Dr. Camp reappointed by acclamation.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and put to a vote which passed unanimously (Odom absent).
