July 5, 2005

COUNCIL MINUTES
The City Council of the City of Raleigh met in regular session on Tuesday, July 5, 2005, at 1:00 p.m. in the City Council Chamber, Raleigh Municipal Building, 222 W. Hargett Street, Raleigh, North Carolina, with the following present.

Mayor Meeker called the meeting to order and invocation was rendered by Reverend Doctor Winston Charles, Christ Church.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Council Member Craven.  The following items were discussed with action taken as shown.

RECOGNITION OF SPECIAL AWARDS

PROCLAMATION – PARKS AND RECREATION MONTH – PROCLAIMED
Parks and Recreation Director Jack Duncan talked about the City’s Parks and Recreation program and the celebration of Parks and Recreation Month.  He introduced staff members and participants of Camp Ranoca pointing out this is the 36th year of that program.  He talked about the various programs, what it takes to run the programs and the number of participants in the summer Parks and Recreation programs.  Mayor Meeker read and presented a proclamation to Mr. Duncan proclaiming July 2005 as Parks and Recreation month in the City of Raleigh.
PCB – CLEANUP – TASK FORCE APPOINTED
Mayor Meeker stated just prior to noon today he and Wake County Commission Chair Joe Bryant had a press conference in response to reports of toxins, specifically PCB’s which are migrating downstream and into Lake Crabtree explaining this has been occurring for more than 25 years with no actions taken.  He stated he and Commissioner Bryan are asking the City Council and the County Commissioners to form a Task Force to look into this situation and determine the level and extent of the contamination, why nothing has been done to clean it up in all of the years and to look into the situation in general.  He questioned why nothing had been done in 25 years to require the cleanup.  He stated it not only affects Lake Crabtree but the adjacent office park.  Mayor Meeker suggested that the City Attorney and/or his designee, Dean Nujoks and Francine Durso represent the City on this Task Force.  The County Commissioners would appoint a like number of members.  He stated he knew this was not on the agenda and is a new item before the City Council and questioned if anyone objected to moving forth in this manner that is to appoint the Task Force to look at the situation.  If any Council member had someone else they felt should be on the Task Force to please make a suggestion.  Mr. Isley stated he had no problem with moving ahead pointing out the people suggested by the Mayor would represent the City well.  Mayor Meeker moved approval of the three members and the forming of the Task Force as outlined with the understanding the County would appoint a like number of members.  His motion was seconded by Mr. West and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.  Later in the meeting, Mayor Meeker asked the City Attorney to convene the group as soon as possible.
COUNCILMAN CROWDER – ABSENT FROM MEETING.

Mayor Meeker pointed out Mr. Crowder would be absent from the meeting today as he has an out of town business matter he had to handle.  He stated Mr. Crowder had requested to be excused from the meeting.  Mayor Meeker pointed out Mr. Crowder does not need to be excused he is simply not at the meeting and his vote would not count either way.  He stated Mr. Crowder had requested that the Council delay consideration of the following three items: Reconstitution of the Neighborhood Preservation Task Force, TC-3-05 Reduced Lot Sizes in PDD Zoning Districts and the discussion of the Pullen Park Carousel.  Mayor Meeker stated as we get to those items on the agenda, the Council could decide whether it wanted to move forward with the discussion or honor Mr. Crowder’s request to defer action.
CONSENT AGENDA
CONSENT AGENDA – APPROVED AS AMENDED
Mayor Meeker presented the Consent Agenda indicating all items on the consent agenda are considered to be routine and may be enacted by one motion. If a Councillor requests discussion on an item, the item will be removed from the consent agenda and considered separately. The vote on the consent agenda will be a roll call vote.  Mr. Regan pointed out he had emailed a request to withdraw the Raleigh Area Development Authority Grant Application and the Convention Center Position Reclassification from the Consent Agenda.  Without objection those two items were withdrawn from the Consent Agenda.  Ms. Taliaferro moved Administration’s recommendations on the remaining items on the Consent Agenda be upheld.  Her motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.  The items on the Consent Agenda were as follows.
SURPLUS PROPERTY – RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING SALE – ADOPTED
A Resolution Authorizing the Sale of Items of Surplus Property in order that personal property items exceeding $5,000 might be disposed of was in the agenda packet.  The surplus equipment will be transferred to North Carolina State Surplus Property agency on consignment to be sold by competitive bidding.  It is recommended that the proposed resolution be adopted by the City Council and the Purchasing Manager be authorized to transfer the equipment to be sold.

Recommendation:  Adopt resolution.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Meeker – 7 ayes (Crowder absent).  See Resolution 568.
US CORRIDOR TRANSPORTATION PLANNING STUDY – INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT AND CONSULTANT SERVICES AGREEMENT – APPROVED CONDITIONALLY
With the participation of the North Carolina Department of Transportation (NCDOT), the Triangle Transit Authority (TTA), the Town of Wake Forest and the City of Raleigh, the N.C. Capital Area Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) proposes to conduct a transportation planning study for the US 1 North (Capital Boulevard) corridor from the vicinity of I-540 northward to US 1A north of Youngsville in Franklin County.  This planning study would evaluate and develop a recommended multi-modal transportation strategic plan for this rapidly growing highway corridor, including functional designs for facilities, cost estimates, and recommended implementation staging and responsibilities.

After requesting proposals and conducting a joint consultant proposal evaluation process, the consultant team led by RS&H Engineers, Inc., was recommended by a joint technical committee of the study sponsors and approved by the MPO's Transportation Advisory Committee as preferred to carry out this study.  The MPO has developed a recommended interlocal funding agreement for the study sponsors to pay for the study at a total cost not to exceed $400,000 based on NCDOT, TTA, and the MPO each paying 25% of the study's cost, and the City of Raleigh and Town of Wake Forest sharing the remaining 25% share (20% and 5% respectively).  City of Raleigh funds are available in account 525-9276-79001-975.  The MPO and the consultant have also developed a professional services agreement to carry out the study that, once underway, is expected to take about one year to complete.

Because the City of Raleigh is both the host government for the MPO's staff agency and also is participating as one of the two municipalities helping to fund this study, the interlocal funding agreement and the professional services agreement require City approval for execution.

Recommendation:  Authorize the City Manager to execute the interlocal funding agreement for the US 1 North Corridor Study and authorize the City Manager to execute the professional services agreement with RS&H Engineers, Inc., contingent upon the interlocal funding agreement being executed by the NCDOT, the TTA, and the Town of Wake Forest.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Meeker – 7 ayes (Crowder absent).

TRYON ROAD WIDENING PROJECT – CONSULTANT SERVICES – ADMINISTRATION AUTHORIZED TO NEGOTIATE CONTRACT
The consultant selection process has been initiated to provide design services for the Tryon Road Widening Project, Part D from Dillard Drive to Campbell Road.  Twenty eight proposals were received for this project.  The selection committee reviewed the proposals and selected the top three rated firms.  As the result of the detailed evaluation process, the firm of Kimley-Horn and Associates, Inc was selected as the highest rated firm to provide design services for this specific project.
Kimley-Horn and Associates, Inc. proposes to utilize a total of 25% MWBE sub-consultant participation.

Recommendation:  Authorize Administration to negotiate a contract with Kimley-Horn and Associates, Inc.  It is also recommended that URS Corporation (15% MWBE) and HDR Engineering, Inc. of the Carolinas (15% MWBE) be approved as alternates for this design contract. NORTHEAST RALEIGH ELEVATED TANK PROJECT – AMENDMENT #4/HAZEN AND SAWYER – APPROVED
The City currently has an agreement with Hazen and Sawyer for the Northeast Raleigh Elevated Tank Project.  Amendment #4 in the amount of $191,500 is for design of water transmission piping from the E.M. Johnson Water Treatment Plant, northward to the Wake Forest service area.

