COUNCIL MINUTES
The City Council of the City of Raleigh met in regular session on Tuesday, October 4, 2005, at 1:00 p.m. in the City Council Chamber, Avery C. Upchurch Government Complex, 222 W. Hargett Street, Raleigh, North Carolina, with the following present.

Mayor Meeker called the meeting to order and invocation was rendered by Reverend Lorraine Ljunggren, St. Marks Episcopal Church.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Council Member Kekas.  The following items were discussed with action taken as shown.

SPECIAL AWARDS

NEIGHBORWOODS – CONTRIBUTION – RECOGNIZED
Mayor Meeker recognized John Schlichenmair, Westfield Homes, and Liz Zimmerman, NeighborWoods Coordinator.  He indicated Mr. Schlichenmair had pledged $25 to the NeighborWoods Program for each house his company sold in the City of Raleigh.  They have contributed $4,950.  Mr. Schlichenmair indicated this group appeals to builders pointing out it is very efficient group.  Everyone plants trees.  He expressed gratitude for the work that is being done and stated he really recommends all others take look at supporting this group.  Ms. Zimmerman pointed out to date the group has planted 3,044 trees.  Tomorrow 340 trees are to be delivered.

PROCLAMATION – FIRE PREVENTION WEEK
Mayor Meeker read a proclamation proclaiming Fire Prevention Week in the City of Raleigh.  The proclamation was accepted by Fire and Life Safety Coordinator Jan Parker and Fire Chief Earl Fowler.  Mayor Meeker congratulated Chief Fowler on the recent announcement of his retirement pointing out he has served the City very well.  Ms. Parker in accepting the proclamation talked about the importance of working smoke alarms.  She presented Council members with red oven permits and pointed out in order to enhance the customer service the fire prevention booth will be at Crabtree the first week and Triangle Town Center the second week.  Chief Fowler talked about the importance proper candle care and working smoking detectors pointing out in house fires in almost every case where there was a fatality there was a dead or dying smoke detector.
PROCLAMATION – NATIONAL ARTS AND HUMANITIES MONTH – PROCLAIMED
Mayor Meeker read a proclamation proclaiming the month of October as National Arts and Humanities Month in the City of Raleigh.  The proclamation was accepted by Edna Crouse of the Arts Commission and Leah Wiebe Smith, Arts Director.  Ms. Crouse expressed appreciation to the Mayor for acknowledging the special month.  She called on everyone to look at the website to see all of the wonderful arts activities going on in the City of Raleigh.  They presented each Council member a t-shirt which has a design chosen from the City’s Children Art Show pointing out the artist is from Martin Middle School.
CERTIFICATE OF APPOINTMENT – PRESENTED
Mayor Meeker explained the Certificate of Appointment presentation and presented a certificate to Tommy Crompton who was recently appointed to the Raleigh Transit Authority.

MAYOR’S COMMENTS – RECEIVED; REQUEST FOR SISTER CITY PARTNERSHIP – REFERRED TO SISTER CITY ASSOCIATION
Mayor Meeker expressed appreciation to Mr. West and Ms. Taliaferro for joining him at the recent celebration relating to the Country of Benien and the representatives from its capital city Porto-Novo.  He stated it is not a tremendously wealthy country but they have a wealth of humanity.  Ms. Taliaferro displayed the sculpture which was presented to the City from the group.  Mayor Meeker pointed out the group is interested in a sister city relationship with the City of Raleigh; therefore, he would suggest that the issue be referred to Administration to ask for a report from the Sister City Association within 45 days.  He also suggested that representatives of St. Augustine’s College also be involved in the discussions but receive a report from the Sister City Association.  He expressed appreciation to the City staff for organizing the luncheon in such a short time.

Mayor Meeker pointed out in front of the building is a United Way campaign sign.  He stated he had made his contribution and would not ask others on the Council to do so until the October 18 meeting but encouraged all Council members to participate.

Mayor Meeker recognized Wesley Williams who was in the audience pointing out Mr. Williams was the long time director of the Raleigh Merchants Bureau.

CONSENT AGENDA
CONSENT AGENDA – APPROVED AS AMENDED
Mayor Meeker presented the Consent Agenda pointing out all items are considered to be routine and maybe enacted by one motion.  If a Councilor requests discussion on an item the item will be removed from the Consent Agenda and considered separately.  He explained the vote on the Consent Agenda would be a roll call vote.  Mayor Meeker stated he had received the following requests to withdraw items from the Consent Agenda:  Temporary Street Closings – Various Streets, Tucker Street, Silverwood Creek Drive and South West Street (Craven); Street Closing – South West Street (Crowder); Encroachment Requests – 319 Fayetteville Street (Taliaferro/Isley); Budget Amendment – Special Appropriations (Crowder).  Without objection those items were withdrawn from the Consent Agenda.  Ms. Taliaferro moved approval of Administration’s recommendations on the remaining items on the Consent Agenda.  Her motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  The items on the Consent Agenda were as follows.
PERSONNEL – MILITARY LEAVE MP-100-39 – REVISED
Management Policy 100-39 was recently extended by Council to provide for a leave of absence and continuation of supplemental salary and benefits for up to one year for City employees called to active duty in the National Guard or in one of the reserve branches of the military as part of the Enduring Freedom Campaign.  Two revisions to this policy are being proposed.  Include the Iraqi Freedom Campaign for clarification purposes, and add natural disaster recovery efforts as some of our employees are now being activated to assist with Hurricane Katrina and Hurricane Rita recovery efforts.  A copy of the revised policy was in the agenda packet.
Recommendation:  Approve.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Meeker – 8 ayes.
RANDLEIGH FARM ACCOUNT – BUDGET AMENDMENT – APPROVED
The proposed budget amendment is for $238,275 of additional funding for the existing Randleigh Farm Account.  The additional funds are needed in order to fund the total purchase cost of approximately 400 acres of land currently owned by N.C. State University.  Wake County has agreed to fund approximately 50% of the purchase cost in a joint acquisition of the property, which is immediately adjacent to City owned land along Battle Bridge Road at the NRWWTP.  The purchase of this additional land and the majority of the City’s land purchase cost were previously approved by the City Council in March, 2005.  Closing for this property acquisition is now scheduled for mid-October.

RANDLEIGH FARM – PROPERTY ACQUISITION AMENDMENT – APPROVED
On March 15, 2005, Council approved the acquisition of Randleigh Farm, containing approximately 420.43 acres, from the State of North Carolina.  The property is to be acquired on a joint 50/50 basis with Wake County.  Among the terms outlined for the transaction was a 90 day feasibility period “to perform due diligence investigation of the site, including surveys and environmental site assessments”, followed by a closing by June 30, 2005.  During the feasibility period, environmental concerns were identified, which delayed the closing.  The State of North Carolina has agreed to address these environmental matters.  Staff recommends proceeding under amended acquisition terms, with review and approval of all final documents by the City Attorney’s office.
Recommendation:  Approve.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Meeker – 8 ayes.

PERSONNEL – RECLASSIFICATION OF FIRE SYSTEMS TECHNOLOGY MANAGER – APPROVED
The Fire Department requested reclassification of a Senior System Analyst Programmer/37 position due to changes in the position’s responsibilities.  This position manages the Fire Department’s IT functions, including IT needs assessment, other IT staff, contract negotiations, the help desk for 523 end users and supports the IT service needs of 27 remote sites.  The Personnel Department has studied the position and has recommended the reclassification of this position to Fire Systems Technology Manager/39 based upon the complexity and scope of the position’s responsibilities.  No additional budget funding will be required.

Recommendation:  Approve reclassification.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Meeker – 8 ayes.

BUDGET AMENDMENTS – VARIOUS – ORDINANCE ADOPTED
The agenda presented the following recommended budget amendments:

Finance Department - $8,117.40 – to budget for the second year of an award by the NC Department of Crime Control & Public Safety to the City of Raleigh for implementation by the non-profit agency, Summit House of Raleigh.  The grant is to provide Drug Control & Substance Abuse counseling and will fund 50% of the cost of a substance abuse counselor, supplies and training costs.  The agency is required to provide a 25% match for the grant.  The City is the grant administrator.

Fire Department - $2,259.57 – to accept funds received from the N.C. League of Municipalities for consultant services.
Public Works - $25,000 – to establish budgetary accounts for collecting handicap parking citations.

The agenda presented the following request for temporary street closings.

Doug Grissom, representing the Raleigh Convention Center and in conjunction with Ray Price Harley Davidson, requests street closures on Friday, October 7, 2005 from 9:00 a.m. to Sunday, October 9, 2005 at 2:00 a.m. for the Capital City Bike Festival.  He also requests waiver of all City ordinances pertaining to amplified sound, and the possession and consumption of alcohol on City property for this event.

600 Block of Tucker Street between Glenwood Avenue and Boylan Avenue

Nish Egerton, representing Clear Channel and Around the Corner (Tavern), requests a street closure on Thursday, October 6, 2005 from 5:00 p.m. to 12:00 a.m. for a street party.  He also requests waiver of all City ordinances pertaining to the possession and consumption of alcoholic beverages on City property, as well as the ordinances concerning amplified sound until 11:00 p.m. at which time the amplified music must stop.

Derrick McCraw, representing the Wood Spring Neighborhood, requests a street closure on Saturday, October 8, 2005 from 5:00 p.m. to 10:30 p.m. for a neighborhood party.  He also requests waiver of all City ordinances pertaining to the possession and consumption of alcoholic beverages within the enclosure and for the noise ordinances pertaining to amplified sound.

