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Council Member Follow Up Items

Follow Up to the June 7 City Council Meeting

Summer Aguatic Operations

At the meeting, the Council received an overview of Raleigh Parks Aquatic Operations. The presentation
included the requirements to become an American Red Cross certified lifeguard, the essential role certified
lifeguards play in mitigating risks, and the current challenges that have resulted from a lack of certified
lifeguards to fully staff the City’s eight aquatic facilities.

Since that presentation, staff have hired additional lifeguards, began opening seasonal pools, and engaged
with the City Attorney to explore alternative operating protocols. As staff strives to meet the expectations of
the entire aquatic community, patron safety remains our professional cornerstone. Some highlights of
recent efforts include:

e Resulting from recent lifeguard certification classes, staff have welcomed 18 new lifeguards
with another 19 in the hiring process.

e Longview Pool opened for the weekend at 2:00 pm last Friday, June 10, and welcomed 646
guests over the three-day period. Beginning today, June 17 — both Longview Pool and
Biltmore Pool will open for weekend hours. As lifeguards are added, staff are targeting Lake
Johnson Pool to be added to the rotation as well as adding open hours during the week at all
three locations. Ridge Road Pool remains closed while staff awaits delivery of equipment
needed to make necessary repairs.

o Staff are engaged with other city departments on possible incentive packages to recruit and
retain lifeguards.

o Staff remain engaged with the City Attorney and Risk Management to evaluate alternative
operating protocols.

Staff understands the importance of community pool access and will continue to seek every opportunity to
provide greater community access to the City’s aquatic facilities.

Strickland Road School Crossing (Council Member Buffkin)

During the public hearing for the Z-76-21 rezoning case, Council requested that staff investigate the
viability of a pedestrian crossing of Strickland Road in the vicinity of Barton Pond Elementary School.

The crossing was requested to serve existing apartments on the south side of Strickland Road as well as
additional apartments expected to be developed on the south side as a result of the rezoning.

Since Strickland Road is maintained by the North Carolina Department of Transportation, the City’s
transportation staff coordinated with NCDOT to investigate the request and recommend against a
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crosswalk installation at this time. There is no existing sidewalk on the south side of Strickland Road to
receive the crosswalk and city staff have a list of school crosswalk needs at other locations where sidewalk
is in place and traffic warrants have been met. Staff is currently working to allocate available Safe Routes
to School funding to those existing needs.

Staff will include this location on the list of crosswalk needs that are tracked and matched to funding as it
becomes available and reevaluate a crosswalk project after the new development moves forward, which
will increase the need and add a sidewalk on the south side as part of their frontage improvements.
