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WAKE BR T:  SOUTHERN CORRIDOR

Project Description
The Wake Bus Rapid Transit 
(BRT): Southern Corridor will be 
about �ve (5) miles long with 
dedicated lanes between 
downtown Raleigh and the 
Walmart in Garner.

The Locally Preferred Alternative 
(LPA) identified in 2021 is shown 
in orange. It follows S. 
Wilmington Street out of 
downtown Raleigh and S. 
Wilmington Street Extension 
(new roadway) south to Garner 
Station Boulevard within the 
Town of Garner. Up to ten (10) 
stations are planned for the 
corridor and seven (7) 60-foot 
articulated buses will be used.

What is Bus Rapid 
Transit?
Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) is a 
high-capacity transit system 
that delivers fast and e�cient 
bus service. BRT features include 
dedicated lanes, transit signal 
priority to help buses through 
intersections faster, and 
enhanced stations for boarding.

What Will BRT Lanes Look Like?
A key part of the preliminary design phase is 
developing options for the BRT lanes (also called 
runningways). Below are examples of what these 
lanes may look like.

Business Access and Transit (BAT) Lane: a dedicated 
lane for transit vehicles that also allows other vehicles 
to access driveways.

Bus-Only Lane: a median or center lane for BRT vehicles 
separated from general tra�c.

Mixed Tra�c: BRT vehicles will operate in general 
tra�c lanes with other vehicles.
