DAY 1: OVERNIGHT FLIGHT TO
ICELAND

Park, Gullfoss (meaning “golden falls”),
and the geothermally active valley of
Haukadalur, contain-ing the Strokkur
Geyser, which erupts every few minutes
spouting water 100 feet into the air.
Later visit a local Tomato Farm to learn
about how they grow healthy tomatoes
indoors using green energy, pure water
and organic pest controls. Then, sit down
to enjoy a bowl of tomato soup served
with freshly baked bread. Later return to
Reykjavik.
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DAY 4: REYKJAVIK AT LEISURE

Today enjoy a full day at leisure in
Reykjavik to explore on your own. An
optional whale watching tour will be
available. Departing from Reykjavik’s
Old Harbor, join experienced guides for

Opened in
1949, this unigue outdoor attraction is a
collection of houses close to each other.
With a population of roughly 25, this
town was highly affected by the eruption
of the Eyjafjalla Volcano in 2010. The
area is known for its waterfall, Skégafoss,
on the Skoga river. The Skdgafoss is one
of the biggest waterfalls in the country
with a width of 82 feet and a drop of
200 ft. Due to the amount of spray the
waterfall consistently produces, a single
or double rainbow is normally visible.
Lunch will be included during your South
Coast Tour.