PERSONNEL/ORGANIZATIONAL CHANGES – FINANCE DEPARTMENT – APPROVED
The Finance Department has 7 divisions, one of which is Internal Audits.  That division manages the City’s annual audit and financial statement preparation and performs periodic internal audits on various City operations.  The proposed budget for 2005-06 includes an additional internal auditor which will give two full-time audit personnel.  In the context of further dedicating personnel to the internal audit program and as a means of enhancing the integration of financial services of the department, two positions are recommended for reclassification and change of duties.  These are summarized as follows:

The Internal Audits Manager (pay grade 40) reclassified to Controller at pay grade 43.  An Accountant Auditor III position (pay grade 38) reclassified to Financial Reporting and Planning Manager (pay grade 40).  The current Internal Audits Division would be renamed Financial Reporting and Planning Division.

As reflected in the organization chart in the agenda packet, the Controller position would have four divisions report to it as well as the internal audit function, which will operate as an independent office in the department.  This position is a new title for the City and will provide enhanced coordination of existing fiscal operations as well as dedication of resources for the financial reporting and internal audit programs.  The Controller will report to the Chief Financial Officer.

Recommendation:  Approve reclassifications effective July 1, 2005.  These changes can be funded within proposed budget resources for FY 2005-06 due to the timing of new and vacant positions in the department.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Meeker – 7 ayes (Crowder absent).
PERSONNEL – PUBLIC UTILITIES RECLASSIFICATIONS – APPROVED
The Public Utilities Department currently has two Environmental Coordinators, classification #4318, positions (5210-601, #003448) and classification #4318 (5210-601, new position number), pay grade 34, in the Administration Division.  Due to reorganization and additional work assignments within the department, it is requested to reclassify them to a pay grade 37.

The Public Utilities Department currently has three Assistant Water and Sewer Superintendents, classification #4358, positions (5260-610, #003653); classification #4358 (5270-610, #003654); and classification #4358 (5270-610, new position number), pay grade 34, in the Sewer Maintenance Division and the Water Distribution Division.  Due to reorganization and additional work assignments within the department, it is requested to reclassify them to a pay grade 37.

Funds are currently available in the respective divisional salaries accounts for the remainder of the current fiscal year.

Recommendation:  Approve reclassifications.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Meeker – 7 ayes (Crowder absent).

The agenda presented recommended changes in the speed limit reduction on Lake Forest Drive and Rockingham Drive pursuant to petition, no parking zone on Aztec Dawn Court and Beryl Road.  The agenda outlined the exact locations involved and the reasons for the recommended changes.
Recommendation:  Approval of the changes in the traffic code as outlined.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Meeker – 7 ayes (Crowder absent).  See Ordinance 867.

END OF CONSENT AGENDA
RALEIGH AREA DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY – HUD GRANT APPLICATION – AUTHORIZED
The Raleigh Area Development Authority (RADA) has been requested to apply for a HUD grant for housing counseling for very low, low and moderate income persons and this application will be a partnership between RADA and the City of Raleigh to serve 1,000 potential homebuyers.  The grant application for $250,000 is consistent with the City’s Comprehensive Community Development Housing Plan.  If these grant funds are received it will save the City of Raleigh from using its own funds for housing counseling.  The current City of Raleigh housing counseling program is centered on first time home buyers, which is part of this grant proposal.  The grant funds will be receipted and tracked by the City and managed by RADA.  It is thereby requested that RADA be allowed to apply for the HUD grant for housing counseling with the City of Raleigh as a partner.  The narrative portion of the HUD grant application is in the agenda packet.
Recommendation:  Approve the HUD Application for Housing Counseling and the Certification of Consistency with the Consolidated Plan.

Mr. Regan stated he had withdrawn this from the Consent Agenda as by his reading of the U.S. Constitution, this is not something the City of Raleigh should be involved in.  Mayor Meeker moved approval of the recommendation as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro.  Mr. West stated he had an opportunity recently to attend a HUD Committee meeting to discuss some of the opportunities that may be provided.  He stated he was very impressed with the leadership and talked about getting nonprofits involved in this type program and hopefully free up City staff.  The motion as stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Regan who voted in the negative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 6-1 vote.
PERSONNEL – CONVENTION CENTER RECLASSIFICATION – APPROVED
Current staffing in the Convention Center includes one Administrative Assistant I (pay grade 31, class code 0401).  With all of the Convention Center changes and additional work with the Convention and Visitors Bureau, it is requested that the Administrative Assistant position be reclassified to Raleigh Conference and Convention Center Marketing Specialist (pay grade 34, class code 0633).  This upgrade will allow this position to focus exclusively on sales and marketing work with the Convention and Visitors Bureau.
Recommendation:  Approve reclassification.  Mr. Regan stated he withdrew this from the Consent Agenda pointing out he does not feel the City should be constructing the new Convention Center and he would have to vote against this request.  Ms. Taliaferro moved approval of the reclassification as outlined.  Her motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Regan who voted in the negative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 6-1 vote.

PLANNING COMMISSION CONSENT AGENDA – APPROVED
Mayor Meeker presented the Planning Commission Consent Agenda indicating it would be handled in the same manner as the regular consent agenda.  He stated he had not received requests to withdraw items from the Consent Agenda.  Ms. Taliaferro moved the Planning Commission’s recommendations as outlined on the Consent Agenda be upheld.  Her motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote. This request is to rezone approximately 328 acres, currently zoned Industrial-1 Conditional Use with Special Highway Overlay District-1.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Thoroughfare District Conditional Use with Special Highway Overlay District-1 to remain.

CR-10842 from the Planning Commission recommends that the City Council grant an additional 60-day time period (9/13/05) for continued review of this rezoning proposal.  Planning Commission’s recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Kekas – 7 ayes (Crowder absent).
REZONING Z-5-05 – GARNER ROAD/CROSS LINK ROAD – DENIED
This request is to rezone approximately 1.5 acres, currently zoned Residential-10.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Shopping Center Conditional Use.

CR-10843 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be denied.  Planning Commission’s recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Kekas – 7 ayes (Crowder absent).
REZONING Z-18-05 – NEW BERN AVENUE – APPROVED WITH CONDITIONS – ORDINANCE ADOPTED
This request is to rezone approximately 2.3 acres, currently zoned Neighborhood Business Conditional Use.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Neighborhood Business Conditional Use with revised conditions.

CR-10844 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved in accordance with conditions dated June 28, 2005.  Planning Commission’s recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Kekas – 7 ayes (Crowder absent).  See Ordinance 868ZC572.
REZONING Z-26-05 – OAK FOREST DRIVE – DENIED
This request is to rezone approximately 20.0 acres, currently zoned Industrial -1 and Industrial-1 Conditional Use.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Thoroughfare District Conditional Use.

CR-10845 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be denied.  Planning Commission’s recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Kekas – 7 ayes (Crowder absent).
REZONING Z-29-05 – LOUISBURG ROAD – APPROVED WITH CONDITIONS – ORDINANCE ADOPTED
This request is to rezone approximately 1.66 acres, currently zoned Residential-4 w/ SHOD-4.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Shopping Center Conditional Use.