100 Block of South West Street between Morgan Street and Hargett Street
Chastity Lupton, representing Jillian’s Billiard Cafe, requests a street closure on Saturday, October 29, 2005 from 12:00 p.m. to 12:00 a.m. for a street party.  She also requests that all City ordinances pertaining to amplified sound and the possession and consumption of alcohol on City property be waived for the event.
Recommendation:  Approval of the temporary street closings subject to conditions noted on reports in the agenda packet.
Mr. Craven stated he has no problems with these particular activities; however, the wording seems to be a little different in that the applicants are requesting, “Waiver of all City ordinances pertaining to amplified sound and the possession of consumption of alcohol on City property.”  He stated any time you use the word “all” it bothers him and questioned if the Council would be unintentionally waiving ordinances prohibiting public drunkenness, sound amplification, etc.  City Attorney McCormick pointed out we would be only waiving the City ordinances regarding consumption on public property.  We would not be waiving State law.  He stated there are no security requirements being waived.  In response to questioning, City Manager Allen pointed out Administration looks at these very carefully, requires the applicant to work with the police department for adequate security, etc. and staff is comfortable with the recommendations.
Mr. Craven moved approval of the recommendations as outlined.  :His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.

STREET CLOSING – 300 BLOCK OF SOUTH WEST – APPROVED WITH CONDITIONS
Stephen Leonard, representing the Office Nightclub, requests a street closure on Saturday, November 5, 2005 from 5:00 p.m. to Sunday, November 6, 2005 at 5:00 a.m. for a street party.  He also requests waiver of all City ordinances pertaining to amplified music and to the possession and consumption of alcoholic beverages on City property within the enclosure.
Recommendation:  Approve subject to conditions noted on the report in the agenda packet.  Mr. Crowder pointed out he withdrew this from the Consent Agenda pointing out the street would be closed a long time up until 5:00 a.m. and questioned if anyone has concerns about that.  He stated the length of time bothers him.  City Manager Allen stated he did not know the specifics of the request but there maybe equipment breakdowns, cleanup, etc., that would require the street to be closed while that was occurring.  He stated the music must stop by 11:00 p.m.  Mr. Crowder moved approval of the recommendation as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.

ENCROACHMENT REQUEST – 319 FAYETTEVILLE STREET – REQUEST RELATING TO WALL AND STAIR – REFERRED TO PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE; REQUEST RELATING TO SIGN INSTALLATION – APPROVED
The agenda indicated a request has been received from Hudson Developers to encroach on City right-of-way for the purpose of installing a wall and stair.  Council members received a report in their agenda packet.

Recommendation:  Approve the encroachment subject to conditions outlined in Resolution 1996-153 and the following:

1. The Owner shall obtain “Right-of-Way” permit from the Inspections Department prior to installation.

2. The Owner shall contact “NC One Call Center” 48 hours prior to excavation and shall remain 10’ from existing utilities.

3. The Owner shall maintain ADA compliant ramp between wall and Fayetteville Street.

4. The Owner shall be responsible for installation of all pavers between wall building face.

A second request for an encroachment has been received from Hudson Developers to encroach on City right-of-way for the purpose of installing signs.  Council members received a report in their agenda packet.

Recommendation:  Approved the encroachment subject to conditions outlined in Resolution 1996-153; owner obtaining right-of-way and sign permits from Inspections prior to installation and the sign must comply with all sign regulations.

Mr. Isley stated he had received a letter from the Raleigh Development Company discussing the lamps the City has agreed to.  He talked about the location and pointed out the City did not typically allow this type installation.  He stated before we pass the two encroachment agreements on the Consent Agenda maybe they should have a turn in the Public Works Committee.  Without objection, Mayor Meeker stated the two encroachment requests would be referred to Public Works Committee.

Later in the meeting, Mr. Isley pointed out he had requested that both encroachment requests be referred to Public Works Committee.  He stated he really has no problem with the sign encroachment, it’s just the wall, stairway and ramp that concerns him and he would like to reconsider the action of Council on referring the two requests to Public Works Committee and so moved.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Crowder and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted an 8-0 vote.

Mr. Isley moved approval of the encroachment request relating to the sign installation at 319 Fayetteville Street and referral of the encroachment request relating to a wall and stairs to Public Works Committee.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.
BUDGET AMENDMENT – SPECIAL APPROPRIATION – APPROVED
The agenda presented a budget amendment in the amount of $37,500 to accept that money from Capital Broadcasting as a part of a partnership offer to fund 50 percent of the cost of the initial design project for a public/private partnership for public art and amenities in the Fayetteville Street Renaissance Project.  The City has previously appropriated the City’s share of $37,500 for this project.  The agenda outlined the income and expenditure accounts involved.  Mr. Crowder stated he withdrew this from the Consent Agenda as he wanted to publicly express appreciation to Capital Broadcasting for their generous gift.  He moved approval of the budget amendment as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro.  Mayor Meeker stated he understands that fairly soon there will be some renderings or scale models to look at.  The motion as stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  See Ordinance 901TF30.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE PLANNING COMMISSION

PLANNING COMMISSION CONSENT AGENDA – APPROVED AS PRESENTED
Mayor Meeker presented the Planning Commission Consent Agenda indicating it would be handled in the same manner as the Regular Consent Agenda.  The vote on the Planning Commission Consent Agenda will be a roll call vote.  He stated he had not received any requests to withdraw items from the Planning Commission Consent Agenda.  Ms. Taliaferro moved approval of the Planning Commission’s Consent Agenda as presented.  Her motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  The items on the Planning Commission Consent Agenda were as follows.

REZONING Z-37-05 – LITCHFORD DOWNS LANE – REQUEST FOR WAIVER OF TWO-YEAR WAITING PERIOD – APPROVED
This is a request for a waiver of the 2-year waiting period.

CR-10881 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved.  Planning Commission’s recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Kekas – 8 ayes.
REZONING Z-42-05 – WEST FRANKLIN STREET – APPROVED WITH AMENDED CONDITIONS
This request is to rezone approximately 1.34 acres, currently zoned Residential-20 with Neighborhood Conservation Overlay District.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Shopping Center Conditional Use District.

CR-10882 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved in accordance with conditions dated September 12, 2005.  Planning Commission’s recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Kekas – 8 ayes.  See Ordinance 903ZC576.
FP-1-05 – CRABTREE CREEK – APPROVED
This request is to consider a revision to the flood boundaries and flood elevations established in the NFIP Maps for a portion of Crabtree Creek located immediately north of Creedmoor Road (FEMA cross section 69600).

CR-10883 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved.  Planning Commission’s recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Kekas – 8 ayes.  See Ordinance 904.
CP-18-05 – WELLSLEY WAY COLLECTOR STREET REVISION – APPROVED
This request is to amend the Comprehensive Plan by realigning the proposed extension of Wellsley Way as a collector street between Kennebuck Court and Strickland Road.

CR-10884 from the Planning Commission recommends that the Comprehensive Plan revision be approved.  Planning Commission’s recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Kekas – 8 ayes.  See Resolution 680.

SP-11-05 – 222 GLENWOOD AVENUE – APPROVED WITH CONDITIONS
This request is to approve a 200,504 square foot mixed use building with 19,371 square feet of retail, 114 residential units (a density of 75 unites per acre is proposed), and 368 parking spaces in a six story parking structure on a 1.51 acre site zoned Industrial-2 with the Downtown Residential Housing Overlay District and the Glenwood South Pedestrian Business Overlay District.  The existing structures on the site will be demolished.

CR-10885 from the Planning Commission recommends approval with conditions.  Planning Commission’s recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Kekas – 8 ayes.

END OF PLANNING COMMISSION CONSENT AGENDA
SP-50-05 – BB&T – APPROVED WITH CONDITIONS
This request is to approve a 3,983 square foot bank on a 1.73 acre site, zoned Office&Institution-1 Conditional Use District. Currently, three buildings are on this site. This site is located within 400 feet of a residential use or zone.

CR-10886 from the Planning Commission recommends approval with conditions.  Planning Director Silver explained the Planning Commission’s discussion related to concerns that there were graves on the site and the process utilized with removal of the graves.  The applicant has agreed to put a plaque on the site recognizing the fact that there was a cemetery.  Mr. Crowder pointed out the building has already been removed; therefore, he would move approval of the Planning Commission’s recommendation.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Isley and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.
SPECIAL ITEMS
AFRICAN AMERICAN CULTURAL CONSORTIUM PROGRAM ANALYSIS AND FEASIBILITY REPORT – TO BE PLACED ON NOVEMBER 1ST MEETING AS A SPECIAL ITEM; MAYOR AND MAYOR PROTEM TO MEET WITH COUNTY COMMISSIONERS
The following item appeared on the September 6, 2005 Council agenda:

During the August 2, 2005 Council meeting, the Council received a report from the Freelon Group who conducted a program analysis and feasibility study of the proposed African American Cultural Consortium.  Following the report, Mayor Meeker stated without objection the item would be placed on the September 6, 2005 agenda and staff would get comments from the three members of the consortium, Shaw University and the active businesses if they want to make comments.  Mr. Freelon would check with the County to see if they wanted to receive the report.