CR-10846 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved in accordance with conditions dated June 27, 2005.  Planning Commission’s recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Kekas – 7 ayes (Crowder absent).  See Ordinance 868ZC572.
TC-11-05 – SIGNS FOR RECREATIONAL OUTDOOR USE – COMMERCIAL – APPROVED AS AMENDED – ORDINANCE ADOPTED
This request is to amend the Zoning Code to allow commercial recreational uses located within residential zoning districts to utilize Tract ID Signs (16 sq. ft in area / 3 ½ ‘high) for on-premise identification.
CR-10847 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved, as amended.  Planning Commission’s recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Kekas – 7 ayes (Crowder absent).  See Ordinance 869TC268.
END OF PLANNING COMMISSION CONSENT AGENDA
SUBDIVISION S-11-05 – COLINWOODS SUBDIVISION – REFERRED TO THE PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE
This request is for a Subdivision of a vacant 4.8 acre tract zoned Residential-4 into 14 single-family lots.  The new lots are proposed to average .27 acres (12,037 square feet) with an average road frontage of 74.6 linear feet.  The minimum lot size proposed is .25 acres (10,925 square feet).  The minimum road frontage proposed is 67.6 feet.
CR-10841 from the Planning Commission recommends approval with conditions.  Planning Commission Vice-Chair Everett explained the request and the Planning Commission’s recommendation pointing out the negative votes related to traffic moving on and off of Strickland Road and the fact that it would be introducing traffic into Wesley Way.  Mr. Craven talked about the cul-de-sac out to Strickland Road and the undeveloped property.  He talked about the possibility/probability of that aligning directly across Strickland Road.  He talked about Club Drive and questioned why the streets are not connecting.  Mr. Everett stated he is not sure the Planning Commission considered that exact scenario.  He talked about the Commission looking at connectivity goals and how the recommendation fits in.
Transportation Services Manager Lamb pointed out the Comprehensive Plan illustrates the extension of Wesley Way as shown by the applicant.  He stated what is being suggested by Mr. Craven is not out of line but it is not the way it is listed in the Comprehensive Plan.

John Phelps, representing the applicant, pointed out when they submitted the original plan there was a cul-de-sac but after meeting with staff and talking about connectivity the plan was revised.  He talked about discussion in trying to stub the street to the west.  He stated it was a very hasty discussion but they were told they had to follow the Comprehensive Plan; therefore, the proposal before the Council.  He stated his client’s preference is to move ahead with what is before the Council.  He stated initially they did plan to cul-de-sac the street but that was changed at staff’s recommendation.  Mr. Craven stated he would like to take a look at this in the Committee as he thinks there maybe an opportunity to help the neighborhood as well as improve the connectivity issue.  He asked that the matter be referred to Public Works Committee to discuss the street pattern and so moved.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and put to a vote which passed unanimously (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.
SP-14-05 – J&R AUTO SALES – REFERRED TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE
This request is to approve a 730 square feet retail auto sales office and associated display space on a .495 acre site zoned Business Zone Conditional Use District.  This property is located within 400 feet of a residential use and zone.  The applicants are also not providing a full 50’ natural protective yard along South Saunders Street which is classified as a major thoroughfare thereby also triggering Planning Commission approval.

CR-10848 from the Planning Commission recommends approval with conditions.  Planning Commission Vice-Chair Everett pointed out this case had been before the Planning Commission previously.  He stated it is on a thoroughfare leading into the downtown area.  He stated he thought it was the unanimous feeling of the Planning Commission that what is before the Council today is better than the plan that had been submitted previously.  He stated the two negative votes at the Planning Commission had to do with concern about stripping out the thoroughfare and the lack of the 50-foot buffer.  In response to questioning, Interim Planning Director Betts pointed out the conditions in the site plan are in keeping with the conditions in the zoning case.  Ms. Kekas moved the item be referred to Comprehensive Planning Committee to look at the concerns voiced by the negative votes.  Her motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and put to a vote which passed unanimously (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.
SP-16-05 – SIX FORKS OFFICE PARK II – APPROVED WITH CONDITIONS
This request is to approve a site plan for 26,400 square feet of office space located in four buildings on a 1.68 acre site zoned Neighborhood Business Conditional Use District. A house is currently located on the site and is proposed to be moved or demolished. This is a proposed nonresidential unit ownership (condominium) development.  This site is located within 400 feet of a residential use or zone, and the site is located on a major thoroughfare (Six Forks Road).  Zoning condition M of Z-7-04 also requires Planning Commission approval of this site plan.

CR-10849 from the Planning Commission recommends approval with conditions.  Planning Commission Vice-Chair Everett explained this proposal and recent rezoning case.  He stated the property was residential and the rezoning had conditions indicating that the property would be used for Residential or O&I use.  He stated what is proposed is an office condo.  He pointed out there was one negative vote and he thought that had to do with the right-of-way for Monument Lane.  Ms. Taliaferro stated she is comfortable with the majority recommendation; therefore, would move the Planning Commission’s recommendation be upheld.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Craven.  Mr. Craven expressed appreciation at the tree preservation and the driveway connection to the side street rather than Six Forks Road.  The motion as stated was put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.
SPECIAL ITEMS

NEIGHBORHOOD PRESERVATION AND HOUSING TASK FORCE – TO BE PLACED ON JULY 19, 2005 AGENDA

During the December 7, 2004 Council meeting, the Budget and Economic Development Committee by split vote recommended that the Housing Task Force be reconstituted so that they may continue their work on the various issues.  After discussion, it was agreed to hold a decision on whether to reconstitute the task force and let the initial enforcement start and review the question in July of 2005.  Copies of the minutes of the pertinent meetings are in the agenda packet.  Mayor Meeker pointed out Mr. Crowder had asked that this item be deferred until the July 19, 2005 meeting.  Mr. Isley stated he has no problem with deferring the item but even at that point he does not know if he could support reconstitution of the Task Force.  Mr. West stated he does not feel the Council could have a good discussion on this issue until the Council gets some type report from staff as to where we are, the status of the various recommendations, etc.  He stated he feels the Council needs a little more time to look at the implementation of the various recommendations and while he has no problem deferring the item to July 19 we may not have enough information to discuss it at that point.
Mayor Meeker stated his sense is that the Council would agree to hold the item until July 19 and at that point may want to hold discussion further and directed that the item be placed on the July 19 agenda.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE CITY MANAGER
STREET IMPROVEMENT BONDS – TWO THIRDS ISSUE – VARIOUS ACTIONS TAKEN
State law allows the City to issue non-voted general obligation debt in an amount equal to two-thirds of the amount by which the total outstanding general obligation bonds was reduced in the immediately preceding fiscal year.  The two-thirds capacity available from FY2005 is $10,600,000.  To proceed with the authorization of the two-thirds issuance of proposed not to exceed $10,600,000 Street Improvement Bonds, it is necessary for Council to pass a resolution making certain findings, authorizing the filing of an application with the Local Government Commission, introducing the bond order authorizing $10,600,000 Street Improvement Bonds, directing the filing of a sworn statement of debt with the City Clerk, setting a public hearing on the matter on Tuesday, July 19, 2005, and directing the Clerk to publish the bond order in the News & Observer.

Recommendation:  Approve the above actions and adopt the resolution.

City Manager Allen pointed out he realizes the timing is not perfect to go forward with a two thirds street improvement bond as we do not have complete plans, etc.  He stated, however, the Council has an opportunity to move forward with the lowest cost opportunity we would have available.  We do not know what the budget is for the projects but timing is good.  If budget is less we could pay down other indebtedness of if this project comes out more we could go to COPS.  He stated we have an opportunity to save some $400,000 if we move forward with the bond sales.  The timing is right to get in the bond market.