It is understood Mr. Freelon will be making a presentation to the County on September 19.  It would be appropriate to receive any comments and if the Council so desires, defer any action until after receiving comments from the County following the presentation on September 19.  A report was in the agenda packet with a request from one of the consortium members to delay Council discussion.
Mayor Meeker pointed out this item is still being discussed by members of the community.  He suggested deferring action on the issue and placing it on the agenda the first meeting in November and at that point the Council could decide what the next steps would be.  Ms. Taliaferro pointed out Mr. Zogry is celebrating a high holy day and asked that the issue be referred.  Mr. West pointed out maybe there should be some dialogue with select members of Wake County Commissioners maybe he and the Mayor could facilitate something of that sort.  Mayor Meeker suggested holding the item until the first meeting in November and he and Mr. West will talk with the County Commissioners and get their input.  Without objection it was agreed to follow that course of action.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE CITY MANAGER
OPEN SPACE – SIX MONTH REPORT – RECEIVED
At the September 21, 2004 City Council meeting, Council members reviewed information on a program that would assure equal access to open space.  The recommendation to develop the program was approved unanimously and administration was asked to bring guidelines back to Council for further consideration.  On March 1, 2005 Council was presented with a process whereby various user groups would apply for open space for multiple field sports.  Ms. Taliaferro moved approval of the proposal and asked that Council get a report in six months to ensure it is working the way it was intended. The motion passed unanimously.  A report was included in the agenda packet.
City Manager Allen pointed out we have gone through one full cycle with this program and feel it is working well and Administration would recommend that we continue with the program as outlined.  He stated we do have limited experience as we have only gone through one cycle.  Ms. Taliaferro pointed out she had received some e-mail from the Pop Warner football about changes in availability of fields for them but she understands the Parks Department is working with them.  Recreation Superintendent Ray pointed out that situation has been resolved.  Mayor Meeker expressed appreciation to the City Manager and the staff for making these changes pointing out we do have a lot of people interested in utilizing our different facilities and this opens them up to more people.  The comments were received but no further action taken.
WATER CONSERVATION – DIRECTION GIVEN
City Manager Allen pointed out he had provided Council members with a report on the water situation in Raleigh.  He explained the customers have responded to our call for conservation to some extent.  The water consumption is down about 7 percent and City officials had asked consumers to get consumption down by 10 percent.  He pointed out if our customers would continue their efforts it would be helpful.  He explained the lake level is at 42 percent in the available water supply pool.  We are still just barely in positive territory.  He indicated the weather forecast is calling for a rain event in the next couple of days.  He stated at this point he is recommending that the City stay in the voluntarily conservation mode but continue to give him authority to go to mandatory conservation if we cross over into a negative position.  He indicated no one feels or expects the rainfall event to restore the lake levels and we need the customers to continue their conservation measures.  He pointed out we should continue to ask the customers to reduce their water usage by 10 percent and if that does not occur or we do not get a significant rainfall, we may slip into a negative position and have to go to the mandatory conservation sometime next week.

Mayor Meeker pointed out the City Manager had been given authority to move from voluntary to mandatory conservation efforts during the last meeting and that authority still holds.  Mayor Meeker talked about efforts at his home to conserve water.

Mr. Isley questioned what type notice would be given to the public if we move from voluntary to mandatory conservation efforts.  City Manager Allen pointed out he would make an announcement on one day and move into the mandatory the next day pointing out we have had a lot of news coverage, etc., about the situation.
Ms. Taliaferro stated she really expected that the Council would make the decision to go into mandatory conservation measures today.  She stated we will need to have a significant rainfall and it has to fall over Falls Lake.  She talked about the need to make sure the public understands that we may have to move to the mandatory conservation next week.  City Manager Allen pointed out that is correct if we get into a negative situation, he will call for mandatory conservation.
Mayor Meeker pointed out he feels the recommendation by the Manager to continue with voluntary conservation with the understanding that the Manager has authority to move to mandatory conservation when and if needed.  Mr. West pointed out he likes the Manager’s approach of using mandatory conservation only when necessary.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION
OF THE DOWNTOWN EVENTS TASK FORCE
DOWNTOWN EVENTS TASK FORCE – CONCEPT APPROVED – ADMINISTRATION TO WORK WITH DRA TO PROVIDE RECOMMENDATIONS
Frank Baird, Downtown Raleigh Alliance, indicated this is an outgrowth in the master plan process of the Livable Streets components.  He talked about having events in downtown having a kinder, gentler approach.  He talked about all of the problems a person or a nonprofit has to go through to get permits to have an event downtown.  He stated they evaluated the current process and determined that the only one which requires City Council approval is street closing; however, there are approximately 10 items which need a permit of some kind from somewhere.  He explained the existing challenges which include:  no consistent place to go when you want to have an event downtown; no concise application of rules and regulations for event planners; no standards for port-a-johns, off-duty officers, barricades or event cleanup; can require up to 10 different permits or approvals; little coordination between overlapping events; impact on businesses who often do not know what is going on or do not get informed; no single master calendar for downtown events; and, cumbersome process which creates significant barrier for setting up an event.  He explained each of these problems or points.  He went through the present permitting process which includes going to the police for approval of street closures, off-duty police officers, police approval for parading, ticketing or assembly, parking approval, signage approval, fire marshall's approval, Parks and Recreation approval, prepared food permits from the County, amplified entertainment permits and ABC permits.  He talked about the need to create an application form which will include all City related requirements and create a new process which will allow event planners to see which permits or approvals are required for their event in one step.  He pointed out what they are suggesting is creating a system where all applications for the various permits are included in one stop.  He talked about the process which calls for the creation of an Events Task Force which will help the City oversee this process.  They feel that membership on the Events Task Force should include representatives from the Civic Center, Artsplosure, Arts Commission, Parks and Recreation Department, Police Department, Public Affairs Department, Public Works/Parking Department, Downtown Raleigh Alliance, religious community and two representatives of the Downtown merchants.
Nancy Hormann, Executive Director of the Downtown Raleigh Alliance, talked about simplification of the process.  She talked about how they could meet with the applicant, determine how many people the event expects, what their needs are, make sure the needs are met, etc., start the process from the beginning and have everything at one stop.  She explained the proposed process which includes starting with the events planner going to the Downtown Raleigh Alliance liaison.  At that point they would fill out one application.  The DRA Liaison would know if there are other events scheduled on the requested day or what other events maybe occurring that would impact their event.  The DRA Liaison would take the application to the Events Task Force that could review the application and could recommend approval or denial or offer suggestions to the Events Planner through the DRA Liaison and once an event is approved it could be added to a single city-wide calendar.  She pointed out presently we have so many different groups approving different events and there is no one really coordinating the events and marketing the events.  Under this process the DRA could market all of the events in the downtown.  The DRA Liaison could help the event planner secure any permits outside the City’s purview.  The DRA would act as staff to the Task Force, be an events producer as well as assist in the approval process and help others producers coordinate and navigate the requirements of the City, coordinate the creation of standard requirements for such things a port-a-johns, barricades, police officers, trash, cleanup, etc., develop and consolidate an application form with existing rules and regulations, help market the events through the web site and membership, maintain a master calendar of downtown events and monitor the event producer requirements.  She talked about the role of DRA in helping to make sure we have good quality events in the downtown and make sure needs of the events are met, etc.
Mayor Meeker questioned who would select the members from the various groups, would it be the Council or the various groups.  Ms. Hormann pointed out that wasn’t discussed but the group felt that it would be good to appoint people from those departments that would have decision making authority.  In response to questioning, City Manager Allen pointed out he had worked in developing this process and supports it and suggested that the Council let the City staff work with DRA and come back with specific names from the various groups.
Mr. Isley stated he does not disagree with anything in the presentation.  He stated since he has been on Council one of the biggest problems about events downtown is lack of notice to the churches and businesses which are impacted.  He questioned, however, if the process shouldn’t be done City wide not just downtown pointing out there are other areas of the City that are impacted and if we are going to streamline the process for one part of the City we should do it for all not just limit this to downtown.
Mr. Crowder commended DRA and the Task Force for coming up with the solution.  He also asked DRA or the Events Task Force to look at incremental space and events pointing out there are areas such as in the Moore Square Parking Deck area, Exchange Plaza, etc., where we could have program events during the day and the evening.  Ms. Hormann pointed up as we open Fayetteville Street we will have more and more venues for various events.  She stated one of their tasks would be to identify all venues.  They would be doing an inventory of all venues and encourage their use.

Ms. Kekas stated as a former Events Planner she is very impressed with this process.  Mr. West agreed but questioned if DRA has the resources to plan and implement the program.  Ms. Hormann pointed out once they get the applications and the standards developed it will be a very simple process.  She stated her staff could walk people the process and once the process is in place it shouldn’t take that much staff time.  The group was thinking about the downtown area only.  Mr. West stated maybe downtown could be a pilot project and if it is successful we could recreate the process in other areas with Ms. Hormann pointing out that is a good idea.  Ms. Taliaferro asked about the timeframe for a person or group getting through the process with Ms. Hormann pointing out she feels it will take time off of the present process.  She stated once we have a Task Force in place they could meet once a month and a person could get all of their approvals right there with the exception of what is required by the City Council.  She stated in reality she thinks it could take three to four weeks off the process.  Ms. Taliaferro stated she feels the process is very good and will be beneficial for all but cautioned everyone to make sure that people know the time frame for getting a permit so they will not be missing the deadlines and run to City Council and ask for an exception.  Problems with conflicts and events and lack of knowledge about the various events was talked about.  Mr. Craven suggested increasing the number of downtown merchants on the Events Task Force from 2 to 4 or at least more than 2 and talked about the variety of interest, business, etc.  Mr. Craven moved approval of the concept and proceeding with the concept and ask DRA to work with Administration to come up with names for the Task Force with the understanding there would be four merchants.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Crowder and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE
PARKS, RECREATION AND GREENWAY ADVISORY BOARD