Mayor Meeker stated it is good timing and the mechanism is fine.  The details of the budget would come back to the City Council before proceeding.  Ms. Taliaferro pointed out as she understands to move forward with this action doesn’t say we are going to spend all of the money on certain projects it just gives the Council the ability to spend that amount of money with the City Manager indicating that is correct.  Mayor Meeker moved the recommendation as outlined be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.  See Resolution 574.
BONDS – OCTOBER 11 STREET IMPROVEMENT AND HOUSING BONDS – VARIOUS ACTIONS TAKEN
To proceed with the proposed October 11, 2005 referendum for $60,000,000 Street Improvement Bonds and $20,000,000 Housing Bonds, it is necessary for Council to pass a resolution making certain findings and determinations, ratifying the filing of an application with the Local Government Commission in connection with the proposed issuance of Street improvement bonds and Housing Bonds by the City, and authorizing the City Clerk to publish a notice of intent to file such application.

Recommendation:  Approve the above resolution and authorize related actions.  City Manager explained during budget deliberations Council decided to move forward with a $60 million street improvement bond and $20 million dollar housing bond.  He stated in order to do that in a timely manner we need to move forward with the actions as outlined.  Ms. Taliaferro moved adoption of the resolution and related actions.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. West.

Mr. Regan stated he totally supports fixing roads, building new roads, etc., but he feels it should be paid for out of the City’s normal budget rather than bonds; therefore, he would vote against this proposal.  Mr. Craven stated he will vote in favor of the proposal but he does hope the City Council will do some careful consideration and analysis and let the public know if they vote for the housing and street bonds it will mean a tax increase next year.  The motion as stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Regan who voted in the negative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 6-1 vote.  See Resolution 575.
POLICE DEPARTMENT – INTEROPERABLE COMMUNICATIONS TECHNOLOGY GRANT – APPLICATION AUTHORIZED
The Raleigh Police Department was invited to apply for the COPS - 2005 Interoperable Communications Technology Grant.  The maximum grant amount available is $6.0 million and requires a 25% match by the City.  The total project cost is approximately $9.0 million; therefore, the City will need to identify $3.0 million of additional funding over the next two fiscal years.  The goal of this grant is to augment the public safety agencies with the capabilities, on a long term basis to mitigate unforeseen and unanticipated events.  The Voice Interoperability Plan for Emergency Responders (VIPER) is a project created by the North Carolina Highway Patrol to provide a voice interoperability plan for emergency personnel through the use of a statewide 800 MHz interoperable voice radio system.  This link establishes a seamless communication package for first responders.

Many of the major first responder agencies throughout North Carolina are already on the VIPER system.  Those agencies include Cary Police Department, Charlotte Police Department and Greensboro Police Department.  The Raleigh Durham Airport Authority and North Carolina State University Police will be joining in November 2005.  The Raleigh Fire Department will be joining VIPER in July 2005 and the fiscal year 2006 adopted budget includes funding for this purpose.

The deadline for the grant application is July 15, 2005.  The grant funding will be awarded in October 2005 and expires September 30, 2006.  Administration will identify sources of funding for the City’s commitment including other partners if the City is awarded the grant.

Recommendation:  Authorize the application for a COPS 2005 Interoperable Communications Technology Grant.  City Manager Allen explained the proposal pointing out this is a first step in converting the Raleigh Police Department to the 800 MHz.  He stated if we get this grant it would get us into the handheld computers for police but not the 800 MHz system in their cars.  He explained this is the way the North Carolina Highway Patrol moved into this program.  He pointed out the Police Chief and others are supportive of this approach and he would suggest and recommend that the City be allowed to apply for the $6 million dollar grant and Administration would identify sources of funding including other parties if the grant is awarded.  He explained our system is working well now but in the long term we will have to change systems.  The State has been very supportive of this approach.  He explained the City does not have its matching funds budgeted but if we get the grant Administration would come back with suggested resources when we would know about the grant was discussed briefly with the Manager pointing out he thinks it will be awarded by October 1st.  The fact that this would be a part of homeland security efforts was spoken to briefly.  Ms. Taliaferro stated she has spent a lot of time talking with Secretary Bratey concerning this issue and the desire of the State for the City to be on the same system as some of our partners; therefore, she moved approval of the recommendation as outlined.  Her motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION
OF THE APPEARANCE COMMISSION
APPEARANCE COMMISSION – MISSION STATEMENT – TO BE PLACED ON JULY 19 AGENDA
Council members received in their agenda packet a mission statement developed by the Appearance Commission as a summary of its mandate and goals.  Council members received a memorandum to that affect and it is suggested that the report be received as information.  Ms. Taliaferro stated any time we are changing or developing new mission statements she would like to know what the present statements indicate.  She asked that the item be held and Administration provides information on the existing or the current mission statement, goals, etc.  She stated if the report is just accepted she does not want the Appearance Commission to feel that they are moving ahead or have the Council’s blessings in those arenas.  She would just like a comparison of the present and proposed program, mission statement, etc.  Mayor Meeker suggested the item be placed on the July 19 agenda and receive a report from Administration.
Ms. Taliaferro pointed out by the next meeting the new Planning Director will be on board and he may have some input or feelings as to the work of the Appearance Commission.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE

PARKS, RECREATION AND GREENWAY ADVISORY BOARD
PARKS, RECREATION AND GREENWAY ADVISORY BOARD – ASSESSING CUSTOMER SERVICE AND RESPONSIVENESS OF THE PARK SYSTEM – INFORMATION RECEIVED
On November 21, 2000, City Council approved the work plan of Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board (PRGAB).  A section of the 2000 work plan included “assessing customer service and responsiveness of the park system.”  The Board referred this item to its Parks Committee.  At their June 16, 2005 meeting, the PRGAB received a report from the committee entitled, “Customer Service Report.”  PRGAB unanimously voted to forward recommendations of the report to Council for consideration.  The report was in the agenda packet.
Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board Chairperson Jan Kirschbaum pointed out the Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board has been working on this report for quite some time, it is a longstanding issue.  It was started in 2000 and there was some controversy on the broad topic and how to do this assessment.  She pointed out a lot of things have changed.  We have seen a lot of improvements in customer service in the Parks and Recreation program and the City in general.  She stated she feels there have been great strides and everyone continues to try to do a good job.  Ms. Taliaferro expressed appreciation to the Parks Board for taking the time and effort to work on this issue and for the report.  She pointed out it is the goal of the overall City to have good customer service.  Mayor Meeker suggested taking the report as information.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE

SUBSTANCE ABUSE ADVISORY COMMISSION

SUBSTANCE ABUSE ADVISORY COMMISSION – REPORT AND RECOMMENDATIONS – REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION
During the June 21 Council meeting, the Council requested that a representative of the Substance Abuse Advisory Commission provide a report.  The Chairperson at the same time requested permission to be on this agenda to provide an annual report to City Council pursuant to Resolution 2002-240.
Alber Scott, Chairperson of the Substance Abuse Advisory Commission, pointed out Council members received in their agenda packet a packet of material relative to the Substance Abuse Advisory Commission’s history, initiatives, on going projects they are working on concern about the elimination of substance abuse counselor position which was eliminated in the mid 90’s.  He also talked about the work of Project Phoenix and components that no longer exist and those that are continuing.  He pointed out with a part time staff liaison, the Commission is not afforded the support it needs to explore current trends in substance abuse, including usage, education incentives, treatment options, best practices, etc.  The need for a concentrated effort is more evident today than it was when the Task Force was first authorized.  He pointed out it is felt the Commission would be reinvigorated with renewed interest if given appropriate support and talked about the problems in getting a quorum at their monthly meetings.  The packet of material included a copy of the Commission’s bylaws and membership.  He went over their short-term goal which includes getting nine active members in addition to two members representing the Raleigh Youth Council to serve on the Commission, request that the City Council provide the necessary resources for a substance abuse prevention specialist position, and went over activities that could be included for that position.  There long-term goal includes developing and designing a profile of drug indicators for the City of Raleigh.  The report included observations as to why the full-time substance abuse prevention specialist is needed and outlined the broad and general duties of this position.
Mayor Meeker pointed out the information brought forth by Mr. Scott are issues that the City should be addressing but he is not sure how those issues should be addressed or whether it should be another full-time staff person.  Mr. West pointed out Mr. Scott did layout the situation very concisely and pointed out he does not feel the needs have changed even though the City may have reduced the resources.  He pointed out the County is responsible for human resource issues but he agrees that a great city such as Raleigh needs to play a role.  He stated many times if you keep on doing what you’ve always done you will keep on getting what you’ve always got and maybe we should look outside of the box.  He talked about the Ending Homelessness program and other nonprofits such as SafeLight and the part or partnerships they may play.  He stated we do have a few members on the Substance Abuse Commission who are very active and are playing an important role.  He is not sure the way the City is organized that we have the expertise to provide the resources to address this particular need and asked about the possibility of looking at nonprofits or looking for grants to provide resources to work with the Commission.
Mayor Meeker suggested sending the item to Administration to consider the recommendations with the report to come back and maybe at that time it could be looked at in the Law and Public Safety Committee.  Mr. Isley stated he would be interested in hearing from Administration on the suggestions.  He also spoke to the fact that the City funds many nonprofits many of which may deal with the same type issue and questioned the possibility of having those nonprofits provide suggestions and/or representatives to work with the Substance Abuse Advisory Commission.  Ms. Taliaferro suggested following the Mayor’s suggestion and look to Administration to provide the Council with some different options as to how to proceed.  She expressed appreciation to Mr. Scott and the Commission for doing so much hard work to bring these concerns and information forward with other Council members agreeing.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF

THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE
TC-3-05 – PDD REDUCED LOT SIZES – TO BE PLACED ON JULY 19, 2005 AGENDA
Ms. Taliaferro reported by split vote the Comprehensive Planning Committee recommends upholding the Planning Commission’s recommendation for approval of TC-3-05 as recommended in CR10824.  Copies of the certified recommendation and proposed ordinance were in the agenda packet.
Mayor Meeker pointed out this is one of the issues that Mr. Crowder had requested to be deferred until the July 19 meeting.  Mayor Meeker stated as we look at this issue that while he does not feel we necessarily would need design standards he does feel we need to look at location of housing of vehicles and the privacy of the residents pointing out he feels those are two things that should be added to the bullet list of things to be discussed.  Ms. Taliaferro stated this would be a vehicle to allow developers to come in with a new housing type only through the PDD process.  It would be allowing new style housing into the community.  She stated she and Mr. Craven thought this would be a good process and Mr. Crowder was the negative vote.  Without further discussion it was agreed to place the item on the July 19 agenda for further consideration.

SP-18-05 – CHURCH OF THE GOOD SHEPHERD PARKING LOT – APPROVED AS AMENDED
Ms. Taliaferro reported the Comprehensive Planning Committee recommends upholding the Planning Commission’s recommendation for approval of SP-18-05 as outlined in CR10839 with the following changes:  (1) that an architectural element of a solid wall or piers and wrought iron as recommended by staff be required and (2) by split vote, that the McDowell Street driveway be 16 feet in width and aligned with the existing driveway and that it remain as a ramp-type driveway.  It is further understood that the amendments as outlined can be approved administratively and the issue would not have to go back to the Historic Districts Commission for an amended Certificate of Appropriateness.  On behalf of the Committee, Ms. Taliaferro moved the Committee’s recommendation be upheld.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Isley and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION

OF THE PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE

IVERSON STREET CONNECTION – AUTHORIZED
Chairperson Taliaferro reported the Public Works Committee recommends that staff be directed to construct the connection of two portions of Iverson Street with no assessment to the property owners.  On behalf of the Committee, Ms. Taliaferro moved the recommendation be upheld.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Craven and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on 7-0 vote.
PEDESTRIAN CROSSWALK/SIGNS – LYNN/GLENDOWER ROAD – AUTHORIZED
Chairperson Taliaferro reported the Public Works Committee recommends the installation of a crosswalk on Lynn Road just west of Glendower and the installation of pedestrian warning signs to increase the visibility for pedestrians.  On behalf of the Committee, Ms. Taliaferro moved the recommendation be upheld.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Isley and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-1 vote.
REZONING Z-6-05 – NEW BERN AVENUE CONDITIONAL USE – APPROVED – ORDINANCE ADOPTED
Chairperson Taliaferro reported the Public Works Committee recommends upholding the Planning Commission’s recommendation for rezoning property covered by Z-6-05 to Office and Institutional-1 Conditional Use with the SHOD-1 to remain with conditions dated January 27, 2005.  On behalf of the Committee, Ms. Taliaferro moved the recommendation be upheld.  She pointed out this zoning case was referred to Public Works Committee because there were water and sewer issues involved but they have been resolved.  On behalf of the Committee, Ms. Taliaferro moved the recommendation be upheld.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Isley and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.  See Ordinance 868ZC572.
STORMWATER MANAGEMENT ADVISORY COMMISSION – 2005 PROPOSED WORK PLAN – APPROVED
Chairperson Taliaferro reported the Public Works Committee recommends approval of the 2005 Proposed Work Plan dated April 26, 2005 be approved.  A copy of the proposed plan was included in Council member’s agenda packet.  On behalf of the Committee, Chairperson Taliaferro moved the recommendation be upheld.  Her motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas and put to a vote which passed unanimously (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.

REPORT OF MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS

POLICE PRESENCE – FALLON PARK AREA – REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION
Mr. Isley pointed out there has been a series of break-ins in the Carroll Drive/Fallon Park/Whitaker Mill Road area.  He asked that Administration look at increasing police surveillance or presence in the area.  Without discussion the item was referred to Administration.

GRAFFITI – SANDERFORD ROAD PARK – COMMENTS RECEIVED
Mr. West talked about the graffiti problem at the Sanderford Road Park.  He commended the Police, Parks and Recreation and all those involved in the graffiti removal process.  He stated he knew it had been a real challenge as the graffiti had been removed, reappeared, removed, etc.  He stated he understands there had been several arrests made and he hopes that has got the attention of those involved.  He again complimented all involved in the removal process pointing out it adds to the enjoyment of the park when one can visit without seeing all of the fowl graffiti.  The comments were received.
RALEIGH-DURHAM AIRPORT AUTHORITY – TO BE PLACED ON JULY 19, 2005 AGENDA
Mayor Meeker pointed out when Tim Clancy’s term on the Raleigh-Durham Airport Authority was schedule to expire Mr. Clancy was at that time serving as chairperson.  He stated he has gone off as chairperson and suggested that consideration of replacing Mr. Clancy on the Airport Authority be placed on the July 19 agenda for consideration.  Brief discussion took place as to what occurred as to whether Mr. Clancy was appointed for another two-year term or exactly what action the Council took.  City Attorney McCormick indicated his recollection is that the Council chose not to take action on the expiring term and according to the Council’s policy a person continues to serve until replaced.  It was agreed to place the item on the July 19 agenda for consideration and/or clarification.
WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT – TOUR – REQUESTED
Mayor Meeker stated it is about time for the Council to take its annual tour of the Wastewater Treatment Plant.  He stated a lot has gone on and work has been completed; therefore, he would ask the City Manager to setup a tour late in the day sometime during August or September.  The item was referred to Administration.