BERKSHIRE DOWNS WEST PARK – NAME APPROVED
The Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board (PRGAB) received an application signed by Cindy Freeman requesting consideration to name the land located at 8105 McGuire Drive, the “Berkshire Downs West Park.” In compliance with Resolution 1988-122, appropriate public notifications and press releases were made.  With no opposition to the request, on September 15, 2005 the PRGAB unanimously voted to recommend the naming request to City Council for consideration.
Recommendation:  Approve the naming of the land located at 8105 McGuire Drive, the “Berkshire Downs West Park”.  Ms. Taliaferro moved approval pointing out this is a little neighborhood park the residents in the area worked so hard to get developed.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Isley.  Mayor Meeker expressed appreciation to Ms. Taliaferro for her hard work in getting this developed.  He talked about the fine event which was held for the dedication pointing out he feels the park will be a huge asset for the community.  The motion as stated was put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.
PARKS AND RECREATION FACILITIES – NAMING POLICY – AMENDED
The Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board (PRGAB) received an application signed by Bill Flournoy, of the Triangle Greenways Council, requesting consideration to name the section of Walnut Creek Greenway between Hammond Road and Sunnybrook Road the “Brimley Brothers Trail on Walnut Creek.” The PRGAB forwarded this item to its Greenway and Urban Trees Committee (GWUT) to develop a policy for naming greenways and to discuss the naming request.  The GWUT recommended the “Policy for the Naming of Parks and Recreation Facilities in the City of Raleigh” (Resolution 1988-122, Amended Resolution 1997-576) be revised to state the greenways are to be only named based upon geographic or ecological features indigenous to the greenway.  The PRGAB approved the committee’s recommendation (9 Ayes: Patrick Beggs, Greg Barley, Gail Till, Pete Benda, Jan Kirschbaum, Wayne Marshall, Rudy Williams, Tina Certo, Mary Alice Farrell and 3 Nays:  Norman Camp, Chris Smith and Patricia Johnson).  The GWUT also recommended recognizing the Brimley Brothers significant local, national and international natural heritage contributions but not by renaming the trail.  In compliance with the current Resolution 1988-122 appropriate public notifications and press releases have been made and if there is no opposition at the PRGAB’s next meeting the Advisory Board will vote on the naming request.
Recommendation:  For Council to amend “Policy for the Naming of Parks and Recreation Facilities in the City of Raleigh” (Resolution 1988-122, Amended Resolution 1997-576) to state the greenways are to only be named based upon geographic or ecological features indigenous to the greenway.
City Manager Allen pointed out he understands there was a request to name a greenway after a person; however, the Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board felt that greenways should be named based on geographical or ecological features of that particular greenway and they felt the policy should be clarified.  Ms. Taliaferro moved approval of the recommendation as outlined.  Her motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas and roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  See Resolution 681.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF

THE BUDGET AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE
SOUTHEAST RALEIGH – CONCENTRATED CODE ENFORCEMENT – REMOVED FROM THE AGENDA
Mayor Meeker reported the Budget and Economic Committee recommends the item – Concentrated Code Enforcement/Southeast Raleigh be removed from the agenda with no further action taken.  On behalf of the Committee, Mayor Meeker moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.
SURPLUS PROPERTY – WINDY WOODS DRIVE – MINIMUM BID ACCEPTED SUBJECT TO UPSET BID PROCESS
Mayor Meeker reported the Budget and Economic Committee recommends that the City accept the bid of $165,000 from William Curtis Keeling and wife Kristie L. Keeling for property known as 0, 2301 and 2305 Windy Woods Drive subject to the upset bid process.  This property was declared surplus during the September 6, 2005 Council meeting.  On behalf of the Committee, Mayor Meeker moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Isley and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.
CONDEMNATION – THOMPSON/HUNTER REDEVELOPMENT AREA – APPROVED
Mr. West reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee in closed session voted to recommend that the City Council authorize condemnation proceedings for the following two properties in the Thompson/Hunter Redevelopment Area so the sites maybe utilized for planned development purposes:  610 E. Cabarrus Street – V. R. Leach, Heirs, c/o Ola Leach Ray and 812 E. Cabarrus Street – Lillie Adams and Ola Ray Adams.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. West moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Regan who voted in the negative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-1 vote.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF
THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

REZONING Z-34-05 – KYLE DRIVE – APPROVED WITH CONDITIONS
Chairperson Crowder reported the Comprehensive Planning Committee recommends approval of Z-34-05 – Kyle Drive which rezones the property to R-6 Conditional Use with conditions dated:  September 14, 2005.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Crowder moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 903ZC576.

REZONING Z-20-05 – BLUE RIDGE ROAD – DENIED
Chairperson Crowder reported the Comprehensive Planning Committee recommends denial of rezoning Z-20-05 – Blue Ridge Road.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Crowder moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.
REZONING Z-23-05 – LEESVILLE ROAD – DENIED
Chairperson Crowder reported the Comprehensive Planning Committee recommends upholding the Planning Commission's recommendation for denial of Z-23-05 - Leesville Road as outlined in CR 10877.  It was pointed out by Mr. Crowder that new conditions had been received but they were not timely.  On behalf of the Committee, he moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro.
In response to questioning, Mr. Craven pointed out there is a problem with the residential use at this location but the solution to the problem isn’t rezoning.  There are other ways to make the property a viable use.  Ms. Taliaferro pointed out clearly the residential use has some tenants/landlord type problems like we have throughout the City.  They are public nuisance type issues but it doesn’t warrant rezoning.  Mr. Regan questioned if there is any way the proposed use could be pursued without rezoning with it being pointed out there is not.  Mr. Isley stated it is a tough call.  The proposed use of the property seems very logical.  He wished that the Committee had not made an unanimous vote for denial.  He stated given the way the property looks today he feels the proposed use would be a vast improvement.  It is a great business opportunity with a captive audience across the street.  He feels it would be a viable use for the neighborhood.  Ms. Taliaferro pointed out she understands those comments but once a property is rezoned there is no guarantee what use would be made of the property.  What is being proposed may be a good use but we have to talk about all allowed uses.  Ms. Kekas talked about the number of e-mails she had received concerning this issue and has seen what is being proposed could help improve the area as it has in other areas.  Mr. Regan stated he would have to vote against the recommendation pointing out he understands the theory of zoning and the Comprehensive Plan but he believes more strongly in the free market.  The motion as stated was put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Regan and Mr. Isley who voted in the negative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 6-2 vote; therefore, the case was denied.
REZONING Z-43-05 – TRENTON ROAD – DENIED
Chairperson Crowder reported the Comprehensive Planning Committee recommends denial of rezoning Z-43-05 - Trenton Road.  On behalf of the Committee, he moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF
THE LAW AND PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE

TAXI RATE SURCHARGE – CONCEPT APPROVED – REFERRED TO BUDGET AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE; TAXI RATE INCREASE – RETAINED IN COMMITTEE FOR DISCUSSION IN JANUARY 2006
Chairperson Isley reported the Law and Public Safety Committee agrees with the concept of a taxi rate surcharge through December 31, 2005 and recommends that the item be referred to the Budget and Economic Development Committee to determine the amount and the potential budgetary impact on the Accessible Raleigh Transportation (ART) Program.

The Committee also recommends that the concept of a taxi rate increase be tabled for consideration in January 2006.
Mr. Isley pointed out the Law and Public Safety Committee did not feel comfortable discussing an item which has such a significant budget impact.  They agree with the concept of a taxi rate surcharge but felt before action is taken it should be discussed by the Budget and Economic Development Committee.  The motion as stated was put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.
After brief discussion it was pointed out the taxi rate increase item would be held on the Law and Public Safety Committee agenda and discussed in January 2006.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION
OF THE PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE

STREET CLOSING-6-05 – VARNELL AVENUE – DENIED; DIRECTION GIVEN TO STAFF
Chairperson Taliaferro reported the Public Works Committee recommends that the Council deny the petition to close Varnell Avenue.  The Committee requests that staff continue to talk with the applicant of the street closing request relative to an access easement which would allow public utilization of the right of way and encourages the applicant to continue to allow public access through the property until a permanent solution is achieved.  The Committee also requests that staff look at the parking situation for Beckana Apartments to determine if they are in violation of the zoning ordinance as it relates to number of parking spaces.  On behalf of the Committee, Ms. Taliaferro moved the recommendation be upheld.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Craven and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Regan who voted in the negative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-1 vote.
WOODLAWN MEMORIAL GARDENS – RIGHT-OF-WAY DEDICATION – REQUEST WITHDRAWN; CEMETERY/SUBDIVISION REQUIREMENTS – REFERRED TO PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE
Chairperson Taliaferro reported the applicant has withdrawn the request to City Council.  The Committee recommends that the item be removed from the agenda and that staff provide a notice of intent to the Woodlawn Memorial Gardens that the City plans to widen the road adjacent to their property at a future date and additional right of way may be required along their frontage.
The Committee recommends that an item be referred to Committee relative to process for cemetery/subdivision requirements.
Ms. Taliaferro pointed out the applicant had withdrawn the request but the Committee felt the City should do something to make sure they do not plat and sell more graves in the right-of-way.  That discussion brought up the whole issue of cemetery lots and what could be done to present this type problem in the future.  The motion as stated was seconded by Mr. Craven and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.
TC-5-05 – TREE CONSERVATION PERMIT FEES – APPROVED AS AMENDED – ORDINANCE ADOPTED; ISSUE TO BE REVISITED JANUARY 2007
Chairperson Taliaferro reported the Public Works Committee recommends approval of TC-5-05 as revised by the Committee which includes reducing the proposed fee of $1,000 per acre to $850 per acre, and the tree buffer protection from $50/acre to $42.50/acre.  The Committee recommends that this issue be reviewed in January 2007.  On behalf of the Committee, Ms. Taliaferro moved the recommendation be upheld.  Her motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker.