PARK FIELDS – PRIVATE GROUP RENTAL FEE – REFERRED TO BUDGET AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE
Mayor Meeker requested that an item be referred to Budget and Economic Development Committee to look at the fees the City charges private groups renting park facilities.  He stated as he understands we charge a fee plus 25 percent of the registration fee of the event utilizing the facility.  He stated he would like for the Budget and Economic Development Committee to look at the charges to see if that was the intent of Council.
Ms. Taliaferro questioned if we got input from the Parks and Recreation Board when setting the fees.  City Manager Allen pointed out the Council does approve the fees on a yearly basis.  Ms. Taliaferro stated when the Committee looks at the issue she just wants to make sure they look at the history and all that was involved in making that decision.  Without further discussion the item was referred to Budget and Economic Development Committee.
MOTORIZED VEHICLES – ADMINISTRATION TO PROVIDE A REPORT
Ms. Taliaferro pointed out since school is out and children are at home all day she has heard a number of complaints or questions about utilization of motorized or mini two-wheel scooters or motorcycles being utilized by under aged drivers.  She asked that the City Council be provided a report as to whether it is an issue, enforcement or whether we should have some kind of standards or requirements for this type vehicle on City streets and sidewalks.  Administration was asked to provide the report.

APPOINTMENTS
APPOINTMENTS – VARIOUS ACTIONS TAKEN
The City Clerk read the following results of the ballot vote:

Human Relations Commission – One Vacancy - Francis J. Hale – 3 (Isley, Regan, Craven); Lorrin Freeman – 4 (Kekas, Meeker, West, Taliaferro).
Substance Abuse Advisory Commission - Five Vacancies - Michelle Caratina Ramsundar – 6 (Regan, Craven, Kekas, Meeker, West, Taliaferro).
The Mayor announced the appointment of Michelle Caratina Ramsundar to the Substance Abuse Advisory Commission leaving four vacancies.  The Human Relations Commission vacancy will be carried over until the next meeting.
TRANSIT AUTHORITY – MEMBERSHIP CLARIFIED
The City Clerk pointed out recently she announced the expiration of the term of Greg McDougal.  Mr. McDougal was a regular member and did not wish to be considered for reappointment.  Nominations followed and Dwight Spencer was nominated and during the June 7th Council meeting was appointed to the Transit Authority.  During the same period, a letter of resignation was received from J. David Stein also a regular member of the Transit Authority.  The City Clerk reported past Council policy is when a vacancy occurs for a regular member to elevate the alternate members and declare an alternate slot vacant.  She suggested that since there were two regular slots open that the two alternate members-Bill Currie and Todd Allen be elevated to regular members, Mr. Spencer’s appointment to be for an alternate slot which leaves one alternate slot vacant.  Council agreed to follow that course; therefore, there will be one alternate slot on the Transit Authority for consideration at the next meeting.

NOMINATIONS

FAIR HOUSING HEARING BOARD – NOMINATIONS MADE
A letter of resignation has been received from Bomani Muyembe.  Therefore, there is one vacancy for consideration.  Mayor Meeker nominated Phil Jones.  The item will be carried over until the next meeting.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE CITY ATTORNEY
ADMINISTRATIVE FEE – CHANGES – ORDINANCE ADOPTED
City Attorney McCormick presented Council members with a proposed ordinance to modify the fee structure imposed because of certain public nuisance violations.  He pointed out he had been asked to look at this situation as there have been a large number of recent protests about the new administrative fee.  He stated in an effort to solve that problem and yet maintain the PROP program, he had offered the following suggestions:  The first inspection finding a nuisance will still incur the $100 fee; however, the fee will be held in abeyance unless the same property receives another notice within a 24-month period.  At that time the property owner will have to pay the first fee and the fee for the second notice for a total of $200.  He pointed out it is recommended that this be retroactive to cover all violations that were noted after June 1.  Mr. Isley moved approval of the ordinance as presented.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and Ms. Kekas and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.  See Ordinance 870
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE CITY CLERK

MINUTES – VARIOUS – APPROVED AS PRESENTED
Council members received in their agenda packet copies of the minutes of the June 20 and June 21 Council meetings.  Ms. Taliaferro moved approval of the minutes as presented.  Her motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.

SURPLUS PROPERTY – 107 BRAGG STREET – RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING SALE ADOPTED
On June 7, 2005, the Council accepted an offer of $4,000 from Joseph Luzzi for the purchase of surplus property at 107 Bragg Street.  All legal procedures have been followed.  No upset bids were received; therefore, it is recommended that the Council adopt a resolution authorizing the sale of 107 Bragg Street to Joseph Luzzi for $4,000. Ms. Taliaferro moved approval as outlined.  Her motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.  See Resolution 576.
TAXES – RESOLUTION ADOPTED

Adoption is recommended.  Ms. Taliaferro moved adoption as presented.  Her motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.  See Resolution 578.

Ms. Taliaferro moved adoption of the resolutions as outlined.  Her motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.  See Resolutions 579, 580, 581, 582, 583, 584, 585, 586 and 587.

CAROUSEL – PULLEN AND CHAVIS – REPORT RECEIVED; CITY MANAGER AUTHORIZED TO NEGOTIATE CONTRACT WITH LITTLE AND LITTLE; TO BE PLACED ON JULY 19 AGENDA
During the June 20, 2005 Council meeting, during discussions on the proposed budget, a number of questions and suggestions were made relative to the Pullen Park Carousel, task force recommendations; need to make decisions, etc.  It was directed that the item be placed on this agenda for further consideration.  A package of background information was included in Council member’s agenda packet.
Parks and Recreation David Shouse, utilizing a slide presentation, talked about the interest and emotion associated with the Pullen and Chavis Historic Carousels.  He talked about the Carousel Task Force report and summarized the projects recommended for Pullen and Chavis Park and their respective carousels.  The slides included the Herschell Carousel at Chavis Park which was built sometime between 1916 and 1923 and installed at Chavis Park in 1937.  He described the carousel pointing out the interior panels and band organ.  He presented photos of the Pullen Carousel.  He also presented photos of the carousel in Echo, Maryland noting the observation space, open doors, unconditioned space, etc. and compared that carousel and housing to the Pullen and Chavis both of which have observation space outside the building under the eaves, similar design and appearance.  He presented a photo of the carousel at River Front Park in Spokane, Washington, which has a very different appearance and function pointing out the Spokane, Washington carousel has facilities for banquets, receptions, after hours use, etc.  He pointed out the Raleigh Carousel Task Force report identifies opportunities for rentals and community gathering space as very important consideration for any carousel structures in Raleigh.
Mr. Shouse went over the Pullen Master Plan, its objectives and priorities including trail lighting, the Carriageway Bridge and spoke about the activities area including the mini railroad, new greenway connection to Rocky Branch pointing out that the Island or Trails are handicapped assessable.  He talked about the strollway and the fact that the railroad is considered an amusement and is regulated by the State.  He talked about needed or proposed improvements including Lake Howell and the strollway.  He talked about the current building which houses the carousel and pointed out the master plan calls for the carousel to remain in the center of the amusement plaza.  He stated in developing the master plan they looked at the possibility of the carousel house being moved.  He pointed out the projects at Pullen and Chavis as it relates to the carousel are tied together.  He talked about the design program and the timing of the projects.  The carousel houses need to be designed inside and out in a way to protect the carousel and enhance the artistic value, increase the season and greater marketing activities particularly for Chavis.  It is felt the best approach is to coordinate the projects and at this point administration is recommending utilizing the services of Little & Little to help move forward.  He talked about the knowledge about the plans, the carousels, etc., held by Little and Little.