Mr. Crowder questioned the recommendation and how the Committee arrived at the recommendation.  Ms. Taliaferro talked about permit fees and pointed out basically development pays for about 85 percent of the Inspection Department’s cost and 15 percent is paid for by the public.  She pointed out the tree ordinance was implemented by the City for the public good and the Committee felt it would be appropriate for the public to share in the cost.  She stated part of the problem is we do not have the data to tell us the revenue from the proposal, only data that could be used is grading permits and that is why the Committee would like to look at the ordinance at the end of a year.  The motion as stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  See Ordinance 905TC273.
REPORT OF MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS

PERSONNEL – PUBLIC UTILITIES AND INSPECTIONS – COMMENDED
Mr. Craven expressed appreciation to the Public Utilities and Inspection staff for going beyond the call of duty to help get the Trinity Academy construction to be completed in time for school.  He indicated the Academy was under a real time crunch and a number of people stepped up and held their hands and helped them through the process.  He commended all for a job well done.

TRAFFIC – VARIOUS CONCERNS – REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION
Ms. Taliaferro asked Administration to look at a site distance problem at the intersection of Windsor Drive and Dartmouth Road.  She pointed out the property owner’s garden comes up to the edge of the street and she has had complaints relative to site distance.

Ms. Taliaferro asked Administration to have someone look at the light timing at the intersection of New Hope/Old Wake Forest/Hardimount Road.  She stated there is a dual left turn from Hardimount onto Old Wake Forest and the timing does not seem to be adequate.  The two items were referred to Administration.
RECYCLING – PARKS – INFORMATION REQUESTED
Ms. Taliaferro questioned how often recycling is collected from our City parks.  She stated she had received some concerns relative to the schedule particularly at Eastgate Park and Millbrook Tennis Center.  Administration was asked to provide a report.

YOUTH CIVIC ENGAGEMENT INITIATIVE – REFERRED TO BUDGET AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE
Mayor Meeker pointed out he had provided Council members with a letter concerning the youth civic engagement initiative.  He asked that the issue be referred to Budget and Economic Development Committee.  Without discussion the item was so referred.
EVACUATION PLANS – INFORMATION REQUESTED
Mayor Meeker indicated as he is out on the bond and election campaign he has been questioned by many people wanting more information about the City’s emergency plan for weather related problems or other events that is what type evacuation or notification system the City have.  He asked that the Council be provided a summary of the City’s emergency plan, plans relating to Shearon Harris and how we can get all of this information out to the public.  He stated in the next month of two maybe City staff in conjunction with Wake County Emergency Services could provide a report.
SIGNS – CAPITOL CITY BAND EXPO – DENIED
Mayor Meeker stated he had received a request from the organizers of Capitol City Bond Expo requesting directional signage for their upcoming event.  He stated he had referred it to the City Manager who stated this was not allowed under our ordinances and would set a terrible precedent.  The information was received.
CONCENTRATED CODE ENFORCEMENT – COMMENTS RECEIVED
Mr. West pointed out the concentrated code enforcement issue was reported out of Budget and Economic Development Committee.  He pointed out that is not the end of the item it is just the beginning.  He stated he feels the process worked extremely well and we have a process in place where the citizens of that area can make decisions that provides the best benefits and helps with their quality of life.  He talked about the group that will provide a good cross section of all involved pointing out he feels it is a very positive step when we can take a problem and turn it into a positive.  The comments were received.
MEETING TIMES – COMMENTS RECEIVED
Mr. West talked about concerns that have been voiced and referred to the Central CAC meeting relative to the times of Council and Committee meetings.  He stated when the Council or Committees meet during working hours some citizens are just not able to attend meetings or don’t have access to provide input.  He asked about seeing some type analysis as to when meetings are held and citizen participation that is daytime versus evening meetings, where the meetings are held, etc.  He pointed out for example the Planning Commission holds all of its meetings in the morning and many people are not able to attend.  He pointed out the Council keeps talking about being a kinder, gentler body and access to the meetings is very important.

Mayor Meeker pointed out if there is a certain issue that citizens feel should be discussed at an evening meeting if they would let the Council or staff know, that could be worked out.  Mr. West pointed out when he was on Law and Public Safety Committee, Chairperson Isley scheduled a number of meetings in the evening out in the neighborhood.  He stated he knows it takes more time but maybe we could look into scheduling meetings at different times of the day to help citizens have the privilege of attending.  Ms. Taliaferro pointed out if the community would let the Council members know when there is an issue before it that they would like to have a night meeting or a meeting at another location they should let the Council know and maybe other arrangements could be made with Mr. West pointing out maybe that is the best approach.  Ms. Taliaferro pointed out if there is an issue that a lot of people want to have an opportunity to discuss she feels the Council would be willing to schedule special meetings to accommodate those people.  The comments were received.
HURRICANE RELIEF – COMMENTS RECEIVED
Mr. West talked about a trip to Mississippi recently where a number of items were looked at.  He pointed out there were a couple small cities and towns that the City of Raleigh maybe able to connect with and help out.  He pointed out the City Manager has said we have something in place and could help out or partner with some of the affected cities and talked about the process of reimbursement from FEMA.  He stated he would be talking with Assistant City Manager Prosser pointing out if we can work through the issues maybe can partner and help one of our neighboring cities which is suffering from the effects of the hurricanes.
NEIGHBORHOOD EXCHANGE – COMMENTS RECEIVED
Mr. Crowder congratulated all involved in the recent Neighborhood Exchange.  He stated it was a very successful meeting and representatives of the various neighborhoods were able to take away some good information.  There were very informative programs.  He expressed appreciation to all those who participated particularly the neighborhoods in Southwest and Southeast Raleigh.

CONSTRUCTION – PROBLEMS WITH DELAYED COMPLETION – REFERRED TO INSPECTIONS AND CITY ATTORNEY TO PROVIDE A REPORT
Mr. Crowder talked about problems with construction or renovation on properties that draws out for a long period of time.  He talked about a project in the Caraleigh area which has been going on four years.  He stated as he understands our process if a person holds a valid building permit and drives one nail during that time it extends the permit for a year.  He stated there are some issues with that and he feels maybe it could be referred to a Committee for discussion.  Ms. Taliaferro suggested getting a report from Administration on their recommendations.
Inspections Director Ellis pointed out the General Statutes indicate permits that are issued are good for six months.  If work ceases for a 12 month period then the permit is null and void; however, if during that 12 month period one nail is put into the construction or one activity takes place it extends the permit for another year.  He talked about the situation on Jean Drive.  He stated he does not know what the City could do and talked about their different situations and extenuating circumstances such as houses being moved to properties, houses that are vacant or exactly what could be done to prevent the Jean Drive situation from continuing to occur in other areas of the City.
City Attorney McCormick indicated he and Mr. Ellis looked at the Jean Drive situation.  He stated in that case the house had been moved to the location.  He stated that is a different set of circumstances than what Mr. Crowder is referring to pointing out he understands Mr. Crowder’s concern is stick built house.  He stated maybe the City staff could look at the definition of “work” maybe that is a way to address the issue.  Without further discussion the item was referred to the Inspections Director and the City Attorney to look at possible solutions and recommendations that could be made to Council.
CAROLINA PINES PARK – LIGHTS – REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION
Mr. Crowder stated there seems to be nothing wrong with the lights at Carolina Pines Park.  The lights come on and off and there seems to be problem with the setup.  He stated he also had reports of cars going in and parking in the area and maybe we would want to patrol the Carolina Pines Park a little more often.  The item was referred to Administration.
DOWNTOWN WEST TASK FORCE – ADMINISTRATION TO WORK WITH THE GROUP

Mr. Crowder asked about the reconstitution of the Task Force for the Downtown West.  He pointed out they had produced the plan that had been adopted and there is a lot of interest to see what needs to be done to implement the plan and what the next steps would be such as a pedestrian overlay.  He asked about the possibility of having some of the members come back and participate in a planning process.  Mayor Meeker suggested asking Administration to look at what steps would be required to move forward.  Mr. Crowder stated the group would like to work with Administration on action steps.  After brief discussion it was agreed that Administration would work with Mr. Crowder and the group to make recommendations on next steps.
DOG PARK – LAKE JOHNSON – PARKS AND RECREATION TO PROVIDE REPORT ON STATUS OF PROJECT
Mr. Crowder indicated there seems to be some confusion as to whether dogs off leashes are allowed at Lake Johnson park.  He stated there has been one incident where someone was almost attacked by a dog.  He indicated the park employees seem to be confused as to what is and is not allowed pointing out there are discussions about an off-leash dog park at Lake Johnson.  He stated we need to police the effort a little better as it relates to dogs off leashes in our parks.