In response to questioning from the Mayor, Mr. Shouse pointed out it is not a standard to have conditioned space for carousels of this nature.  He talked about the Chicago Carousel which is housed in a tent.  He pointed out the Carousel Task Force looked at this very carefully that is the air conditioning of the carousel house.  He talked about the importance of being able to hear the sounds and see for the enhancements for the rides.  If there is conditioned space it would be important to have standards so the operators of the carousels would know what to do as it relates to opening of windows, doors, etc., relating to enhancing the rider and spectator experience.  Mayor Meeker asked about the retrofitting of the existing carousel houses with Mr. Shouse speaking to those challenges particularly at Pullen and spoke to the lack of infrastructure such as electricity, etc.  The possibility of using the existing carousel housing for other uses if new facilities are constructed was spoken to.  Mr. Shouse pointed out the fact that neither present carousel housing is handicapped accessible.
Brief discussion took place as to what part Little and Little would play with it being pointed out they would guide us in conservation of the carousels, animals, panels, organs, etc., and advise on next steps, etc.  They would be able to coordinate and develop ways to protect the animals, how to provide the best rider experience, etc., basically put a program together.  Ms. Taliaferro stated as she understands what is being suggested is to negotiate a contract with Little and Little and they would come back to the City Council with different options as to how to proceed which would include recommendations as to type of building, preservation of existing facilities, etc.  Mr. Shouse talked about the scope of work which would include public workshops, going back to the Historic Districts Commission, Parks and Recreation Advisory Board, Carousel Task Force, etc., and come back with a recommendation to the City Council which would have input from those bodies.  This would occur before any design work or additional activity would take place.  This would apply to the Pullen as well as the Chavis.  The Chavis work would require a shorter time frame and it is felt that improvements to Chavis could occur before implementation of the plan for Pullen.  No matter which way we go or what options are chosen there would be some interruption to the public.  Mayor Meeker questioned if lighting of the carousels would be one consideration with Mr. Shouse pointing out that would be considered as it would allow extended hours.  Mayor Meeker questioned if we had cost estimates for a new building.  Mr. Shouse pointed out that would be part of the planning and during the work with Little and Little, if approved, there would be options developed and hopefully by the spring of next year we would have a little better idea on cost, etc.  The amount of money set aside in the budget and bond funds was discussed briefly.  Mayor Meeker questioned if any thought had been given to having a design competition for new buildings.  Mr. Shouse pointed out that has not been proposed at this point but could be looked at with Mayor Meeker stating he would like that included in the considerations.  He would also want to make sure that we had some type of assessment to determine what has caused the paint to flick off the animals.  Mr. Shouse pointed out that assessment is underway.  Little and Little would continue to look at different type conservation measures pointing out they have or have available to them restoration techniques, history, etc.  He pointed out in 2000 the City starting restoring the animals as the City recognized that something had been causing problems with the animals which were restored in the 80’s.  He pointed out at this point we do not see any emergencies and information has been provided to the Council on the problems and staff is moving forward with the work plan that had been provided to Council.  In response to questioning, Mr. Shouse pointed out Little and Little has a wealth of knowledge as it relates to the park plans, expertise available throughout, etc., which would allow them to pull in a variety of people to help with their planning efforts.
Ms. Taliaferro stated she knows Mr. Crowder wanted to be present and be a part of this discussion, but what is being recommended at this point is for Administration to negotiate with Little and Little and Administration would have to come back with a contract and further discussion could occur.  She stated since it is not final action she would recommend that Administration be authorized to negotiate with Little and Little on board pointing out she is worried about the degradation to the carousels and she sees the need to move forward.  That is her initial feelings.  Ms. Kekas pointed out Marsha Jeanette Presnall had given the Council a letter about a consultant from Ohio and she feels that information should be passed along as maybe that consultant could provide additional information.  In response to questioning, City Manager Allen pointed out the Council could authorize Administration to negotiate a contract with Little and Little with the understanding it would be brought back to Council before any action is taken.  Ms. Taliaferro moved the Manager be authorized to start negotiations with Little and Little with the understanding a report and recommendation would come back to Council before moving ahead.  Her motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-1 vote.
Mayor Meeker suggested as negations with Little and Little begin he would like for Administration to look at how much time a design competition for the buildings would add to the schedule and whether that would make sense.  Ms. Kekas stated she would hope we would look at utilization of the buildings for rental purposes such as receptions, etc.  It was agreed to place this item on the July 19 agenda for further consideration and to allow Mr. Crowder an opportunity to provide comments and the City Manager would begin his negotiation with Little and Little Associates with the understanding before entering into a contract a report would be brought back to City Council for final consideration.
RECESS:
There being no further business, Mayor Meeker announced the meeting recessed at 2:30 p.m. to be reconvened at 7:00 p.m.

The City Council of the City of Raleigh met in regular reconvened meeting on Tuesday, July 5, 2005 at 7:00 p.m. in the City Council Chamber, Raleigh Municipal Building, Avery C. Upchurch Government Complex, 222 W. Hargett Street, Raleigh, North Carolina with all Council members present except Mr. Crowder.  The Mayor called the meeting to order and the following items were discussed with action taken as shown.
REQUEST AND PETITIONS OF CITIZENS

NUISANCE – 2921 O’KELLY STREET/714 ATWATER STREET – NO ACTION TAKEN
Wayne and Gloria Johnson, 2921 O’Kelly Street/714 Atwater Street requests permission to appeal the administrative fee/fine relating to 2921 O’Kelly Street and to request an extension of time for removing vehicles from their yard at 714 Atwater Street.

This item had appeared on several agendas; however, Mr. Johnson had not appeared.  Council suggested that the item be held over one more time in order to give Mr. Johnson an opportunity to speak.
Wayne Johnson, 714 Atwater Street, told of the problems he had relative to vehicles in his yard at 714 Atwater Street.  He told of conversations he had with the Inspections Department, vehicles being vandalized and agreements he had reached with the Inspections Department; therefore, he is not requesting an extension of time relating to 714 Atwater Street.  Housing Environmental Spruill pointed out he had met with Mr. Johnson.  There was a violation of the zoning ordinance.  There was no administrative fee relative to that issue.
Mr. Johnson talked about the problems at 2921 O’Kelly Street and discussions he had with the Inspections Department and others.  He talked about the pallets he had put on the property to utilize in making a new trash bin.  He stated his yard is not trashy.  He told about acts of vandalism and people putting debris on his property and discussions he had with various City personnel and the fact that he left the crime scene as it was and received a violation notice.  He stated he thought he was doing what the City told him to do.  He agrees with the ordinance and he wants the area clean.  He stated; however, because of the extenuating circumstances he does not feel he should have to pay this fee as he was waiting as he was told.  He requested that the City give him back the pallets as he had secured them and was planning to use them.  He stated his yard is not trashy there was only one item that should have been removed.  There was no debris.  He does not feel it is fair for the City to charge him.
Housing Environmental Inspector Spruill pointed out the inspector went out on January 27 and wrote the violation.  There were tree limbs, brush, wooden pallets, scrap lumber, etc.  A letter was sent requesting compliance by February.  That did not occur and the nuisance was abated on February 14.  There was a $175 administrative fee for a total of $264.  The nuisance lien was confirmed on April 19, 2005.