Mr. Crowder pointed out in addition he is getting a lot of calls and concerns regarding the possibility an off leash dog park at Lake Johnson.  He presented a list of people which he feels could serve as a city committee to look at the location or maybe an alternative location for a dog park at Lake Johnson or the general area.  He stated these people have expressed an interest to working with the Parks Board to look at alternative locations at Lake Johnson or other locations in the area.  All of the people on the list encourages the establishment of a dog park in the area but are concerned about the exact location being considered.  He asked that the Council designate this Task Force to work with the Parks Board in going through this process.
Ms. Taliaferro indicated nothing has been established which says there is going to be a dog park at this particular site.  The Parks Board is in the middle of a public process period now.  They had presented a lit of possible locations for dog parks Oakwood and Lake Johnson being the top two areas.  She stated since that process is underway, she is hesitant to form another task force and maybe the Council should wait and get an update from the Parks and Recreation Department of where we are in that process.  She stated she knew they were looking at a site in the Oakwood area and if anyone has concerns about the locations or the possibilities they could make those comments to the Park Board.  She suggested not appointing another committee but get a report from staff on where we are in this process before we start a new process.  Mr. Crowder stated he understood and he thought everyone was happy about the possibility of having an off leash dog park in the Oakwood Park but people who have expressed concern about the particular location at Lake Johnson.  Mr. West pointed out if we do appoint such a committee we should have a makeup that represents a cross section of people with all different views.  After brief discussion it was agreed to place the item on the October 18 agenda as a special item to get a report from the Parks Board as to where we are in the process.  It was pointed out many people view a dog park as a major amenity but getting a site that everyone agrees upon seems to be the problem.  It was agreed to place the item on the October 18 agenda.
ANNEXATION – HOLIDAY ESTATES – ADMINISTRATION TO PROVIDE A REPORT
Ms. Kekas asked for Administration to provide a report on the possible annexation of an area known as Holiday Estates.  She stated she understands Holiday Estates includes 12 homes that are not in the ETJ but would like to be in the City Limits.  Mr. West pointed out this area was discussed when the Old Town Development was going through the approval process.  He stated once that occurs it maybe easier to annex the Holiday Estates area.  He stated to the best of his recollection they do not meet all of the requirements for annexation at this point.  It was agreed to ask Administration for a report on the possibility or problems with annexation of Holiday Estates.
STORMWATER – GREYSTONE – UPDATE REQUESTED
Ms. Kekas indicated she had met with Nancy McFarland relative to stormwater problems in the Greystone area.  Ms. Kekas indicated she understands that the Stormwater Advisory Committee stated they were number one for getting help but now they have been moved back in the process.  Where Greystone stormwater problem is as it relates to the process was discussed with Mayor Meeker pointing out there biggest problem is the amount of sediment coming into the area.  Administration was asked to provide a report.
NEIGHBORHOOD GRANTS – INFORMATION REQUESTED
Mr. Isley asked that the Council be provided a report on the City policy relating to neighborhood grants for refurbishing neighborhood signs.  He stated he understood neighborhoods could get grants for new signs but refurbishing existing signs is not allowed.  He pointed out there are several subdivisions in his district which would like to participate in the program but have been told they cannot because they have an existing sign.  Administration was asked to provide a report.

The reappointment of Waheed Haq to the Appearance Commission leaving one vacancy and the appointments of Christopher Austin, Jon Murphy and Thomas Bennett to the Substance Abuse Advisory Commission leaving one vacancy was announced.

ELECTRICAL EXAMINING BOARD – NOMINATIONS MADE
The terms of Stan Yates, Roosevelt Best, Jr., and Greg Whitney (Progress Energy) are expiring.  Administration recommends the reappointment of Mr. Whitney and Mr. Best.  Mr. Yates is no longer eligible as he is now a City employee.  Additional recommendations will be made at a later time.  Ms. Taliaferro nominated all those eligible.  David Whitman was nominated by Mr. Crowder.

MECHANICAL EXAMINING BOARD – NOMINATIONS MADE
The terms of Eric B. Baucom, Karl Nivison and Mareo Leondard are expiring.  Administration recommends the reappointment of Mr. Nivison and Mr. Leonard and the appointment of M. Brett Mabe, PE.  Ms. Kekas nominated Mr. Nivison, Mr. Leondard and Mr. Mabe.  The item will be carried over to the next meeting.
HISTORIC DISTRICTS COMMISSION – VACANCY ANNOUNCED – NOMINATION MADE
The City Clerk reported James Lofton who was a member of the Historic Districts Commission recently passed away.  Mr. Lofton filled a position allocated for a person living in or owning property in a historic district; therefore, his replacement would need to fall in that category.  Mr. Isley nominated Sara Lofton.
STORMWATER ADVISORY COMMISSION – NOMINATIONS MADE
The City Clerk reported Merle Marxen a member of the Stormwater Advisory Commission recently passed away; therefore, there is one vacancy for consideration.  Mr. Craven nominated David Blevins.

BOARDS – COMMENTS RECEIVED – LUNCHEON MEETING WITH RALEIGH HOUSING AUTHORITY – REQUESTED
Mr. West pointed out there are several Boards that the Council makes appointments to such as the Raleigh Housing Authority and Downtown Housing Improvement Corporation.  He stated he is not sure what the formal process is for getting feedback from those Boards and he feels there maybe a sense and a little disconnect between the Boards and the Council.  He stated he feels it would help if the Council could get a little better communication from the Boards which it appoints members to and ask about the possibility of the Boards providing reports at various meetings.  Mayor Meeker pointed out Council meetings are moving fairly quickly and he feels it would be better to have some type outside gathering.  He stated maybe we could have a brief luncheon go out and see what the different groups are doing.  After brief discussion, Mayor Meeker suggested that we arrange a luncheon with the Raleigh Housing Authority in January or February to review the plans and see the progress in areas such as Chavis Heights, etc.

The City Council of the City of Raleigh met in reconvened session at 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, October 4, 2005, in the City Council Chamber, Raleigh Municipal Building, Avery C. Upchurch Government Complex, 222 W. Hargett Street, Raleigh, North Carolina with all Council members present.  Mayor Meeker called the meeting to order and the following items were discussed with action taken as shown.

SPECIAL AWARD
BOY SCOUT TROOP - #342 RECOGNIZED
Mayor Meeker recognized members of Boy Scout Troop #342 who were present to observe the Council meeting.

PROCLAMATION – HURRICANE KATRINA HELP – RECOGNIZED
Mayor Meeker recognized Chelsea, Allison and Dylan Schloss.  Mayor Meeker pointed out the children had a lemonade stand at their home at 470 Indian Trail Drive and raised $1,600 for Hurricane Katrina evacuees.  He read a proclamation in full declaring it the Schloss Children’s Day in the City of Raleigh.  He pointed out public service starts early and commended them on a job well done.  Chelsea responded that her Mom’s friend had lost her home and they were helping people who had nothing.
GOOD GUYS CERTIFICATE – PRESENTED
Mayor Meeker recognized Mike Elstob and presented a certificate for the Indian Princess Seahhakkr Tribe which picked up litter around Shelley Lake.  He presented them with a Good Guys Award.
PROCLAMATION – GLENWOOD/BROOKLYN NEIGHBORHOOD DAY – PROCLAIMED
Mayor Meeker read a proclamation proclaiming Glenwood/Brooklyn Neighborhood Day in the City of Raleigh.  The proclamation was accepted by Phillip Poe and Rhett Fussel.  In accepting the proclamation Mr. Poe talked about the Glenwood/Brooklyn Celebration of its 100th year as the first suburban neighborhood in the City of Raleigh.  He recognized some of his neighbors who have done an exceptional job in putting together the activities for the event.  Rhett Fussel, Chair of the Events Committee, gave a slide presentation explaining the Downtown Appetite for Arts which will be held on October 14, 2005 and explained all of the efforts that have gone in to help and promote their neighborhood as a part of the Great Downtown Raleigh and leading up to their 100th anniversary celebration.  He talked about the mural at Peace and Glenwood, median improvements and their efforts to have an event to celebrate Downtown Raleigh to include other neighborhood businesses, etc., pointing out the proceeds from the event will benefit the Boys and Girls of Raleigh. He stated they want to make this an annual event and help raise awareness in the revitalization efforts in their area.  Mr. Poe expressed appreciation to Jayne Kirkpatrick for her help in flyers, public service announcements, etc.
REQUESTS AND PETITIONS OF CITIZENS

ZONING VIOLATION – MARY JUDD/GOD’S HELPERS OF RALEIGH – REFERRED TO LAW AND PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE
Mary Judd, God’s Helpers of Raleigh, had requested permission to discuss her efforts to feed the homeless and working poor and the fact that she was recently closed down at a particular location.  She told of her efforts in the past pointing out she came to the City some 25 years ago and started giving away clothes and food to the needy in an East Cabarrus Street location.  The City tore down that location and she moved around the corner to 211 S. Swain Street and the City closed down that location.  She moved to Pettigrew Street and continued her mission of feeding and clothing the needy but pointed out she had been shut down at that location.  She stated she is not doing anyone any harm and she is just doing the Lord’s work.  She stated she is willing to go to jail if it requires that in order for her to do God’s work.
Mayor Meeker suggested someone from the Community Development Department or Administration work with Ms. Judd on potential locations.  Another gentleman asked to speak with Mr. Regan speaking up and asking that all who want to be heard be allowed to speak.

Ron Poulson, St. Augustine’s College, stated he lives behind the house where Sister Judd does her mission work.  He hears singing, he sees the people coming and getting food.  He talked about the situation pointing out people can come and sit down, have food, hear the sermon or whatever.  He stated all of the people are good people but many may have habits that are not good habits.  He spoke at length concerning Ms. Judd’s work and his lack of understanding as to why the City would close her down and allow other houses in the area which have illegal problems including drugs, prostitutes, etc., to remain open.  He stated he was standing with Ms. Judd pointing out she does good work.  There is usually 10 to 12 people who go to eat but somehow the City thinks she is a nuisance.  He asked for whatever help could be given to Ms. Judd.
Rita Morris pointed out she has worked around Ms. Judd some 5 years and Ms. Judd as awesome.  She invited anyone to come and see her work and see what she does.  She stated she does not understand the problem as Ms. Judd is incorporated as a church and a church has the right to be in any area.  She stated, however, she understands the City has ruled her a charity and, therefore, she cannot be in a residential neighborhood.  She told of Ms. Judd’s work of feeding the homeless off of her front porch but pointed out now she is in the yard or outside because of the City’s actions.  Ms. Judd is 67 years old and the Lord’s People give her $5,000 a year to run her mission and the rest of the money comes from Ms. Judd’s social security.  She questioned what the City of Raleigh is doing to help Ms. Judd.
Mr. Isley questioned if Zoning had looked at this issue with Mr. West questioning if she has been declared a nuisance.  It was pointed out the problem is a zoning violation as she is a charitable organization working in a residential neighborhood.  Mayor Meeker indicated Ms. Judd does perform a very important service and he would challenge the City to find a location from which she could work.  Discussion followed on the best way to continue with Mr. Isley pointing out it seems to be a legal and/or zoning issue and maybe the City Manager and the City Attorney could take a look at it and report back.  In response to questioning from Mr. West it was pointed out there is no nuisance it’s mainly a zoning violation.  Mr. Regan asked that the matter be referred to Law and Public Safety Committee as hopefully they could get the issue resolved quicker.  When the Law and Public Safety Committee’s next meeting will be held was talked about after which Mayor Meeker suggested referring the item to Administration and zoning enforcement be withheld until the issue is resolved and refer the item to Law and Public Safety Committee.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Craven and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.