Mr. Johnson stated the limbs were not his.  He does not have trees of that kind is his yard.  He has no idea where they came from.  He secured the pallets to make a garbage rack.  He had to go out of the country.  He didn’t receive notices.  He asked the Council to rescind the charges as his yard is neat.  Photographs of the condition of the yard were presented.  No Council member made a motion to rescind the charges.  In response to questioning as to what the charges were for Mayor Meeker pointed out Mr. Johnson could be provided a copy of the bill.  Mr. Johnson pointed out the Inspectors came into his yard without permission and questioned if that was legal.  City Attorney McCormick indicated the nuisances were in plain sites proper notification was submitted; therefore, he felt all procedures had been legal.  No further action was taken.
ADMINISTRATIVE FEE – 7100 SANDY FORKS ROAD – REMOVED FROM THE AGENDA
Margaret P. Parrish, 7100 Sandy Forks Road, had requested permission to discuss the administrative fee relative to her property.  It was pointed out by a gentleman in the audience and Housing Environmental Inspector Spruill that this issue has been resolved.  No further action was taken.

ADMINISTRATIVE FEE – 219 DEXTER PLACE – REMOVED FROM THE AGENDA
Vincent Whitehurst, 219 Dexter Place, had requested permission to discuss the administrative fee for property at 301 Park Avenue (Docket L20050623009) and suggested changes to the policy.  It was reported this issue has been resolved.
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN – ROCK QUARRY/SUNNYBROOK ROAD – REMOVED FROM THE AGENDA
Representatives of Romans Land Development Company would like to request the Council to either re-establish the Residential Community Focus Area designation at the intersection of Rock Quarry Road and Sunnybrook Road or amend the Comprehensive Plan to establish that up to 262,000 square feet of retail development is appropriate on the northeast quadrant of the intersection.  It was pointed out this issue has been withdrawn as the representatives are in continued discussions with staff.  The item was removed from the agenda with no action taken.

This was a hearing to consider adoption of a resolution confirming the following preliminary assessment rolls:

Sidewalk AR 348-Poole Road according to charges outlined in Resolution 2005-543 adopted on June 7, 2005.  No one asked to be heard.
Sidewalk AR 349-Jones Franklin Road according to charges outlined in Resolution 2005-544 adopted on June 7, 2005.  No one asked to be heard.

Sidewalk AR 350-Capital Boulevard according to charges outlined in Resolution 2005-545 adopted on June 7, 2005.  No one asked to be heard.

Sewer AR 1286-Weathergreen Road (PU 2002-4) according to charges outlined in Resolution 2005-546 adopted on June 7, 2005.  No one asked to be heard.

Sewer AR 1287-Harden Road (PU 1997-12) according to charges outlined in Resolution 2005-547 adopted on June 7, 2005.  No one asked to be heard.

Sewer AR 1288-Chapel Hill Road (PU 1998-5) according to charges outlined in Resolution 2005-548 adopted on June 7, 2005.  Richard Hibbets, Galax Drive, pointed out his company ran 1,500 feet of sewer downstream to serve their property and paid all of the assessments, tap-on fees, etc.  This is for the upstream and he would ask the City Council to consider giving some relief. The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Ms. Kekas moved adoption of a resolution authorizing the sale as advertised.  Her motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.  See Resolution 596.
PU-2005-9 – THELMA STREET/FRAZIER DRIVE – HEARING – RESOLUTION DIRECTING PROJECT ADOPTED
This was a hearing to consider the installation of approximately 790 feet of 8-inch water main in Thelma Street and Frazier Drive with assessment on a per lineal foot basis (PU 2005-9).  The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. West moved adoption of a resolution directing the project as advertised.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.  See Resolution 597.
PU-2005-10 – THELMA STREET/FRAZIER DRIVE – HEARING – RESOLUTION DIRECTING PROJECT ADOPTED
This was a hearing to consider the installation of approximately 690 feet of sanitary sewer main in Thelma Street and Frazier Drive with assessment on an area served and per foot basis (PU 2005-10).  The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. West moved adoption of a resolution directing the project as advertised.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas and roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Crowder absent).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote.  See Resolution 598.
PUBLIC UTILITIES OPERATION CENTER – INSTALLMENT PURCHASE – HEARING – TO BE REHEARD
This was a hearing to consider a purchase agreement for land for the Public Utilities Operations Center as authorized by Council during the June 7 Council meeting.  It has been determined that it would be advantageous to include the purchase of this property through a September COPS issue which will also include the Barwell Road/Brier Creek Parks project and equipment fund financing.  Therefore, a public hearing would be held on the entire project. This is a hearing to receive public comments on the NCDOT 2007-2013 Transportation Improvement Program.  The Mayor opened the hearing.
A gentleman who indicated he lives in Raleigh and commutes to Durham on a daily basis expressed concern about the increase in traffic on I-40.  He stated he feels it is important to move improvements to I-40 between Wade Avenue and the Beltline forward.

Betsy Kane, 804 West Morgan Street, Apt. 2-B, Raleigh spoke in support of the Hillsborough Street Program pointing out she is looking forward to seeing the roundabouts and other improvements.  She also spoke in support of any bikeway, pedestrian or alternate forms of transportation pointing out she feels that is important.  No one else asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.

In response to questioning, City Manager Allen pointed out he believes the City Council needs to decide whether they want to forward any comments or suggestions about the program.

Mr. Lamb explained the priority listing as submitted by staff.  The deadline for comments is the latter part of the week.  Ms. Taliaferro stated if the Council had time she feels it would be appropriate to look at the listing in Public Works Committee.  She stated as she looks at the projects and thinks about what is in the City’s CIP, it maybe that the project order is out of date.  She spoke about the Project 3 and 7 Tryon Road as being very important.  She also spoke to the importance of Skycrest as well as a new bridge over New Falls of Neuse Road.  Mayor Meeker talked about the unlikelihood of any State funding for any of these projects.  He does not anticipate any of the projects being funded by the State.  He talked about the signalization project as well as the new bridge over the new Falls of Neuse Road pointing out that funding would be Federal funds and he does not anticipate State funding for any projects in Raleigh’s jurisdiction.  He questioned the need for any further prioritization.
Discussion followed with Mr. West questioning improvements to Rock Quarry Road between Sunnybrook and Jones Franklin Road and connectivity in the area and how all of the projects work together.  Transportation Services Manager Lamb explained which projects are in the CIP pointing out that is different from the projects in which we are requesting State funding.  He talked about the two tracts and how they relate.  The pressure from development in the Tryon/Rock Quarry/Jones Sausage Roads area was discussed.  The fact that the priority listing was approved by the previous Councils and the philosophy behind developing the list and staff following the Council’s lead in developing its priority ranking.  How past Councils had tried to bring attention to some of the smaller projects and hopes of getting some funding, whether any of the projects would be eligible for the Highway Trust Fund and whether the Council should change its philosophy as it relates to developing the priority order was discussed.  The importance of the priority ranking was talked about.  Ms. Taliaferro stated she felt it was important to provide a ranking which is supported by Council and the fact that the big ticket projects have been on the list for a long time, the City’s commitment to the Hillsborough Street project and the fact that all of the improvements are projects the Council supports was discussed.  The safety issue relating to NC 54 and the feeling on the part of some Council members that it is important to have the ranking updated was talked about after which the Council agreed to go down the list and the following priority order was developed.