MAYVIEW GREEN – PROPOSAL FOR MINI PARK – ADMINISTRATION TO WORK WITH GROUP
Lisa Meeks, 2733 Rosedale Avenue and Beth Hardin, pointed out they live in the University Park neighborhood.  They explained the neighborhood, location, the fact that it is a very close knit neighborhood, they sponsor approximately five events per year and told of various work they have been involved including renaming the Gardner Street Park to the Isabella Cannon Park, getting a light in front of their school, etc.  They explained the neighborhood is growing by leaps and bounds and pointed out there is a small City piece of land that the neighborhood has been calling Mayview Greens.  They presented slides showing the area which is framed by oak trees and pointed out it is City owned and maintained.  They again talked about the rapid growth taking place in the area and pointed out there is no play equipment within walking distance of their neighborhood, the Comprehensive Plan calls for 19 new neighborhood parks by the end of 2005 and the information they have received indicates only 1 has been developed.  They have a proposal to develop Mayview Greens as a small park pointing out it would be very simple to get that done by the end of 2005.  They explained they are talking about a low maintenance park which would provide playing opportunities and would be limited to the existing park.  They pointed out the two closest parks are geared to smaller children so they would like to have something for varied age groups.  They pointed out they have initiated a process to rethink and look at what they would like for the park to be and work with the Parks and Recreation Department in developing a plan.  Ms. Meeks stated they have surveyed the neighborhood for a two block area and they have a stack of responding e-mails as all of the neighbors think it is a good idea and they had no negative feedback.  She talked about a formal neighborhood meeting in the late fall involving children, adults in the area and staff.  They want to be involved in developing the park for their area.  They stated they were at the meeting to get permission to continue the work, work with the Park’s staff and the Urban Design Center and return to the Council with a firm proposal.  They are at the meeting to ask the Council for its blessings and to request that the Parks and Recreation staff as well as the staff of the Urban Design Center be allowed to work with them.
Mr. Crowder stated he feels this is a good educational program.  He talked about the community involvement including the involvement of the children when the neighborhood asked for a traffic light in front of the school.  He stated having the children work with the Urban Design Center and the Parks and Recreation staff he feels would be a very good learning experience.  Mr. Crowder moved approval of the concept and asked that the Park’s staff work with a design team maybe set up a charrette opportunity for the neighborhood so that they could come back with a formal proposal.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker.  Ms. Taliaferro stated she feels this is a good opportunity and talked about the Berkshire West efforts in putting together their park.  She stated, however, she is a little hesitant to say go forward with the charrette until we find out how much it would cost, etc.  She stated in the Berkshire West situation they did have an informal charrette but it didn’t involve outside consultants.  The possibility of having some design professionals come in for free was talked about.

City Manager Allen pointed out he feels the proposal is on target.  He stated, however, we do have a whole work program set out for the Parks Department and putting this in line may negatively effect some other programs.  The work that the group has done was talked about with Mr. Crowder pointing out if we get someone in the design community involved they could act as supervisors and help guide the efforts.  The motion as stated was put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.
TOWING CONTRACTORS – REQUEST FOR CHANGE IN RATE AND ADDITIONAL ITEMS – REFERRED TO LAW AND PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE
David Permar, 327 Hillsborough Street, stated he represents the six towing companies currently participating in the City of Raleigh rotation towing contracts.  All have been in business for a long time and they are an asset to the community.  He explained the rotation towing service they provide pointing out it is an important public service which helps keep the right-of-way clear, clears away abandoned vehicles, etc.

Mr. Isley pointed out this was discussed briefly in Law and Public Safety Committee at the last meeting bus since the item was not in Committee, Mr. Permar was directed to Council.  Ms. Taliaferro moved the item be referred to Law and Public Safety Committee.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Isley.
Mr. Permar stated he was really before the Council on two issues.  One is the contract renewal for the rotation towers.  The second relates to abandoned vehicles.  He explained the rotation towing contract is a two-year contract and it is time for renewal.  All of the companies are interested in signing new contracts only if they can get a rate adjustment citing the cost of fuel, tires, etc.  He stated the second issue relates to adding a new fee for storage of vehicles.  He talked about the problem of storing abandoned vehicles pointing out many times the towers pickup the vehicles at the request of the City.  Many vehicles never get picked up and are basically abandoned at the towing company lot.  The towing company has to store the vehicles 90 to 120 days, pay filing fee, file with DMV to get a new title, etc.  Frequently they end up paying more than the vehicle is worth.  Raleigh is a growing City and many of the towing companies are getting to the point that they do not have room for storage of these vehicles on their lots.  He feels the system is breaking down and they need help from the City.  He stated it is his understanding that the City, under existing State law, can reduce the time that a company has to store the vehicle.  He talked about Greensboro’s process relating to abandoned vehicles.  He stated he had talked to representatives in Greensboro and they feel they have a good system.  He stated what he is asking is that the City take a look at the system in Greensboro to see if we can come up with a similar system in Raleigh.  He stated he would ask the Council to refer the rotation contract as well as the issue of abandoned vehicles to staff and ask them to see if there is other processes that could be used.  He suggested that we need to get some facts and figures and input from Police, Inspections, Administration, etc., as well as the towing companies.  After brief discussion it was agreed to refer the whole issue to Law and Public Safety Committee and ask Administration to do some preliminary work on investigating the process.
ST. DAVID SCHOOL – NEIGHBORHOOD CONCERNS – REFERRED TO COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE
Andy Betts, 3209 Millstream Place, and approximately 25 residents of the area, stated he and his neighbors were at the meeting to give a brief description of the community’s relationship with St. David’s School and to explain why they have not been able to develop a spirit of cooperation and trust between the community and the school.  He pointed out it is very fast growing school and they seem to refuse to cooperate and have caused negative impact on the area.  He stated they are trying to protect their neighborhood.  He pointed out for many years Hale High School operated as a quiet school with about 200 students and worked in conjunction with St. Timothy’s grade school.  In 1993 they secretly decided to build a chapel.  There was no input from the neighbors.  They now serve all grade levels.  He pointed out the school wanted to add a new large building and extensive athletic facility.  The community united and protested to the Planning Commission and asked that the building be stopped.  He pointed out, however, they did reach an agreement with a number of conditions and the Planning Commission recommended approval of the addition with the understanding that the neighborhood would return if the school did not follow the agreement.  The neighborhood representatives do not feel the school has followed what was approved.  He pointed out during this time period they were told that the school would never add lights to the athletic field and the head master had acknowledged that he said no lights would be added.  Mr. Regan pointed out the letter stated “no plans for lights.”
Mr. Betts pointed out in May 2004 they were told that the lights were being put up.  The community feels they have been deceived.  The neighborhood was told and the head master drafted a letter stating that the lights would be used no more than 12 nights per year; however, he understands the Board rejected the operating agreement and has refused to talk to the neighborhood about that limitation.  Mr. Betts stated they have tried to maintain dialogue, they’ve hired an attorney, hired a light consultant and talked about the various issues the community has.  He indicated they provided St. David’s a letter explaining the proposed alleged violations.
Peter Scott, 3340 White Oak Road, stated he thinks everybody can see the community has a problem and is asking for the City’s help.  He stated everyone wants St. David’s to be a successful school but no one wants it to succeed at the expense of the surrounding property owners.  He talked about the increased noise, traffic, lights, etc., and stated no one thinks the City of Raleigh knew what the negative impact would be when the permit was issued.  He pointed out the athletic facility is used two to three nights a week for football, soccer, etc., and the neighborhood “enjoys” all of the pregame music, cheers, whistles and flow of crowds, lights, play-by-play description, etc.  Mr. Scott stated in his home he could hear as well as feel the noise.  Each time there is an event the neighborhood experiences 5 to 6 hours of utter chaos.  He indicated he could be in his house and read a book by the glare of the lights.  He called on anyone to visit the neighborhood or any of the homes and see what the occupants are experiencing.  Mr. Scott pointed out it is felt the school administration has failed to honor their commitments to the neighborhood.  The community hired Attorney Beth Trahos and she has researched the complaints, etc., and has developed a notebook of material to show the Council what has been discovered.  He stated the neighbors did not want to come to the City to rat on St. David’s but when St. David’s found out they had requested to appear before the Council St. David’s immediately offered them an interim agreement.  Mr. Scott stated that was too little too late.  He stated the communities hope is that the City will review the codes and regulations to assure whether the school is in compliance and if there are violations they would hope the City would address them immediately.  He called on the Council to help their neighborhood restore the balance of power.  He stated St. David’s did not seem to want to work with neighborhood; therefore, the neighborhood is before the Council to ask for the Council’s help.
Susan Vick, Director of Advancement at St. David’s School, pointed out she had met with Mr. Scott, Mr. Betts and the attorneys.  She stated she did not bring a parent base from the school as they had hoped to get this matter resolved prior to the meeting.  She stated there was an agreement sent over for the neighborhood to consider but it was not sent after they heard that the neighborhood was coming to Council.  She talked about several e-mails, letters, etc., that have been exchanged and pointed out the school through her has worked very hard to understand the needs and tried to reach resolutions.  The school wants to be a good neighbor.  They want to get this issue worked out.  They have been working to be a good neighbor.  They have made some improvements to their sound system, made some preliminary adjustments on the lights, have made various offers to get their experts to look at, etc.  She again stated they want to be a good neighbor but at the same time they want the school to grow and the issues resolved.  She stated she could prepare a notebook for consideration by the Council outlining their side of the story.  She could bring in all of her e-mails, correspondence, etc.  She stated she knows the neighborhood is upset and put the legal culpability aside St. David’s wants to work with the neighborhood.  They proposed to put all of the experts together continue working on the sound system and put a process together to address the issues.  She hopes that everyone can work together and get the situation fixed.  She indicated there had been a statement made that St. David’s had deceived the neighborhood.  She stated the school did not plan to put in lights but a gift of lights was made after that commitment was made.  The lights were properly permitted.  She again stated they want to make modifications, want to be a good neighbor and she wants to work with the neighborhood not because she is afraid but St. David’s just wants to be a good neighbor.

Mayor Meeker suggested the item be referred to Committee.  Ms. Taliaferro suggested that the item be referred to staff and committee.  Our Zoning and Planning people need to look at the issue, agreements on file, conditions, etc.  She stated when the facility enlargement was approved there was much discussions and the City felt they had put things in place to protect the neighborhood.  She would like for staff to take a look at why it all fell apart and report to Committee.  Without further discussion the item was referred to Comprehensive Planning Committee with staff to make a report to the Committee.

The Mayor opened the hearing on each case.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearings were closed.
Mr. Isley moved adoption of ordinances annexing the properties effective December 31, 2005 and adoption of a resolution placing the properties in the appropriate electoral districts.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted by an 8-0 vote.  See Ordinances 906, 907, 908, 909 and Resolution 686.
SIDEWALK ASSESSMENT ROLL 353 – HEARING TO CONSIDER CORRECTION – CORRECTION ADOPTED
This was a hearing to consider correcting Sidewalk Assessment Roll 353 to indicate that no refund is due to property having an Assessment Map Number 62 (ID number 0175780) and reflect a refund in the amount of $326 to property having an Assessment Map Number 63 (Property ID 0175779).
The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. Isley moved adoption of the correcting resolution as outlined. STREET, SIDEWALK AND UTILITY PROJECT – EDWARDS MILL ROAD – HEARING – RESOLUTION ADOPTED
This was a hearing to consider construction of Edwards Mill Road extension from Trinity Road to NC 54.  The improvements will include approximately 3860 linear feet of four lane divided road with median in the middle, five foot sidewalk on the west side of the road and a ten foot multi-path on the east side. The project includes approximately 900 linear feet with shoulders section with no curb and gutter on NC 54 to allow for left turn lane.  The project also includes a sixteen inch water main installation from dead-end on Edwards Mill Road to NC 54.  Assessments will apply for street, sidewalk and water main installation.
The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. Isley moved adoption of a resolution directing the project as advertised.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  See Resolution 688.
STREET AND SIDEWALK IMPROVEMENTS – SUNNYBROOK ROAD – HEARING – RESOLUTION ADOPTED
This was a hearing to consider improvements to Sunnybrook Road from Poole Road to Falstaff Road.  The improvement include approximately 4040 linear feet of paving (wider outside lanes to accommodate bicycle paths), curb, gutter and raised landscaping median with sidewalks on both sides. Assessments for the street and sidewalk improvements will apply.  The Mayor opened the hearing.

Dr. E. B. Palmer, 119 Sunnybrook Road, stated he is in complete support of the project.  He complimented the staff for their work and presentations.  He told of different meetings he has attended concerning this issue and pointed out he understands the City will need some 220’ by 15’ of property frontage from him.  He stated in the last correspondence there was no mention of the City acquiring that property and questioned if the City does acquire it if he will be paid.  Public Works Director Dawson pointed out this is the step which authorizes the City staff to move forward.  If the Council directs the project then the Real Estate people will go out and talk to the various property owners about acquiring the necessary land.
Stephanie Norris, Spaulding Norris Engineers, pointed out this will be a great project for the area.  She stated the system the City has put in place for public information is wonderful and has worked well.  Mr. Raynor and Mr. Bahho have worked on this project for over two years.  She stated she did have concerns about stormwater but those have been addressed.  She expressed appreciation to the Council and staff for all the work and an upcoming project and urged the Council to move forward.  No one else asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. Isley moved adoption of a resolution directing the project as advertised.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 689.
PAVING ASSESSMENT ROLL 899 AND SIDEWALK ASSESSMENT ROLL 357 – WESTERN BOULEVARD – HEARING – REFERRED TO CITY MANAGER
This was a hearing to consider adoption of a resolution confirming Paving Assessment Roll 899–Western Boulevard according to charges outlined in Resolution 2005–651 adopted on September 6, 2005 and confirmation of sidewalk AR 357–Western Boulevard according to charged outlined by Resolution 2005–652 adopted on September 6, 2005.
The Mayor opened the hearing.  The City Clerk stated she had received a letter from Charles Leffler, NCSU, which reads as follows:
“We are in receipt of your letter dated September 16, 2005 concerning the assessment for improvements along Western Boulevard Corridor.  The University is declining this assessment as it was our understanding that our financial commitments made in 2000 totaling $85,000 represented the University’s contribution to this project.  This is documented in an agreement signed April 26, 2002 as a result of discussions between former City Manager Dempsey Benton and Chancellor Marye Anne Fox.  The University appreciates partner with the City on improvements like Western Boulevard and Pullen Road as illustrated by the bridge replacement and round about projects.  We look forward to continuing improvements on the Western Boulevard and Hillsborough Street Corridors under this partnership.
The hearing was closed.
Brief discussion took place on the declining to pay the assessments with City Attorney McCormick pointing out unless the State agrees prior to the project they do not have to pay the assessment.  Brief discussion took place after which it was agreed to refer the item to the City Manager for report back at the next meeting.
SEWER AR 1290 – US 64 EAST – HEARING – RESOLUTION ADOPTED
This was a hearing to consider adoption of charges outlined in sewer AR 1290 – US 64 East according to charges outlined in Resolution 2005-653 adopted on September 6, 2005.  The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. Isley moved adoption of a resolution confirming charges as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  See Resolution 690.
SEWER AR 1292 – BELLAIRE AVENUE – HEARING – RESOLUTION ADOPTED
This was a hearing to consider adoption of a resolution confirming Sewer Assessment Roll 1292 – Bellaire Avenue according to charges outlined in Resolution 2005-654 adopted on September 6, 2005.  The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. Isley moved adoption of a resolution confirming the charges as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  See Resolution 691.
STC-9-05 – LILLEY COURT – HEARING – RESOLUTION ADOPTED
This was a hearing to consider the permanent closing of right known as Lilley Court.  The hearing is pursuant to petition, resolution of intent, advertisement and notification as required by law (STC-9-05).
The Mayor opened the hearing.  Planning Director Silver explained the location and pointed out there are easements in the right-of-way that would need to be reserved if the Council decided to move forth with the closing.  He pointed out the request was made by NCSU.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. Isley moved adoption of a resolution closing the street as outlined with the understanding we would retain the easements as suggested.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  See Resolution 692.

WATER CONSERVATION – HOURS FOR HAND HELD\HOSE END SPRINKLERS – AMENDED
Mr. Craven stated he had planned to bring an item up in the afternoon section relative to the water conservation measures but failed to do so.  He stated he was receiving calls from citizens who are trying to maintain or establish newly planted lawns and they are having problems pulling hoses and sprinklers around during the hours that are allowed which are basically from 10:00 p.m. until 5:00 a.m.  He stated those hours do not give the working person many hours or times in which they can utilize their handheld or hose-end sprinklers.  He suggested moving the starting time that the hand held or hose in sprinklers are allowed to 5:00 p.m. which would give someone without an irrigation system an opportunity to water during reasonable hours.  Ms. Taliaferro asked about expanding the hours in the morning say until 8:30 p.m. rather than the evening.  She talked about discussions which  took place when these issues were being developed relative to evaporation, fungus, etc.  Mr. Craven stated moving the time to 8:30 in the morning would not help as people are trying to get kids off to school, get off to work, etc.  He stated that doesn’t help them or give them time to move the sprinklers around.

Mr. Crowder pointed out he had sent an e-mail to the City Manager and Mr. Crisp asking staff to come back with a more reasonable solution.  He stated we don’t want to have our citizens out at midnight running around in their P.J.’s trying to move sprinkler systems around.

Ms. Taliaferro pointed out this issue was discussed at length when the hours were put in place.  She stated she has heard similar concerns.  She stated in addition she had heard concerns from people who have automatic sprinkler systems and they do not know how to reprogram the automatic systems to meet the new hours.  She questioned if there was a possibility that the City could help educate or help recalibrate the systems with the City Manager pointing out the City does not have that expertise on staff.  Mr. Craven pointed out if you have an automatic system it could be turned off of automatic and run on manual when watering is needed.  Mayor Meeker talked about the concern about evaporation, etc., pointing out it would not be as much problem now as it would have been in the hotter months.  Mr. Crowder pointed out we are about to go to daylight saving times and maybe staff could relook at this and come back with some recommendations.  City Manager Allen pointed out under the voluntary stages hand watering is allowed anytime seven days a week.  The difference in handheld and hose-end sprinklers was talked about.  City Manager Allen pointed out he thought devices to put timers on the smaller sprinkling systems are available.  He stated, however, he understands that people want to be able to move the sprinklers around.  After discussion as to how to proceed, the difference in hand-held, nonautomatic and hose-end sprinklers and the definition of those was talked about.  Ms. Taliaferro moved the time period to allow hand-held hose-end nonautomatic sprinklers be changed to the hours of 6:00 p.m. until 6:00 a.m. until the next City Council meeting which it could be reconsidered.  Her motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  See Resolution 693.
